lightning like spreading ability.

If in laboratory test tubes, or under a high pow-
ered microscope a budding Pasteur discovers what
makes snake venom travel so rapidly through bodily
tissue, medical science will have another “find” of
extraordinary importance. . . . Long known to medi-
cal men is the coagulating effect of venom when
applied to body cuts, making possible surgical in-
cisions In many emergency operations that otherwise
