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TURKEY SALES 
IN COUNTY TO 

HIT LOW LEVEL
Thanksgiving Market Opens This 

Week as Buyers Predict Low 

Prices for Season.

Bu>'uig ol turkeys lor the Tliaiiks- 
glving market is starting this week.

Thw year s crop of the big fowls 
was expected to open at 10 and 12 
cents, alxiut 50 p«>r cent lower than 
last year's figures. Unless market 
c-onditions show a decided change, 
turkey growers may expect no high- 
**r prices lor their birds this sea.son. 
Produce men say the low price is 
due to several laclors, includin-t 
more turkey rai.sers in Northern and 
Eastern states, heavy crops in Cen­
tral Texas and otlier turkey centers, 
and a heavy carry over of cold 
storage turkeys and other poultry.

The only hope of turkey raisers 
for higher priee.s is an increased de­
mand in the big-city markets, and 
wholesalers anticipate no .such de­
mand.

Lii.st year's crop netted Scurry 
County a neat profit. In 1934. how­
ever. the low prices that threaten 
to pn-vail thts .sea.son were in ef­
fect. Scurry County growers who 
had ample .summer feed will profit 
even at the low prices, however, be­
cause of early full raln.s that gave 
the turkey.s plenty of green stuff.

County Ginning 
Total Climbs to 
10,172 October IS

Scurry County hud ginned 10,172 
bales of cotton prior to October 18, 
according to government flguros. 
On the same date in 1935, only 
2.930 had been ginned.

Nearby counties show .some gains 
in this year's crop. In most cases, 
however, the drouth hastened gin­
ning as it lias in Scurry County, and 
the total yields, with the excepted 
Plains counties sucli as Dawson, will 
be out early this fall, ginners of 
the urea believe.

Garner lead, according to returrai 
from about one-half the boxes, was 
15 to one over the Landon-Knox 
ticket.

Complete Scurry County returns 
will not be available until the offi­
cial tabulation is made by the Com­
missioners’ Court. Early returns in­
dicate that the county favors only 
two amendments. No. 4, which calls 
for revision of the pardoning system, 
and No. 6, whlcli would limit the 
number of representatives from the 
large cities.

F’ive of the six amendments were 
leading on the ba.sis of early state­
wide returns. Amendment No. 1. 
providing for state control of the 
liquor business, is apparently de­
feated. FVite of the amendments 
can not bt> definitely stated until 
more votes have bi'cn counted.

in the field Is even more injurious to lint and filxT 
than cotton producers and dealers have believed. Be- 
causi- the new cotton picking machine that has been 
given so much publicity will work only in cotton that 
Is well matured, the experiment station at College 
Station lielicves that the cotton .sack, the water Jug 
and the steelyard will never be completely dixmied. 
"Waiting for the crop to open fully so as to make 
machine harvesting .sucro.ssful may result In losses 
that arc greater than the gains which may be expected 
from the less expensive machine harvc.sting," says a 
bulletin from the experiment station

With the approach of fall, doctors note a sudden 
spurt in bronchial trouble among many an able bodied 
patient, have long su.spected someone in the field of 
research would find a bacteria eater that would clear 
up bronchial tube infection . . .

F. Moore. University of Pennsylvania profe.ssor of 
broncho.scopy.

For years Dr Moore has believed in pactcriophage 
• bacteria eaters) as a sure relief for bronchial tube 
infection. . F'ir.st introduced into bolls, the micro- 
•scoplc organl-m known as a phage cleaned up Infec­
tion In a surprisingly s-hort time. . . . Why not. Dr. 
Moore rea.soneil. Introduce a special culture into In­
fected bronclii.il pas.-ages, gobble up the cau.salive 
bacteria? . , . Injections of 5 cc treatments proved 
so effective the New York Academy of Medicine Is 
quite interested in the new trend of treatment.

S.nnptom.s of bronchiectasis are coughing parox­
ysms. frequent expectorations and fetid breatli. . . . 
In some ca.ses fluid, when excessive, seeps into the 
lungs, causing death; wliich ha.s proved to be the 
stumbling block in effective bronchial tube treatment.

. . Tlip new treatment promi.ses an escape from 
diath bv fluid .seepage, in that the phage gobbles up 
bacteria before an appreciable amount of pu.s Is form­
ed in tube pa.ssagcs.

In the field of bone .surgery Dr M. N. Smltli- 
Pplerson recently advanced a now' procedure In knit­
ting bone fractures together to the American College 
of Surgeon.s, which promises a shorter ho.spitlhzaUon 
period for patients .suffering from bone fracturas, a 
decrease In the u.se of plaster ca.sts. . . . For Instance. 
If a person has the misfortune of cracking the thigh 
bone (femur), u.sual procedure Is to realign the bone. 
ix)ur plaster around Uie leg. and console the patient 
with the thought he will be out in three to five 
months. . Dr. Smith-Peterson uses a rustless steel 
nail, a .silver wire to knit fractures together, doe.s 
away with the pla.ster cast in most case.s.
