First, 
other sources of revenue must be 
provided as a means of maintaining 
government. This is not sufficient 
reason fer failure to find a solutlo.n

Second, the mere exemption of the 
homestead from taxation does iioc 
remove agricultural land from spec­
ulation and exploitation and of safe­
guarding and conserving this great 
cst natural resource by recognizing 
and safeguarding the Inherent right 
of the pixiple who live on the land 
to own the land which they till and 
to acquire ownership without having 
to compote with .speculative inter­
ests.

Scoring in the second and fourth 
quarters, on tlie heels of ]>ass in­
terceptions, the Rascoe Plowboys 
almost evened past scores with the 
Snyder Tigers on the local field 
Friday night. The score was 14-0.

The Tigers played a whale of a 
game, but their inability to stop Pitts 
and Gray, Plowboy backfield ace.s, 
and failure to capitalize on two 
IHTfect scoring chances in the third 
quarter, led to Uielr downfall.

It was not Roscoe's game all tlie 
way, by any means. The first quar­
ter was practically even, with Ros­
coe having an edge only in punting. 
In the second quarter, the widely 
advertised Gray showed why he has 
gotten so many headlines by travel­
ing 40 yards on four consecutlv.! 
plays for a touchdown. Fitts fooled 
the Tigers and plowed through the 
center of the line for the extra point.

Passes Boomerang.
The pass interception that led to 

this first touchdown was one of 
five for the Roscoe boys during the 
evening. In the fourth quarter, 
when it .seemed certain that Uio 
score would end 7 to 0. a wavering 
pa.ss from Charlie Morrow gave the 
visitors the ball in midfield. I t  wa;; 
Fitts who took charge of a ffa irs , 
at this stage. He galloped around 
end for a total of 45 yards on two 
{days, made 5 more yards on a line 
plunge, and then allowed Gray the 
hanor of scoring on a short plunge. 
Gray went around right end for 
the extra point.

Most of the 1500 faas from all 
parts of the district, who watched 
the game, left with the opinion that 
Pitts is a superior all-round player 
to the more-publicized Gray. The 
punts that Pitts sent into Snyder 
territory time after time, some of 
them on surprise first and .second 
downs, mu.st have gained at least 
125 yards for ht> team throughout 
the evening.

Snyder I,arks Power.
Coming back after the half with 

plenty of fire, the Tigers passed 
and went off-tackle exactly 50 yards 
on succc.ssive plays, when Roscoe 
was held for downs after the kick­
off and was forced to punt. Rog­
ers. shifted from guard to Iwlfback [ 
for this game, went off-tackle 15 
yards during this march for Sny­
der’s longest line gain of the eve­
ning.

Roscoe kicked out of danger 
promptly, but Snyder came right 
back with a passing attack that took 
the ball to Roscoe’s 21-yard line, 
where it was lo.st on downs. A dar­
ing 25-yard pa.ss to Tate, who ran 
30 more yards before being downed 
on the 7-yard line, gave the locals 
Uicir final s c o r i n g  opportunity.

After hitting the line twice for a 
net loss of three yards. Morrow’s 
desperate pass was taken by Pitts on 
the goal line. The big, fast Roscoe 
back raced 30 yards upfleld before 
being downed. Pitts fumbled as 
he was tackled, Snyder recovering.

But with these three jaunts in­
side the 25-yard line within less 
than 10 minutes. Snyder’s offensive 
threat was ended, and she was never 
able to get started again.

Tigers Gain Most Yards.
Except for Roscoe’s heavy gains 

by punting, Snyder actually made 
more yards on the field than her 
heavier opponents. Tlie first downs 
were 7 to 6, favoring Snyder. Sny­
der completed 6 passes, out of 31 
attempted, for a total gain of 111 
yard;. One of the three Rascoe 
pass*^ was intercepted, one was in­
complete. and one was completed 
for 8 yards.

Tlie Plowboys lost 65 yards on 7 
lienalties, roughness being the major 
offense. Snyder was penalized once 
for 5 yards.

Smith, center, was outstanding in 
the Plowboy line. ’Tlie Tiger back- 
lield missed the pas.slng of Wallace 
Smith, quarter, who played most of 
the game despite a heavily taped 
side that prevented him from throw­
ing.

The amount 
paid them will equal 3V, per cent 
of the employe’s total wages.

Many Not Affected.
Amount a worker will receive on 

his retirement is deteniiined in this 
manner; He will get each month 
one-half of one per cent of the first 
$3,000 which he has drawn in wages 
since January 1. 1937, plus one- 
twelfth of one per cent of the next 
$42,000 plus one twenty-fourth of 
one per cent of everything over 
that.

Those who are not affected by tills 
measure: T lie self-employed, em­
ployes of the railroad Industry sub­
ject to the Carrier's Taxing Act of 
1935, agricultural labor, domestic 
labor, domestic service in private 
homes, casual labor not In the 
course of the employer’s trade or 
business, all fonns o f political and 
governmental e m p l o y m e n t ,  and 
service for charitable, scientific, It- 
erary and educational purposes.
