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County Agent Hearns Farmers That 
Grasshopper War Should Be Started

By W. K. Lar«, t'Minly .Irrnt.
Just at thU time. Scurry County, 

along with many other counties 
ot Texas. U faced with an outbreak 
of grasshoppers. ThU U the time 
for the first crop of young ones to 
be hatched out and usually this 
Is the worst Infestation aiul dam* 
age will quickly result If prompt and 
effecUve nteasures are not taken 
to check them.

It U not expected that Scurry 
County will have as heavy an out­
break as In many other counties, 
since the egg count mada earlier 
shows a smaller number of eggs 
laid here than even in neighboring 
counties. However, those near targe 
pasture areas should be on watch 
against them and Inaugurate a poi­
soning campaign In the margin of 
fields before the Insects do damage 
to culUvated crops.

Standard formula.
The standard formula, long In 

luie, the method of applying, and 
amount U> be used are as follows;

Coarse wheat bran, 3S pounds, 
Paris green or white arsenic, one 
pound; high grade amyl acetate 
tavold cheap grades of banana oil 
or bronzing liquids), one ounce; 
cane or sorghum mobusses (avoid 
com syrup), two quarts; water suf-

flclent to make s mol&t mash as ex­
plained below.

Mix the bran and poison together 
Uioroughly. Dilute the amyl (Kselaie 
and molaiises In about two gallons 
of water. Pour this liquid over the 
mixture of poison and bran until 
every particle is moist. Thep make 
further addlUoivs of water and mix 
thorouglUy unUl s mash Is obUUied 
that Is quite moist, yet so It wdll 
fall apart after being tightly aquees- 
ed. and so may readily be sown 
broadcast.

The quantity of nuuh should be 
broadcast so as to cover about five 
acres. A good practloo is to mix at 
nlglit and sow early In the monilug 
It was formerly advised that about 
9:00 o'clock In the morning was 
the proper time and this generally 
holds g(Xid. but only because tem­
perature requirements are ordinari­
ly met at that time.

It  has lately been found that the 
reaction of grasshoppers to tempera­
ture Is such that they refuse to 
feed on the mash at temperatures 
below 80 degrees Fahrenheit, or 
above 90 degrees. Applications of 
the material should be made, there­
fore. so as to be available In a moist 
condition at temperatures within 
this range.

I f  it Is desired to kill hoppers In 
grass land, sow over the entire acre­
age to be proterted. Where they 

! are migrating from fence rows or 
‘ pastures Into cultivated cropa, sow 
the fence row on a fairly broad mar­
gin of the pasture, and also a broad 

' margin of the cultivated crop with 
! the mixture

Amyl acetate Is preferable In the 
i formula, but U It cannot be ob- 
[ talned, substitute six lemons for one 
' ounce of amyl acetate. This should 
be diluted arlth water as with the 
ether subsunce. but one should 
use both juice and rinds, grinding the 
latter In a fine food chopper.

Three don't's to remember; Do 
not place the mash In piles; do not 
use Usd arsenic—use Paris green or 
white araenlc; do not use cheap 
banana oil or bronzing liquids.

Section 1.—H iat Section 16, Ar­
ticle XVI, of the Constitution of 
Texas, be amended .<io as to here­
after read as follows:

"Section 16.—The Legi.ilature shall 
by general laws. authorl7.e the Incor­
poration of corporate bodies with 
banking and discounting privileges, 
and shall provide for a .system or 
state supervision, regulaticxi and 
control of such bodies whlcli will 
adequately protect and secure Uic 
depabitors and creditor* thereof.

“ No .surli corporate body sliall be 
chartered until all of the authorized 
capital stock has boon subscrlbod 
and paid for In full In ca.ih. Such 
body corporate shall not be authur- 
l*-d lo engage In buiiness at more 
than one place which' .shall be desig­
nated In Its charter,

“No f t  r e i g n  cxirporatlun. other 
than the national banks of the 
United State.s. shall be permttUxl to 
exercise banking or discounting priv­
ileges In this state."

SECURITY ACT 
MAINBENEHTS 

ARE STRESSED
Field Reprcsentalivc Gordon Janacs 

Talks to Lions Club on Details 
Of Legislation.

Bringing the Social Security Act 
to the people affected by It, Gordon 
James, field representative from the 
Dallas office of the Social Security 
Board, in an addre,^ at the Lions 
Club meeting Tuet>day at noon, ex­
plained beneflta of the law and dis­
cussed responsibilities of otnployers 
and employees under the plan of 
federal old-age beneflta.

I James afterward discussed fea­
tures of the act with other employ­
ers and entployees In the Chamb-.*r 
of Commerce office.

Differentiating between old • age 
a.>::-istanre and old-age b e ne f i t " , ,  
James pointed out that old-age as- 
>i.stance la administered by the stale, 
only persons 65 years old or older 
are eligible to apply for this aid, 
and the grants are made from atata 
funds matched by federal money.

Federal Benefits.
"Federal old-age benefits, on the 

other hand, are administered di­
rectly to Uie Individual by the fed­
eral government ’ James said. "Ben­
efits are based solely on wages re­
ceived from comniercl'U and Indus­
trial employment. Benefits are pay­
able from the federal treasury. 
Monthly retirement payments will 
begin in January, 1642. to qualified 
individuals Lump - sum payments 
will be made beginning January 1, 
1937. to persons who meet some, 
but not all of the eligibility require­
ments for monthly benefits.

"Benefits wUl be available to all 
qualified workers In the United 
States, regardless of their state of 
residence. The purpose of federal 
old-age benellU Is to prevent de­
pendency Ui old age among wage 
earners: whereas, old-age assistance 
Is designed (or relief of dependency 
in old age and this assistance Is 
available only In state# which make 
provision for their needy old people.’*

Describing responsibilities of em­
ployers. James said the first duty of 
every Included firm U to (He an ap­
plication (or an Identification num­
ber on Form 88-4. These forma 
are obtainable from any post office 
or from the nearest Held office of 
the Social Security Board and should 
be returned to the wage records di­
vision. Social Security Board, Balti­
more. Maryland

Employers’ Italy.
I f  an employee fails to (lie hi. 

application for an account number. 
Ills employer, under treasury regu­
lations. Is required to file an appli­
cation for him The employer 
should never (He an application 
on the employee’s behalf, however, 
except when the employee has faUed 
to do so before (1) leaving the serv­
ice of the employer; (2) attaining 
age 65; <3) he dies before attaining 
age 65; <4> the end of an hiforma- 
tlon period.

Some Ume during the month of 
July of this year, employers will 
be required, under treasury regula­
tions, to submit Informational re­
turns. Tlie first return will cover 
the period from January 1 to June 
30 and Informational returns there- 
alter will be required quarterly. 
The purpose of these returns is to 
furnish current information neces­
sary to keep the wage records of 
employees posted on a current basis.

In order to have available the 
necessary Information to properly 
complete the Information returns, 
treasury regulaUons require that 
records be kept by the employer 
containing ( I )  name of each enu- 
ployre; (2) the account number of 
each employee; (3i his address; (4) 
his occupation; <5) his wages and 
the day he receives each paj-ment; 
and (6) the amount of the tax with­
held from his wages each pay day.
