La‘test barrage from the anti forces came to
number of Snyder folks early this week, in the form
of a new Texas publication called “Beer.” The very

Viclation of liguor and beer selling laws has been
50 flagrant in recent y~ars, and increase in liquored
tralfic accidents has been so outstanding, that there
is small woender at the growing public sentiment
against legalized sale of all alcoholic beverages

In “Beer’s” leading article, “Weve or Splash?” fig-
ures of a beer-favoring writer reveal that prohvition
forces made a net gain of 21 out of 289 elections held
during the past four years. But the writer says the
gain was capected by the antis, since “legalization
as a force attained advarnced positions is could not
expect to hold”

Two facts must stand pasamount in the beer
barons' arguments. Pirst, although they set them-
selver apart from hard liquor in every way possible,
yet they use exactly the same arguments as the hard
liquor boys.

TRIP TO SPUR STATION.

Here is what one Pyron VA stu-
dent says about a recent trip to
the Spur Experiment Station:

The junior and senior VA classes
went to the Spur Experiment Sta-
tion, along with the farmers of the
vommunity, to look over the farm
and its experiments recently,

Pirst object of interesy was the
root system of plants that had been
saved to show the depth of roots.
Cotton and wheat roots were from
six to seven feet long, and native
grass roots attained a length of
seven feet. Purpose of the display
was to show how far cown plants
go for moisture. The rainfall map
also was of considerable intercs:t
in this connection, as it shows how
much water we have to save from
per year to produce these crops.

Terraces of a 1200-acre field to
catch water was of great interest
to the farmers and boys.

Listing of pasture land was -
teresting as well as educational.
The experiment shows that it pays
about three times more dividends
to list pasture land for the better-
ment of grasses.

A study of trench silos and thei
puilding was of much concern, and
the feeding of cattle was more or
less the main object of interes: o
the boys. Experunents were being
made in feeding cattle on vitamin
A. Some of the steers were night-
blind and some were nearly night-
blind for lack of vitamin A in their
feed.

Jus. below the lots and houses
of the farm an alfalfa field that
catches all waste water from the
lots and yards is located. With this
drainage of water the alfalfa is
able to get all the water it neecds.

Most of State Taxes
Are Paid on Luxuries

Nearly 60 per cent of all state
taxes collected during the fiscal
vear that ended August 31, 1939,
were paid by Texas motorists, cig-
arette smokers and liquor consume-
ers, statistics from the annual re-
port of George H. Sheppard, state
comptreller, reveals.

These three groups paid a total
of $64,664,000 in taxes to the state
during the year, divided as follows:
