THE WAR:

Revised Edition

On the fields of northern France
and Belgium the story of 191418
continued to unfold itself in new,
grim and bloody chapters.

This time the forces of Adolf Hit-
ler were playing the leading German
role as they made their bid for
Paris, capital of France and for
ports on the English channel, gate-
way to Britain. For a time as
these forces battled their way
through The Netherlands, across Bel-
gium, into France, it looked that
there would be no stopping them un-
til they decided to write the final
chapter themselves., Even the dis-
patches from the allied war camps
told of the constant advances made
by the invading legions.

Jittery, harassed and worried, the
British-French war council switched
control of the army to Gen, Maxime
Weygand, former commander of the
French army in the Near East. Vet-
eran of the World war, General Wey-
gand swung into action with a dra-
matic plane dash across German
lines, a return trip to Paris and the
issuance of an order to launch an
immediate counter-attack. Directing
this new move—the first major at-
tack of the allies—with all the vigor
for which he is famous and respect-
ed, he was successful in stalling the
German machine, for a short time
at least.

Two important key points near
the channel, Arras and Abbeville,
were reportedly retaken from the
Nazis. Soon word came through,
however, that the Germans were
pounding at the gates of Calais—
which is only 26 miles across the
Strait of Dover from England.

This fight for the channel ports
may well be the most decisive bat-
tle of the current conflict. For as

| long as the English and French con-

| trol the channel they are really
‘““united.”” Should these ports fall into

| Nazi hands, however, Hitler would

| be in an excellent position to launch
his threatened air and land attack
on Britain—at home.

U. S. DEFENSE:

In the Groove

President Roosevelt's request for
immediate action in speeding up ac-
tivity on the U. S. home defense
front is meeting with widespread
approval. What is even more im-
portant, definite action is taking
place.

As the senate passed a record
peacetime army supply bill, calling
for expenditure of
$1,823,000,000, by a

Jesse Jones, federal
loan administrator,
was telling U. S.

The 74 to nothing vote which the
senate gave to the President in pass-
ing the army supply bill indicates
the manner in which that body has
swung behind the ‘‘preparedness’
plea. This bill provides for a full
peacetime army of 280,000 men,
about 10,000 planes, tons of muni-
tions, thousands of guns. and a
“blank check’ in the amount of
$132,000,000, for the President to
spend as he sees fit in building up
the army.

Sour Note

Principal sour note in the general
approval (see above) which was
greeting the administration’s policy
of improving national defense, was
sounded by Col. Charles A, Lind-
bergh in a speech in which he min-
imized the air peril to the United
States. While he urged an adequate
defense program Lindbergh ecriti-

-Owned West Indies Islands

Linked to Defense of Panama Canal

WASHINGTON.—Will Ger-
many claim Dutch foreign
possessions in the West In-
| dies?
| This would bring a moment-
ous problem of the war close
'to the Panama Canal and the
| interests of the United States.

Britain and France, too,
' have possessions in the West
| Indies and in Central Ameri-
' ca. And many are the voices
| that are raised to have these
| possessions transferred to the
| United States in repayment
| of the war debts. These voices
| have been rising louder since
| the spread of the war to Bel-
gium, Luxembourg, and the Nether-
lands. Whether anything will come
of this proposal none can say. !n
the past, it never got to first base in
congress. Will the next one deal
with it more seriously?
Germany’s invasion of Denmark
and Holland, which nominally re-
tain governments of their own o0
far, has brogght another suggestion
in the domaln of West Indian af-
fairs. It is a proposal that the
United States purchase outright for-
eign possession in this hemisphere,
| where possible. This would not be
| without precedent, since the United
| States purchased the Virgin islands
| from Denmark in 1917. But long
| before that, President Jefferson
made the Louisiana purchase from
France. Some 50 years after that
came the purchase of Alaska from
| the Russian government,
! Precedent for Idea.
|  The Netherlands, it is pointed out,
own Surinam (Dutch Guiana), a col-
ony of 54,201 square miles on the
northern coast of South America
and also Curacao, two groups of is-
lands in the same vicinity.
For example, the Virgin islands,
in this same area, were purchased

| from Denmark for $25,000,000.

In its process of growing, the Unit-
ed States has acquired territory in
several different ways—by annexa-
tion, purchase, conquest, and by ar-
bitration. Exchange for war debts
| or direct purchase, then, say the

backers of these ideas, are perfectly
| in accord with traditional American
| policy.

{ Argument for transfer of some of
| these West Indies islands in pay-
| ment of war debts runs something
| like this: These European nations
owe us money. We need more air
and naval bases in the Caribbean to
| protect the Panama canal. Why not
obtain these islands by transfer and
at the same time aid these debtors
in reducing the amount of their ob-
ligation? And, it is sometimes add-
ed, there is grave doubt that we
will get payment of these debts in
any other form whatsoever.

Amounts Owed to U, 8.

More specifically, Great 'Britain
owes the United States some 5% bil-
| lion dollars. In the Western hemi-
| sphere her possessions consist of the
| following: the Bahama islands, Ber-
| muda, the Barbados, Jamaica, Trin-

idad, the Leeward islands, British
| Honduras and British Guiana. Then

there is the vast Dominion of Can-
ada and Newfoundland.

France's debt is about $4,000,000,-
000. In the western world she owns
Guadeloupe, Martinique, St. Pierre
and Miquelon. On the continent of
South America, next door to Dutch

Guiana, Krance has the 34,740-
square-mile territory of French
Guiana.

Both of these nations, France and
Great Britain, have given up terri-
tory in the Western hemisphere be-
fore. History of this very group of
islands, the West Indies, supplies
proof of this. Cuba has been owned
by Spain, by Great Britain, by Spain
again and finally, by Cubans them-
selves. All this in addition to the
short military rule imposed on the
island for a time by the United
States.

Puerto Rico, owned by the United
States, formerly was owned by
Spain. Haiti has been owned by both
French and British interests. Ja.
maica was once owned by Spain,
and the British held it for a long
period of time. Thus the history of
these islands indicates that their
ownership has never been definitely
stable.

Imperialistic Intentions?

Of course, any plan to acquire any
of these islands for the United States
would be attacked on the grounds
that we were branching out with
imperialistic intention. Advocates of
the suggestion defend their position
in this regard by pointing out that
we are preparing to hand the Philip-
pines back to the natives. And,
they continue, acquisition of terri-
tory in the region described is part
of a measure of self-defense, for it
is highly essential that the United
Statés keep the Panama canal. Hold-
ing these islands would make the job
of defending it a very much easier
undertaking for the United States
army and navy.

But why, the question logically
follows, why is it so vitally impor-
tant that our defense of the Panama
canal influence our actions to the
extent that we even suggest acquir-
ing new naval bases to aid in its de-
fense? Briefly, the answer is this:
Ever since the United States has
become a world power on the high
seas we have been developing what
is recognized as a “‘one-ocean-fleet.”
That is, the power of the nation's
naval force is concentrated into a

unit that best performs if all its
component parts are put into action
together. For this reason, if inter-
national conditions warrant it, the
navy concentrates in the Pacific to
ward off any possible threat to
America's shores. Then if official
Washington sees trouble brewing for
Uncle Sam in the Atlantic regions,
the fleet may be directed to pro-
ceed through the Panama canal to
take up a strategic position in the
desired location. Thus the canal
should ever be kept open so that
the fleet can be shifted from ocean
to ocean without being forced to
make the long and time-wasting trip
around the southernmost tip of South
America.

Pacific Islands Acquired.

In the Pacific the United States|
has not hesitated to acquire islands
which serve as vital defense links to
our far-flung possessions in that sec-
tion. In 1889 the Samoan islands
came under the combined control
of the United States, Great Britain
and Germany. Just before the turn
of the century, the islands were di-
vided among the three nations, the
U. S. getting Tutuila and the harbor
at Pago Pago. In the meantime, a
war with Spain had been fought and
the Hawaiian islands had been an-
nexed by the federal government.

In addition, after the close of t.he;
war with Spain and with the treatyi
of Paris, Spain ceded outright the
Philippines and Guam in the Pacific
and Puerto Rico in the Caribbean. |
Plus this the United States has an-|
nexed the following Pacific islands |
in the years indicated: Wake (1899); |
Midway (1859); Samoa, (1899);
Howland, Baker, Jarvis, (1856) and
exercises joint control with England
over Canton and Enderbury. In 1867
we purchased the Aleutian islands
and the Pribiloff groups off the coast
of Alaska. |

Under the Monroe Doctrine, the
United States is committed to the
policy of allowing no European or
other foreign nation acquiring pos-
sessions in the American hemi-
sphere by war. Will that apply ta
the case of Germany in the West
Indies should it claim apy of the
islands, or to other lands in the
Americas?

These will be questions that will |
be asked many times in the coming |
months.

Formula for Household Budget
Is Applied to City Governments

CHICAGO.—Because the house-
wife who purchases a kitchen spoon
faces the same problem as the mu-
nicipal official who shops for a
steam shovel—the problem of a
budget, domestic or governmental—
a quarter of a million women in
5,000 American cities and towns
have begun to apply their experi-
ence in household budgeting to
measure the efficiency of their mu-
nicipal government.

Since January, women in 50 of
these communities have initiated
surveys of their local governments
which promise to bring about higher
standards of economy and efficiency
in municipal operations, according
to Mrs. Melville Mucklestone, presi-
dent of the National Consumers Tax
commission, whose campaign for
“‘tax reduction through education'
is now active in 45 states.

Working co-operatively through a
unique ‘“‘exchange of ideas” plan,
each of these N. C. T. C. groups
has asked its mayor to appoint a
non-partisan committee of citizens

HE truth is, most of us
American women live
under unnatural condi-
tions. Our lives are so easy
that life is very hard for us!

We have to keep thinking
up artificial ways of keeping
busy. There are great neces-
sities all around us, bitter
needs of hunger, housing, un-
employment, mothering of
the motherless, comforting
the hopeless, solving any tiny
one of the millions of prob-
lems that our civilization
leaves in its wake. But these
are uninviting subjects.

What to Do?

So we support matinees, afternoon
movies, bridge clubs, amusement
clubs, language and book-binding
lessons, tea shops, beauty parlors,
cultural and pseudo-political lec-
tures; we encourage smart middle-
aged women to talk new book and
new movement and new thought to
us; we gather in big department
stores to learn how to make lamp-
shades and hook rugs; we attend the
club when the dramatic section or
the musical section or the domestic
science section is putting on a pro-
gram, and we live within sound of
the radio.

Added to these are unnecessary
shopping, and unnecessary fussing
over meals. Our meals! Foreign
women look In complete bewilder-
ment at the countless menus that
are published in this country, thou-
sands and thousands of meals print-
ed every month, and consider we
have spoiled appetites. Chopped nuts
| and whipped cream, larded this and
breaded that, jellled soup and
stuffed celery, desserts that are
beaten and creamed and set and
surrounded with walls of lady-fingers
and soaked with rum; even the sim-
ple old cellar vegetables of our fore-
fathers are minced and rolled in
crumbs and fried and puffed and
embellished with raisins.

Nothing REAL to Accomplish.

And all this means that we haven't
enough REAL things to do.

It sounds so fortunate, so much as
it we were to be envied! Electric
lights, gas stoves, linoleum that
needs only a wipe with a damp
cloth; everything canned and pack-
| aged and convenient — even the
| humble applesauce, the unpreten-
tious new potato, the familiar bis-
cuit. One can buy shelled peas and
lima beans, shelled crabs and
shrimp, ready made ple-crust and
patty shells.

Fifty years ago housework was all-
absorbing. No permanents and
painted finger-nails then! The kitch-
en was a place of ashes, coal, yeast
rising, mops, scrubbing brushes,
peeling apples, chopping and stir-
ring and skinning, cleaning fowls,
handling great pots of soup bones,
| rolling out square yards of pastry.
L Women did all the family laundry,
they did all the sewing, they cared
for the children in health and for
everyone in illness.

Frightened at Boredom,
\' And that's what women are doing
In nine tenths of the world today.
When they are doing anything else,
| although they may be free and rest-
ed and groomed and lovely as to
hair and skin and fingernails, and
up on the latest lunch dishes and
| bridge points of The Four Aces, they
| are also apt to be bored frightfully,
as their more hard-working sisters
never were bored, and sometimes

|

they get frightened, as realer wom-
en never are.

For example, here is a letter from
an Arkansas woman who lives in
a four-room city apartment, loves
her husband, fears she's losing him,

“Leonard is always kind to me,"”
she wails, “‘but he doesn't need mel
His breakfast i{s only orange juice,
which I leave in the ice-box over-
night. He lunches at the factory 13
miles out of town. He comes home
after a late afternoon stop at the
club, where he plays a few games of
dominoes or bridge, and has a to-
mato julce. His taste at supper is
simple, nothing fussy or elaborate;
in fact, he often has only a bowl of

Sound principles are foundational
to right living. Right living is tem-
perate living. The first temperance

| lesson for the year emphasized the |

The emphasis of modern thinking
is upon learning, upon the brilliance
of scientific achievement, with little
or no concern about personal char-
acter. Christianity and the Bible go
to the root of that matter, stressing
the need of stalwart moral and spir-
itual character, without which other
attainments are lacking in real
value and meaning. Unless what a
man accomplishes is the expression
of the greatness of his character, it
is transient and often detrimental in
its effect on society.

The woman who wrote me that
letter doesn’'t know {t, but she is a
coward. She has been made a cow-
ard by her own nature, that is un-
imaginative, lazy, easily influenced.
These are minor faults, perhaps, but
we pay for them more highly than
for more serious ones.

Just Isn’t Living.

To "ve In one dull apartment,
year in and year out; to agree that
having children is too much of a
risk to run; to follow the example
of other stupid women blindly, won-
dering all the while why life tastes
so flat, is to grow gradually less
and less aware of the amazing op-
portunities all about her, to forget
what freedom and independence are,
to sink gradually into an atrophied
condition from which nothing can
arouse her!

Science and clvilization have tak-
en away from us women many of
our old royal rights of service and
usefulness. But it's a poor heart
that doesn’t find a latter day substi-
tute in a world as needy as this one.

Never to have found a little farm,

have ralsed bees or squabs, or

of the earth and, as a missionary |

once said, ‘“The light that shines
farthest shines brightest at home."
We are the light of the world, but
if we cover our light we deny the
very essence of our natures. Here
is no thought of proud or selfish dis-
play. Light does not shout about
itself, it just shines—but it really
does shine.

| IV. Trees Without Fruit (Matt. 7:

Every plant brings forth fruit
after its own nature.

The
countryside bears no more desolate

Trees and Shrubs Provide |

Best Landscaping Aids. |

Farmers and city people have dif-
ferent problems in beautifying their |
In the city or town, space
usually is limited, but long summer
evenings allow time for the atten-
tion to annual and perennial plants
that offer most flowers for the least
space,

On the farm, rush seasons in the
flelds mean long hours and little
Jeisure at the very time flower gar-
dens may be most in need of weed-
ing, cultivating, and watering. But
the grounds around the farm home
are usually ample for more of the
ornamented trees and shrubs than
those of the town dweller,

These two sharp differences are
worth considering when the farm
family considers plantings to im-
prove the home grounds. Planting
a few shrubs each season, and add-
ing a few more from time to time
will soon make the home more at-
tractive, and will time
in busy seasons.

conserve

Shrubs and trees will need good
care and watering for two or three
seasons, but after that, if they are
well selected, good woody plants will
practically take care of themselves.
What work is needed can be done
at odd times and when farm work |
is slack.

Drouth Years Favored
Weed Rivals of Crops

The *“‘weed problem' on Ameri-
can farms has changed radically in
the last generation, according to L.
W. Kephart, in charge of weed re-
search in the federal bureau of plant
industry. From concern over culti-
vation of annual weeds in tilled
crops, interest has shifted chiefly to
the “noxious weeds,"” mainly peren-
nials which have been spreading
alarmingly.

Fifteen years ago the noxious
weed areas did not greatly exceed
1,000,000 acres, Kephart estimates.
Now these weeds have ‘‘taken”
about 6,000,000 acres of good farm-
land west of the Mississippi, with
crop production checked or prevent-
ed, not only on single farms, but
in whole townships.

Two factors have played a great
part in this spread, Kepbart finds,
Since 1930 an unusual series of dry
years has proved extra favorable
for seed production by the weeds.
Economic depression increased
farm tenancy and a general let-
down in farm care. ‘‘The indica-
tions are,” says Kephart, ‘‘that the
present situation will not greatly im-
prove and that noxious weeds will
continue to increase, unless vigorous
measures are taken to combat
them."

The situation has roused many
farmers. The federal seed law has
been made more effective. Thirteen
states have adopted new laws or
revised old laws on weed control,
and eight states are co-operating
with the bureau of plant industry in
weed-control research.

U. S. Wheat Insurance
Is Expanded in 1940

times as much *‘all-risk’” crop in-
surance for 1940 as for 1939, the
Federal Crop Insurance corporation
reports.

About the surest way to cinch your
death in an automobile accident is to
mix in a little alcohol. With an intoxi-
cated driver (you or somebody else)
at the wheel, your chance of death is
greater than with a sober man at the
wheel. 1 mean if you take 1,000
drunk accidents and 1,000 sober acci-
dents there'll be more deaths in the

a better chance of being killed than a
sober n—per accident,

There has been a lot of loose talk
about the safety of driving fast. A
lot of people think that it is all nxht
to drive fast if they drive “careful”.
But the figures show that the rate of
death per accidmt which involves
exceeding the speed limit is much
worse than the average death rate for
all accidents due to improper driving
practices,

Places, too, have a lot to do with the
violence of your accident. The rate
of death per accident on highways
and at rural intersections is more than
200 per cent greater than on city
streets.

Time plays a part, also. The death
rate per accident after dark is about
60 per cent worse than during daylight.
