Lady Mules still kicking

Heathington's last-second 3-pointer 
gives MHS a 46-44 bi-district win

CANYON —  Playoff games have 
the uncanny knack of producing un­
likely heroes.

With Muleshoe down by one and 
running out of time and options, sopho­
more Myndi Heathington drained a 
3-pointer that pushed the Lady Mules 
past Tulia 46-44 on Tuesday in a Class 
3A bi-district game at Canyon High 
School.

“I had to take it,” said Heathington, 
who was wide open at the top of the 
key. “I wasn’t sure it was going in. I 
was just praying it would.”

The heart-stopping win moves the 
District 2-3A runner-up Lady Mules 
(14-16) into the area round where 
they’ll face District 3-3A champion 
Denver City Friday at Levelland High 
School. The time of the game was not 
set at press time. The Fillies (24-2) 
received a first-round bye.

“I’m real proud of the kids for not 
panicking at the end, “ said Muleshoe 
coach Jim Gruhlkey, who guided Mule­
shoe to just its third playoff appearance 
in 37 years. “And I’m really proud of 
Myndi for stepping up like she did.”

Lindsey Field, who finished with a 
game-high 18 points and carried the 
Lady mules on offense during long 
stretches, fueled a Muleshoe rally that 
turned a five-point halftime deficit into

a 39-36 advantage heading into the 
fourth quarter.

The Lady Mules still led 43-40 with 
two minutes left, but missed the front 
end of two one-and-ones and had a 
turnover.

Tulia (14-18) cap italized  on 
Muleshoe's inability to put the game 
away when Mandi Culwell hit two free 
throws with 18 seconds left, giving the 
Lady Hornets a 43-42 lead.

Muleshoe talked about going to Field 
inside during a timeout, but Tulia 
jammed her inside and the ball swung 
around to Heathington, who hit the 
game-winner with 3.2 seconds left.

“You have to have faith in your 
teammates, said senior Erin Wilhite, 
forced to watch the final two minutes 
of the game from the Muleshoe bench 
after fouling out with 13 points. “The 
underclassmen have done an awesome 
job of stepping up.

“It broke rny heart to think I might 
not ever put on a Lady Mule uniform 
again. But now we've got a chance to 
win another one."

It looked like Muleshoe might not 
even make it out of the second quarter 
alive after Tulia ran out to a 29-22 lead, 
spurred by nine first-half points by 
Jackie Bebout and four 3-pointers.

But Field kept Muleshoe from get-

City considering opening landfill

New city manager Rick L. Hanna 
believes the City of Muleshoe can 
save money by maintaining its own 
landfill.

Hanna briefly discussed a pro­
posal to build a new Type I landfill 
Tuesday during the regular monthly 
meeting of the Muleshoe City 
Council.

The City Council also appointed 
a municipal court judge for the 
city, approved a Muleshoe Eco­
nomic Development Corporation

incentive package and discussed 
other items including a new Boy 
Scout house, a cable TV franchise 
agreement, and the FY 98 audit 
report

Hanna is concerned the prices 
Muleshoe is charged for sol id waste 
carried to other cities is too high. “I 
feel certain we could control and 
lower costs,” said Hanna.

The city is looking at 25 acres 
next to the current Type IV landfill 
for the new site. Hanna said it would 
take about $100,000 for engineer­
ing and permit costs to open the

landfill. The money would come 
from the capital improvement 
projects funds. Hanna estimated it 
would take one year to 14 months 
before the engineering and permit 
processes are complete.

The city closed its old landfill in 
1993 under pressure from the Texas 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Commission.

Other business discussed was the 
appointment of a municipal court 
judge for the city. The city has 
been using the Justice of the Peace 
to perform the municipal court

judge duties. Norma Perez, cur­
rently the municipal court clerk, 
was appointed as the municipal 
court judge for a term of two years 
beginning March.

The council reviewed and ap­
proved the Muleshoe Economic 
Development Corporation policy 
statement for Economic Develop­
ment Incentives. These incentives 
are offered to prospective busi­
nesses as stimulation for economic 
development in the Muleshoe Area

Commissioner supports boll weevil eradication funding
AUSTIN — Agriculture Commissioner 

Susan Combs last week applauded a proposal 
by Senate Finance Committee Chairman Bill 
Ratliff (R-Mt. Pleasant) for emergency appro­
priations of $25 million for boll weevil 
eradication.

The direct state funding would help offset 
the enormous costs producers incurred during 
last year’s severe drought.

The proposed $25 million emergency ap­
propriations to the Texas Department of 
Agriculture could be utilized during the cur­

rent fiscal year to help continue boll weevil 
eradication efforts underway in the state. In 
addition to Ratliffs proposal. Senator Robert 
Duncan (R.-Lubbock), has legislation pend­
ing that would authorize a state-funded, cost 
share program for boll weevil eradication.

“Cotton is the state’s top cash crop earning 
more than $1.5 billion a year in direct cash 
receipts,” Combs said. "Senator Ratliff, Sena­
tor Duncan and the* Texas Legislature

Bush initiative w ould end social prom oting
AUSTIN —  Gov. George 

W. Bush’s initiative to end so­
cial promotions in Texas public 
schools was unanimously ap­
proved by the Senate Education 
Committee last week.

The initiative, Senate Bill 1, 
would require third-through 
eighth-grade students to pass 
the Texas Assessment of Aca­
demic Skills, a reading, writing 
and math test.

High school students’ scores 
on the exit exam required for 
graduation no longer would be 
waived to keep them with their 
peers, but the legislation in­
cludes funding for remedial 
programs to keep students from 
falling behind.

Teel Bivins, R-Amarillo, 
chairman of the Senate Educa­
tion Committee, said he was 
pleased the bill drew the 
committee’s unanimous ap­
proval.

“I think it’s become pretty 
clear that this bill is targeting 
educationally disadvantaged 
kids who have historically 
fallen through the cracks,” he 
said.

Among provisions in the bill 
co-authored by Sen. Royce 
West, D-Dallas, are these:

Third-graders, beginning in 
2003, must pass the reading 
portion of TAAS to be pro­
moted;

Fifth-graders, beginning in 
2005, must pass TAAS read­
ing and math; and

Eighth-graders, beginning in 
2008, must pass TAAS read­
ing, writing and math in order 
to advance.

Money to pay for Senate Bill 
1 is included in a $ 125 million 
emergency appropriations bill 
that also would fund child abuse 
prevention programs, boll wee­
vil eradication and prison beds.

■ Rep. Rob Junell, D-San 
Angelo, and Sen. Bill Ratliff, 
R-Mount Pleasant, have pro­
posed a revision of the Texas 
Constitution that would put 
most state agencies under con­
trol of the governor’s office 
and give the governor power to 
appoint the heads of those agen­
cies.

projects. Rep. Fred Hill, R- 
Dallas, and Sen. Jane Nelson, 
R-Flower Mound, have filed 
the necessary bills.

■ For the first time in the

1990s, AIDS does not appear 
on the list of leading causes of 
death in Texas, according to a 
report by the Bureau of Vital 
Statistics. Heart disease, can­
cer and stroke still rank as the 
top causes of death in the Lone 
Star State. Deaths from liver 
disease and cirrhosis are up.

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Disaster aid sign-up ends M arch 12 WEEVIL

The Fiscal Year 1999 Bud­
get Bill included $2,375 billion 
for emergency financial assis­
tance to farmers who suffered 
losses due to natural disasters.

Farmers are eligible for com­
pensation either for losses 
suffered to the 1998 crops 
(single year) or losses in any 
three or more crop years be­
tween 1994-98 (multi-year). 
Farmers can receive payments 
under either the single year or 
multi-year provisions, but not 
both and USDA will make pay­
ments at the higher of the two 
levels.

The plan includes help for 
farm ers whose land was 
flooded for an extended period 
of time and for those whose 
crops suffered multiple out­
breaks of fusarium head blight 
(scab).

USDA will use an estimated 
$400 million as incentive pay­
ments to al 1 farmers to purchase 
higher levels of crop insurance 
for their 1999 crops.

The 1998 single year provi­
sions of this program cover all 
crops, as follows:

■ Insured crops-crops in­
sured by either catastrophic

(CAT) or buy-up-coverage of 
50/100 or greater-crop insur­
ance;

■ Uninsuredcrops-cropsfor 
which crop insurance was avail­
able, but not taken; and

■ Non-insurable crops-crops 
for which crop insurance was 
not available.

The multi-year provisions of 
this program cover both insured 
crops and non-insurable crops.

For 1998 single year losses, 
farmers will be compensated if 
their losses exceeded 35% of 
historic yields. The payment 
formulas below provide greater 
benefits to farmers who bought 
insurance on their eligible 
crops.

Fanners with eligible losses 
of insured crops will be com­
pensated  at 65% of crop 
insurance market price elec­
tions.

Farmers with eligible losses 
touninsuredcrops willbecom- 
pensated at 60% of crop 
insurance market price elec­
tions, and must agree to buy 
crop insurance for the 1999 and 
2000 crop years.

Farmers with eligible losses 
of non-insurable crops will be

compensated at 65% of the five- 
year average N ational 
Agricultural Statistics Service 
(NASS) price. Non-insured 
Crop Disaster Assistance Pro­
gram (NAP) area loss triggers 
will not apply.

Historic yields will be based 
on the greater of the five-year 
average NASS county yield or 
the crop insurance yield or the 
NAP expected yield.

Under the multi-year provi­
sions of this program, USDA 
will compensate insured farm­
ers with losses in thr^'c or more 
years from 1994 through 1998 
with an additional payment 
equal to 25% of insurance claim 
payments made during that 
period. USDA will compen­
sate farmers with eligible losses 
of non-insurable crops with an 
additional payment equal to 
25% of what their NAP pay­
ments were or would have been 
had they received NAP pay­
ments. NAP area loss triggers 
will not apply. Up to $400 mil­
lion will be used as an incentive 
for farmers to buy higher lev­
els of crop insurance in the

future. All farmers will get a 
special 25-30% premium dis­
count on buy-up coverage. This 
incentive is the first element of 
USDA’s plan to strengthen the 
crop insurance portion of the 
farm safety net for future years.

Payments to farmers will be 
prorated after all applications 
are reviewed in order to stay 
within the ptogram’s require­
ments and budget. No farmer 
will receive more than $83,000 
under this program nor more 
than $80,000 in crop insurance 
incentive. No one with an an­
nual gross income of $2.5 
million or more is eligible.

Sign-up began Feb. 1 and is 
scheduled to end March 12. 
Farmers should contact their 
local USDA Service Center or 
FSA Office for more informa­
tion. Crop loss payments will 
be made in early spring, after 
all claims information has been 
processed and factors applied. 
To get a crop insurance pre­
mium discount, farmers should 
contact a crop insurance agent. 
FSA Offices have a list of 
agents.

understand the problems of 
drought and boll weevils that 
have plagued our cotton farm­
ers. Our producers have been 
losing their competitive edge 
to growers in other southern 
states which have not experi­
enced drought and where boll 
weevil eradication has been 
completed resulting in lower

In addition to the proposed 

direct emergency appropria­
tion, Combs is proposing to 
lend over $ 100 million in low- 
interest funds from the Texas 
Agricultural Finance Author­
ity to the Texas Boll Weevil 
Eradication Foundation, which 
will reduce the cost of boll 
weevil eradication.

and are considered on a case- 
by-case basis. These can 
include job creation grants up 
to $ 10,000 per job, land grants, 
financing of land, buildings, 
and equipment, low or no in­
terest loans, infrastructure 
improvements, permit fees (re­
duced or abso lved), and 
employee training.

After dismissing himself 
from the council due to con­
flict, Cliff Black discussed a 
proposal allowing the use of 
the house at the old airport for 
Boy Scout activities. “I feel it 
can strengthen the program by 
generating more adult assis­
tance,” said Black.

The building the scouts cur­
rently use has deteriorated over 
the past 40 years. Black cited 
the paved area, large yard, and 
number of rooms and restroom 
facilities as advantages of the 
new site. Ramon Sanchez Jr., 
Director of Public Works, dis­
cussed the area near the house 
where DDT and toxaphene 
were found in the soil. Accord­
ing to the TNRCC, this soil 
must be dug out and removed 
before the site could be used by 
children. The proposal was 
tabled pending more details on 
the cost to the city for the 
project.

City attorney Jean Schotts

discussed the cable TV fran­
chise. The agreement proposed 
by Classic Cable was unaccept­
able to Schotts who plans to 
rewrite the proposal. Schotts 
wants to limit the franchise to a 
10 year term instead of the 20 
proposed by Classic. Also, he 
felt the fees paid to the city 
would not encom pass the 
amount the company would be 
making as technology and ser­
i e s  advance.

In the first of two public hear­
ings, Tommie Evans of the 
South Plains Association of 
Governments presented paper­
w ork to close the Texas 
Community Development Pro­
gram project involving water 
and sewer improvements for 
the city of Muleshoe.

In the second hearing, Teresa 
Hurtado, owner of the property 
located in the 700 block of East 
Avenue D, was granted a 90 
day extension to make im­
provements to the structures 
on the site to comply with the 
Structural Standards Code of 
the city.

The council issued an Order 
of Election for May 1,1999 for 
the purpose of election of a 
City Councilman for Districts 
3 and 4. They also reviewed the 
audit report conducted by 
Sudduth Field & Co. for fiscal 
year 1997-1998.
