The weatherman gave Snyder 
and most of Scurry County a rous­
ing good installment of moisture 
Wednesday afternoon, with rain­
fall measuring 1A7 Inches in Snyder 
from 1:(X) to 5:45 o’clock.

Precipitation received from Tues­
day morning to 8:00 o’clock Wed­
nesday momUig gauged .25 of an 
Inch In Snjder, but this flrat mois­
ture installment for the week miss­
ed several communities In the west 
edge of the county. Wednesday af­
ternoon’s rain blanketed virtually 
all of the county.

Precipitation received this week 
plus the of an  inch received 
Monday night, August 5, heksted 
August rainfall to date to 2.34 bicii- 
ea, acording to Mrs. B. G. Johnson, 
government weather gatijer.

August rainfall received to date 
gives the county an above-average 
figure for the moiUh—^wlth slightly 
over two weeks of the month left to 
go. August moisture has followed 
one of the driest July's on record 
here the past five years.

Early feed, especially railo maize, 
was b a n n in g  to fall down In scat­
tered parts of the county, but late 
feed crops and cotton are now in 
excellent oandltlon as a  result of 
this week’s precipitation.

Range land is In mighty good 
shape, with a  cxxisiderable amount 
of water caught In surface tanks cn 
county ranches as a  result of Wed­
nesday afternoon's rain, wiilch fell 
late Wednesday afternoon in sheets.
