Since Scurry County has in excess
of 860 men in military service, relief
for dependents of men in military
service becomes a matter of vital
importance to those in uniform, and
those on the home front, Royden
Willlamson, colonel, GSC, chief of
the public relations branch, Eighth
Service Command, Dallas, informs
The Times. :

A considerable volume of inquiries
has been received the past few weeks
from Scurry County people concern-
ing family allowances and allot-
ments, and the Eighth Service Com-
mand gives, in the following para-
| graphs, highlights of family allow-
ances under public law 625:

] What is a family allowance? A
government check sent to the sol-
dier's dependents regularly every
| month. The family allowance is
| made up of money set aside from his
l}ny and money contributed by the
| government. It is granted only upon
application. It is payable only to
dependents eligible under the law.
These include, primarily, wife and
child (Class A relatives); dependent
parents and minor dependent sisters
and brothers (class B dependents).

Family Allowances for Dependents
Of Soldiers Ava_ilfl_l_)_le on Application

How much is set aside from the
soldier’'s pay? Sum of $22 a month,
if the allowance is for Class A rela-
tives only, or Class B dependents
only; or $27 a month, if it is for
both Class A and Class B.

How much will the soldier's de-
pendents get? Here are a few exam-
ples: Wife, $50; wife and child, $62;
wife and two children, $72; father
and mother only, $47; wife and

Feed Production Can Be Upped with
Proper T reatment of Planting Seed

Scurry County farmers can insure
production of feed by following the
example of Clarence Wade of the
Ennis Creek community and treat
sorghum seed—both cane and grain

Kermel smut of sorghumsg has
been satisfactorily controlled by
dusting the seed with crd)maryl
sulphur, explains Hyman. Two or
three cunces of sulphur per bushel
should be used. Sulphur in no way
seed
and effectually kills the smut spores
borne on the outside of the seed,
which are carriers of the disease,

Sorghum smut has also bsen con-
trolled with copper carbonate when
applied at the rate of two to four
two ounces when
the copper content is 50 per cent
and four ounces whén the copper
content is 18 per cent. Each seed
must be coated with copper carbon- ’
ate if effective conirc! is to be se- |
cured. l
