Phase 11 of the Bitter Creek Water Supply Corporation of Nolan and Fislier Counties has been given approval for funds totalling $256, 000.Word was received here Wed­nesday afternoon about tlie apr- proval of the funds for the sec­ond phase of the four phase project which will cost $97 5.000.J. Paul Turner, president of the coiporation, said that funds for tlie project will be used over an area which includes 181 miles of water line wldch will eventaully supply water for a total of 415 locations.In the second phase, a loan of $135,800 was made by the Farmers Home Administration and a grant of $120,200 also was received from them.Turner urged all persons in­volved in the second pliase of tlie project to sign tlieir ease­ments as soon as possible after they receive them. He said the easements will have to be pre­pared first and as soon as they ate prepared they w ill be sent to the property owners.He asked property owners to return tlie signed easements as soon as possible as there is the piossibility that both Phase I and Phase II contracts of the project could be let at the same time.Phase II involves 43.5 miles of pipeline west of Highway 70 between Sweetwater and Roby and would supply 109families. Tlie line will include the Long- worth community.Leon Decker, consultant engi- iKier of Yeattes and Decker of Abilene, engineers of the pro­ject, has said that the project is expected to get underway within two months and that it will take approximately six months to finish the first part of the project. He predicted tliat Phase II of the project will start in about four months and will be finislied in approxi­mately ten months.Turner explained that when the four phases of the project are completed, residents west of Highway 70. north of Roby, and south to Songworth and Palava will have water. The system also will carry west to toscoe.Turner said that water for these lines as well as the lines in tlie otlier parts of the pro­ject will be bought from tlie city of Sweetwater and will be distributed from the city's main water supply.He explained that the water corporation was a member^ owned firm and has a contract to buy water from rhe city.Tills water will be supplied to area residents much in the same way as REA supplies elec­tricity.Tlie loan will be repaid over a 40- year period, according to Turner.

The consumer's best friend is | the farmer. He has supplied I them with an abundance of j high quality food and in great j variety and at bargain prices, jDuring the last decade food prices rose less than three-fourths as much as other consumer goods due primarily to farmer efficiency. The American farmer is producing over 20 percent more on 6 percent fewer acres than he did 10 years ago. One farm worker now supplies food and fiber for 45 persons or twice the rate of a decade ago.Consumer income increases exceeded food expenditure rises, leaving families extra money to buy other things. The average fam ily in 1969 spent less than $1 out of each $6 to feed the fam ily. No other country approaches this record. Rising incomes enabled con­sumers to buy mote food ser­vices even though services in­creased the food bill.Prices for food away from home have increased much more than food served at home. It the last decade prices of restaurant meals climbed 50 percent.Rising incomes also let us in­dulge our tastes for preferred foods, and our good friend, the farmer, has shifted his produc­tion patterns to keep up with them. We are greater consutn- e n  of poultry, beef, vegetable oils, processed vegetables and fruits, and sugar than 10 years ago.Less labor is needed to pay for our food today than even a few years ago. In fact, Ameri­cans work less time to purchase most food items than people in any other country in the world. We are particularly favored on high-quality food items such as meat, poultry, and dairy products.Despite requent cries of high prices, the farmer's share of the food dollar continues to drop. When the American coth sumer spent $1 on food at the g r o c e r y  store in 1969, she bought 41d worth of products and 59  ̂ worth of marketing services. This varies widely among products. It is smaller for a highly serviced product such as bread than for an un­processed product such as eggs.Higher marketing costs werepart of the increase in food expenditures. Part was due to increses in the price of goods and services farmers use to produce the product. They must have help from their consumer friends in their fight to gain economic equality with those in other industries and profes­sions. 004Ci0000The federal minimum wage for farm workers in 1970 is the same as 1969. The Fed­eral Minimum Wage Law for farm workers started on Feb­ruary 1,1967 at $1 per hour.It increased to $1.15 in 1968 and to $1.30 per hour in 1969.Most farm workers in Fisher County and even in the State of Texas will not come under the "Minimum Wage" pro­visions because most farmers do not have 500 or more man- days of qualified farm labor in any calendar quarter. But competition from those farm­ers under the minimum wage law and from non-farm jobs has forced wages above the minimum leve.Keeping good reliable farm woikers requires good labor relations, good working con­ditions and benefits compar­able with other job opportuni­ties. Farmers who want to at­tract and keep good qualified workers may need to review what is being offered.The relationship between workers and employers may be improved by keeping the worker informed on matters that concern him by providing good buildings and equipment to work with and by assigning jobs they are best qualified to do.Vacations and time off are important to the workers. Ad­vance planning can reduce much of the need for irregular hours in farming. Adequate and comfortable housing, a pay scale competitive for the area and incentive payment plans will contribute much to maintaining a productive and stable farm work force.We regret leaving out last week that it was time to spray pecans for nut casebearers.. . Child Care Laws 
ExplainedAny person who offers care to unrelated children either in her own home or a facility  for a fee is reminded of existing licensing laws. The State Wel­fare Department is the designa­ted agency to work with any facility  where parents leave their children.Every community is concerned about children in their midst, es­pecially so when some tragedy happens to a child either due to an accident or to negligence on the part o f an adult on whom the child dejjends to protect him.Parents who must work, or who for other reasons cannot cate for their children during any part of a day, need the as­surance their children are re­ceiving adequate care. They need the assurace that physical needs are met and a wholesome atmosphere is prevailing. The responsibility of caring for other people's children is great, when one considers the number of hours each day that a child is away from the guidance and care of his own parents.Licensing of homes. Day Care Centers, Convalescent homes and Institutions resulted because of community concern.The Texas Licensing laws place the responsibility of ob­taining a license on the individ­ual who plans to offer child care. There is no charge for the license or for the services ofa'ny worker who helps to in­terpret the law. This service includes helping the applicant meet minimum standards in all areas of the planned program. Such areas as sufficient staff per number of children, daily activities, suitable equipment for different age levels, health and nutritional protection are considered. There is also assis­tance from local fire and sani­tation departments. Offering counsel in these areas is a con­tinuing responsibility of the licensing service.When minimum standards are met, a license is issued which lemaias valid until rescinded or revokes. Once each year a r&- evaluation study is made to determine i f  minimum stand­ards still prevail.The Licensing worker for your community is Bernice Beaver, PWW I, State Welfare Depart­ment, 317 Pecan, Abilene.You may call or write her and request assistance in meeting standards to qualify for a license. Biological ClocksNow and again the fact that our bodies have mysterious but real biological clocks, living processes that deal with time, makes news.Our moon astronauts, for ex­ample, have had to cope with the problem of their bodies’ clocks and resetting them to be in time and tune with the long voyage to the moon, the up­sets to their biological rhythms of the "trip, and the physical-- needs of the work periods on the moon. *’*■During a moon shot, the astronauts “reset” largely by shifting around their times for sleeping, resting, and working during the journey. Their nor­mal daily cycles of rest or sleep and being awake are thrown off, of course, just as are those of today’s jet-plane travelers when they fly far and fast and change the usual 24-hour rhythm of living.The timing of events within man’s body involves a rhyth­mic scheduling that appears to be important to mental as well as physical well-being. This is why the National Institute of Mental Health conducts and supports an important body of basic and clinical research in­vestigating a wide range of bio­logical rhythm problems in both animals and humans.Until not long ago, few in­struments were available for detecting rhythmic changes in man or for analyzing the tre­mendous amounts of data nec­essary in "time" studies. NIMH grantees have developed instru­ments and methotls that make the study of rhythms in man’s blood-chemistry feasible.Throughout history it has been known that man showed some kind of daily cycle of activity and rest, usually called "circadian rhythm” from the I.atin. “circa dies," meaning "about a day.” But it is only recently that scientific interest has expanded into what is now a most promising area of men­tal health research.It may turn out that the role of timing in health and illness is of critical or essential nature and. hopefully, that measures to help our biological clocks can be found. In any case, it is beginning to look as if. as one writer puts it. time is as much the stuff we are made of as is the tissue of our bones, blood, and brain.

But those enjoyable occasions out at the lake or stream could turn into catastro­phe unless a few simple rules are followed. The Texas State Department of Health reminds you that a safe summer of ex­citement and fun is in your hands.A ll fishermet>- — experts and novices alike—  should know how to seim, should know basic first aid, and have a first aid kit with them. Since fish hooks sometimes "catch" anglers as well as fish, carry needlenose pliers, wire cutters, and pocket knife in your tackle box. Al­ways keep hooks in covered containers. Always look before casting, and make certain you iiave room to do so without hooking someone else. Use an overhead cast when in a boat with others. It's much safer to fish with a companion, but when fishing alone, always leave word where you will be and when you plan to return. Wear thick- soled boots in densely wooded or marshy areas. Do not wear waders while in a boat, Wade cautiously to avoid slip­ping on unseen rocks or step>« ping suddenly into deep water. Stay in open areas. Avoid swimmers, water skiers, and skin and scuba divers. Learn how to hold a fish properly while extracting a hook. Many species have sharp teeth or fins that can cause deep hand woundsA ll water skiers should know it takes a team effort, with at least three people involved—  one person to ride behind the boat, one to steer with eyes front, and another to watchthe skier and his .hand signals. It can be assumed that a large number will use the oc­casion to make propaganda against the United States.As far as can be determined, there ate no rules about voting, which means that communist elements can be expected to rig the outcome of every reso­lution.The forum to be furnished by the assembly could produce little more than abuses against America and the Free World.If encouragement was needed, it could come from statements recently made by the United Nations Secretary-General U Tliant at a United Nations Conferecne in Tampere, Fin­land. As a part of the Lenin Anniversary ceremonies, U Thant is quoted as saying that the principal autlior and creator of the Soviet Totalitarian System was "an outstanding scholar and prominent humanist' who championed the advance of "human rights and funda­mental freedoms."It is striking tliat the man he praised butchered and starv­ed untold numbers of human beings who opposed him in Russia.
