BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Subsections 

(6), (6), (7), (8), (9), (11), 
(12), and (13), Section 1-a, 
Article V, Constitution of the 
State of 'Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

"(5) The Commission may 
hold. .its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
tfmes arid places as it shall de­
termine but shall meet at Aus­
tin a t lekst once each year. It 
shall annually select one of its 
members as Chairman. A quo­
rum shall consist of five (6) 
members. Proceedings shall be 
by majority vote of those pres­
ent, except that rec'ommenda- 
tions for retirement,’ censure, 
or removal of any person hold­
ing an office named in Para­
graph A of Subsection (6) of 
this Section shall be by af­
firmative vote of at least five 
(5) members.

“ (6) A. Any Justice or 
Judge of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crimi­
nal District Courts, any Coun­
ty Judge, and any Judge of a 
County Court at Law, a Court 
of Domestic Relations, a Ju­
venile Court, a Probate Court, 
or a Corporation or Municipal 
Court, and any Justice of the 
Peace, and any Judge or pre­
siding officer of any special 
court created by the Legisla­
ture as provided in Section 1, 
Article V, of this Constitution, 
may, subject to the other pro­
visions hereof, be removed 
from office for willful or per­
sistent conduct, which is clear­
ly inconsistent with the proper 
performance of his said duties 
or casts public discredit upon 
the judiciary or administration 
of justice; or any person hold­
ing such office may be cen­
sured, in lieu of removal from 
office, under procedures pro­
vided for by the Legislature, 

"B. Any person holding an 
office named in Paragraph A 
of this subsection who is eligi­
ble for retirement benefits un­
der the laws of this state p r o -

may be involuntarily retired, 
and any person holding an of­
fice named in that paragraph 
who is not eligible lor retire­
ment benefits under such 
laws may be removed from of­
fice, for disability seriously in­
terfering with the perform-

aheis of his duties, which is, or 
is likely to become, permanent 
in nature.

"(7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to the misconduct or 
disability of particular persons 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, receive 
complaints or reports, formal 
or informal, from any source 
in this behalf and make such 
preliminary investigations as 
I t may determine. Its orders 
for the attendance or testi­
mony of witnesses or for the 
production of documents at 
any hearing or investigation 
shall be enforceable by con- 
tpmpt proceedings in the Dis­
trict Court.
_ “ (8) After such investiga­

tion as it deems necessary, the 
Commission may in its discre­
tion issue a private reprimand, 
or if the Commission de­
termines that the situation 
merits such action, it may 
order a hearing to be held be­
fore it concerning the removal,

Some 82<7o of Texas range- 
lands are infested with one or 
more species of woody plants. 
They have reduced forage pro­
duction by one-half to two-iliirds 
of potential and caused inef­
ficient livestock economy.

Landowners are controlling 
about 1.2 million acres of 
brush by all met hods each year. 
However, this is only about 10 
percent of what should be con­
trolled each year.

Any control method used 
will need to have regrowth, 
grouts, and seedlings retreated 
within five to 10 years to keep 
woody plants under control and 
to maintain forage production 
at a high level. Herbaceous 
weeds invade rangelands when 
range conditions are deterior­
ated by continued heavy and
destructive grazing and distui- 
bance of the soil by mechani­
cal brash control methodaAlso, 
weeds may be a severe prob­
lem on chmically controlled 
areas before native grasses are 
re-established sufficiently to 
offer competition to weedi

Landowners should use the 
correct initial brash control 
method that will encourage 
establishment of the grass turf 
for the least amount of money 
spent. They they should estab­
lish a maintenance operation 
to keep the noxious plants un­
der control.

Brash control must be a com­
plete and well-planned pro­
gram in conbination with other 
range managemtn practices 
and primarily on a pay as you 
go basis. Landowners should 
plan the brash control program 
to aid in the improvement of 
the wildlife habitat since a 
proper brush and weed control 
program can benefit both 
domestic and wildlife produc­
tion.

There are some 10 to 15 mil­
lion acres that should be de­
voted to wildlife and recrea­
tional proposes as these areas 
are thought to have a very 
low potential production for 
grassland. Each acre of land 
should be used for its highest 
potential economic production, 
however.

Brush control followed by 
proper management should in­
crease the net income $1.00 
per acre per year from domes­
tic livestock. At least 10 mil­
lion acres need to be treated 
each year to catch up with 
the brush invasion and this 
should result in an additional 
net return of $10 million at>-

nually to producers.
Properly planned brash and 

weed control programs carried 
out on ranches throughout the 
state have improved the wild­
life population and increased 
net income from wildlife 
leases and domestic livestock.

Due to certain grazing con­
ditions. stockmen are advised 
to check the diets of livestock 
on pasture to make sure they 
are getting needed minerals.

While minerals are not 
"cure-alls", they are essential 
along with proteins, carbohy­
drates. fats and vitamins for 
good animal nutrition.

Cattle under normal grazing 
conditions require sodium, cal­
cium phosphoiui. chlorine and 
additional trace minerals.
Trace minerals ate supplied 
in adequate amounts from 
natural forage and water.

Sodium and chlorine are ob­
tained from ordinary salt. Cat­
tle should have free access to 
salt, preferably granular, at all 
times.

Calcium and phosphorus are 
obtained from green grazing 

.but under conditions which 
now exist, they may be defici­
ent. Unless the deficiency is 
severe, steamed bonemeal fed 
free choice should supply the 
needed elements. It's a good 
idea, to keep bonemeal avail­
able to cattle at all times.

Phosphorus is usually more 
deficient than calcium in 
most paitsof Texas,and results 
in loss of appetite and weight, 
decline in milk production, 
poor calf crop and failure to 
b« ed. Prolonged deficiency 
causes cows to become lame 
and stiff in the joints. Should 
this condition occur, phosphoi  ̂
us should be added directly to

the drinking water.
Minerals slx)uld be placed in 

a sturdy container divided into 
two sections. Loose salt should 
be kept in one section and bone- 
meal in the other. Mineral boxes 
should be placed in shady areas 
and near water supplies.

Extra care of roses during 
August and early September 
when the weather is hot and 
dry can mean more beautiful 
blooms this fall.

Check the mulch applied in 
the spring. Make c-ertaln it is 
still atleast an inch or two thick. 
Water the rose garden thorough- 
1/ every 10 days or more often 
if needed. Soak the soil to a 
depth of 8 to 10 inches. Fre­
quent light waterings encourage 
shallow roots and make the 
plants more susceptibel to dis­
ease.

It is also essential to continue 
the preventive spray program 
for the control of blackspot. 
Heavy dew in the morning will 
encourage this disease just as is 
the case with frequent showers 
in the spring.

The rote plants should be 
sprayed with a fungicide cot>- 
taining maneb or folpet every
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As It Looks 
From Here
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The National Health Crisis 
has been discussed heretofore 
and from all indications it may 
get worse before it gets better. 
Tliete is, however, concentrated 
attention being given to meet 
the situatioa In spite of the 
high cost, the overcrowding of 
facilities, and shortage of tech­
nical lielr- connected will ill­
ness. more people are receiving 
better care than ever before.
But the re are deficiencies which 
still have to be met for certain 
hospitals to quality under the 
Medicare Program.

Special efforts are being dip- 
ected to providing better nurs­
ing care. We probably have 
some of the best nursing homes 
to be found anywhere but from 
reports there are also some 
pretty bad ones.

One of the great unanswered 
challenges is the shortage of 
nurses and yet small hospitals 
in many of our small towns are 
being denied medicare benefits 
because they do not have, and 
cannot afford to have, at least 
one registered nurse on duty 
for each 8- hour shift.

Many of our older and smal­
ler hospitals do not meet the 
safety standards set by regula­
tions under the Medicare Pro­
gram. In many instances these 
physical facilities can be im­
proved to the extent of quali­
fying but tKx one wants to spend 
the money necessary if they 
are unable to have at least three 
registered nurses on duty over 
a 24- hour period.

In Texas alone there are »m e 
170 hospitals which may have 
their medicare benefits termin­
ated if they have to comply with 
the unbending strictness of the 
rales and regulations laid down 
by the Department of Health, 
Education, and Welfare. Like 
most, if rx)t all. Federal pro­
grams, administmtors must "go 
by the book" but the book it­
self, in the form of rules and 
regulations. If forcing the clos­
ing of some small-town hoqiit- 
als. This means that elderly 
patients would have to go to a 
hospital located in some larger 
towa Elderly patients accust­
omed to local care just simply 
don't want to leave their com­
munity.

have the best and most modem 
care available but when regi>- 
latiorrs and rules leave no ho^ 
pital at all people are under­
standably upset. There should 
be more time for modernizing 
buildings to meet propier safety 
standards but under the rules 
this still leaves the requirement 
for nurses.

Licensed Vocational Nurses 
do a very fine job and could 
well, under tire general super­
vision of doctors and registered 
nurses, fill the practical needs.

There is an area for common 
sense to be provided and partio 
ularly until reasonable defici­
encies can be met. A hospital 
less than two years old in South 
Texas faces the prospect of 
being denied admittance to the 
Medicate Program because of 
the requirement of equipment 
which probably will not be used 
and lack of nurses which it can­
not obtaia

Man Proves His Age, 62,
With 50-Pound Tombstone

One of the most important 
pieces of evidence you need 
when you apply for social se­
curity retirement benefits is 
proof of your age.

But would you believe a 
50-pound tombstone? That’s 
what Robert Lee Terrell, of 
Macon, Georgia, used to 
prove his age.

Mr. Terrell didn’t have a 
birth certificate or any of the 
other usual records accepted 
as evidence of age. So when 
he was told he would need 
some proof of his age, he 
brought his mother’s tomb­
stone to the social security 
office.

The tombstone showed the 
year of his mother’s death, 
proving that Mr. Terrell 
must have been at least 62 
when he filed his claim.

When the people in the 
social security office asked 
Mr. Terrell why he didn’t 
just bring a photograph of 
the tombstone, he replied: 
“I was going to get a pic­
ture, but the person who was 
going to take it was out of

town, so I just dug up the 
tombstone itself and brought 
it in.”

Of course, most people 
who apply for retirement 
benefits or Medicare cover­
age don’t have to resort to 
tombstones to prove their 
age.

The best proof is a birth 
certificate or baptismal rec­
ord established before your 
5th birthday, and this is 
what the social security of­
fice will ask you for first.

But if this type of evi­
dence isn’t available, social 
security can accept other 
records, such as school rec­
ords, census records, family 
Bible records, insurance pol­
icies, marriage certificates, 
and voting records.

Don’t  delay filing your 
claim, though, because you 
don’t have evidence of your 
age. The people in the social 
security office will be glad 
to help you obtain this proof 
when you come into the of­
fice to apply.

NI'MIIER K1\ E ON THE Ii,VI.I.01 (H.IK28)

(lonenil Election Nov. .'{. 1!)7II
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 52, 

Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

“Section 52. (a) Except as 
otherwise provided by this 
section, the Legislature shall 
have no power to authorize 
any county, city, town or other 
political corporation or sub­
division of the State to lend 
its credit or to grant public 
money or thin^ of value in aid 
of, or to any individual, asso­
ciation or corporation what­
soever, or to become a stock­
holder in such corporation, as­
sociation or company.

“(b) Under Legislative pro­
vision, any county, any politi­
cal subdivision of a county, 
any number of adjoining coun­
ties, or any political subdivi­
sion of the State, or any de­
fined district now or hereafter 
to h« described and defined 
within the State of Texas, and 
which may or may not in­
clude, towns, villages or mu­
nicipal corporations, upon a 
vote of two-thirds majority of 
the resident property taxpay­
ers voting thereon who are 
qualified electors of such dis­

trict or territory to be af­
fected thereby, in addition to 
all other debts, may issue 
bonds or otherwise lend its 
credit in any amount not to 
exceed one-fourth of the as­
sessed valuation of the real 
proiwrty of such district or 
territory, except that the total 
bonded indebtedness of any 
city or town shall never ex- 
ce^  the limits imposed by 
other provisions of this Con­
stitution, and levy and collect 
taxes to pay the interest 
thereon and provide a sinking 
fund for the redemption there­
of, as the Legislature may 
authorize, and in such manner 
as it may authorize the same, 
for the following purposes to 
wit:

"(1) TTie improvement of 
rivers, creeks, and streams to 
prevent overflows, and to per­
mit of navigation thereof, or 
irrigation thereof, or in aid of 
such purposes.

“(2) The construction and 
maintenance of pools, lakes, 
reservoirs, dams, canals and 
waterways for the purposes of 
irrigation, drainage or navi­
gation, or in aid thereof.

“ (3) The construction, main­
tenance and operation of ma­
cadamized, graveled or paved

roads and turnpikes, or in aid 
thereof.

“(c) Notwithstanding the 
provisions of Subsection (b) 
of this Section, bonds may be 
issued by any county in an 
amount not to exceed one- 
fourth of the assessed valua­
tion of the real property in the 
county, for the construction, 
maintenance, and operation of 
macadamized, g^raveled, or 
paved roads and turnpikes, or 
in aid thereof, upon a vote of 
a majority of the resident 
property taxpayers voting 
thereon who are qualified elec­
tors of the county, and with­
out the necessity of further or 
amendatory legislation.

TRY CLASSIFIDES-THEY PAY

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Swtion 1. That Section 51, 

Article XVI, Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amended 
to read as follows:

“Section 51. The homestead, 
not in a town or city, shall 
consist of not more than two 
hundred acres of land, which 
may be in one or more par­
cels, with the improvements 
thereon; the homestead in a 
city, town or village, shall con­
sist of lot, or lots, not to ex­
ceed in value Ten Thousand 
Dollars, at the time of their 
designation as. the homestead, 
without reference to the value 
of any improvements thereon: 
provided, that the same shall 
be used for the purposes of a

home, or as a place to exer­
cise the calling or business of 
the head of a family; provided 
also, that any temporary rent­
ing of the homestead shall not 
change the character of the 
same, when no other home­
stead has been acquired.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1970, at which election the 
ballots shall be printed to pro­
vide for voting for or against 
the proposition: “The constitu­
tional amendment increasing 
the value of the homestead 
which is exempt from forced 
sale.”

Before 1921, the person with 
diabetes didn't worry about 
leading a normal life. He 
worried about death. But then 
insulin was discovered and a 
daily shot helped keep tile dia­
betic alive. Although the dis­
covery of insulin was a major 
scientific discovery, the search
continued for an orally active 
anti-diabetes drug. The first 
oral drugs have been developed. 
How tlie diabetic is no longer 
a slave to tlie needle.

Diabetes is a condition in 
which the body is unable to 
use food properly, espierially 
the carbohydrates in tlie body. 
Diabetics have difficulty turn­
ing these sugars and starches 
into energy. An individual’s 
body normally produces a sub­
stance called insulin, which 
enables the h*iuy lo ourn jp 
sugar for energy or store it for 
later use.

Diabetes is an inherited trait, 
as far as we know. The cuase 
is not enough insulin or an ir>-
terference with the action of 
insulin in the body. Diabetes 
ia a disorder which may have 
existed from birth. In some 
cases, many years may pass 
before diabetes is detected.
Any one of a number of factors 
can trigger this revelation—  
such as being overweight, hav­
ing an infection, stress, or the

aging body's lessened ability 
to handle carbohydrates.

Diabetes tends to run in 
families. About one out of 60 
Americans has this disorder, or 
over four million people. Two 
million or more of these people 
are unaware that they have the 
disease. Twenty-two percent of 
our population carry the genes 
for diabetes.

Anyone at any age can de­
velop the disease. Approxi­
mately one out of every 2,500 
children is diabetic. However, 
diabetes is essentially a disease 
of middle age; 4 out of 5 peo­
ple with diabetes are 45 years 
old or over. Other groups par­
ticularly susceptible are womea 
expecially those who have had 
large babies, the overweig it, 
and relatives of otlier diabetics.

Some of the common symp­
toms of diabetes are excessive 
thirst, frequent urination, ex­
cessive hunger, weight loss, 
failing eyesight, intense itch­
ing, pain or numbness in fingers 
and toes, weakness, tiredness, 
and drowsiness. Not all these 
symptoms are present in every 
diabetic. Some have only one 
or two symptons. Others do not 
have any apparent symptoms 
and ate called hidden diabetics.
A regular check- up is the best 
possible way to detect the dis­
ease early enough to control it 
projjerly.

Veterinary Div. Is Important 
For Public Health

The Veterinary Public Health 
Division of the Texas Sta e 
Department of Health recent­
ly became the largest division 
of the consumer use programs 
of the State Department of 
Health. Some 450 people are 
employed in veterinary public 
health work. The scope of their 
work is meat inspection and 
the control of animal disease, 
particularly those diseases 
transmissible from animal to 
man and man to animalf zoo­
nosis). Rabies control is an im­
portant function of the division 
During 1969 there were 325 
laboratory confirmed animal
rabies cases in 95 of the Texas 
counties. Three-hundred twenty 
of the cases were diagnosed 
by Texas State Dept, of Health 
laboratories from 5,012 speci­
mens which included dogs, 
cats, various wild animals,cat­
tle, horses, sheep and goats. 
Some 600 of the 14-injection 
human rabies treatments were 
furnished the people of Texas 
by the State Health Dept, dur­
ing 1969. No human rabies has 
been diagnosed in Texas since 
1962 when 1 case occurred.

In 1969 a new meat and 
poultry inspection program was 
authorized by the Texaslegi^ 
lature and assigned to VPH. 
Many of the personnel ate as­
signed to this new program. 
The program provides for the 
examination of food animals 
prior to slaughter to eliminate 
animals affected with disease 
or other unwholesome condi­

tions, post mortem examinar 
tions of carcasses at the time 
of slaughter to detect and elim­
inate diseased and otherwise 
unfit meat and meat products, 
supervision of the preparation 
of meat and meat products to 
assure cleanliness and whole­
someness during preparation 
into articles of food, and the 
proper marking and labeling of 
meat and meat products to pre­
vent false and deceptive identi­
fication of meat and meat pro­
ducts.

Of some sevenother consumer 
use programs that include den­
tal health, nursing and conva­
lescent homes, food and drugs, 
milk and dairy products, occu­
pational health and radiation, 
sanitary engineering, and dis­
aster health and medical ser­
vice. the veterinary public 
health division is now about 
1/3 larger (personnel) than the 
seven other divisions combined. 
More than $3 3/4 million makes 
up the biennial budget of VPH 
which is almost AV’Jo more than 
that for all the seven above- 
mentioned divisioa

Veterinary Public Health in 
Texas is growing rapidly and so 
is the need for guidance at the 
decision-making level, theTejr’ 
as State Board of Health. The 
present board of 9 members is 
composed of 6 physicians, a 
dentist, a sanitary (civil) engi­
neer, and a pharmacist, appoint­
ed by the Governor and corn 
firmed by the Senate. They 
serve for 6 years. The compo-

lEarly Vehicle ' 
Inspection Urged;

Colonel Wilson E. Speir. di­
rector of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, today 
reminded Texas motorists 
that vehicles bearing red 

i motor v e h i c l e  inspection 
stickers with the large numeral 
"9" must be reinspected be­
fore midnight September 30.

Texas now operates on a 12 
month in a c t io n  system. The 
inspection sticker in the lower 
left- hand comer of the wind­
shield contains a large num­
eral showing the month of irx 
spiection and expiration.

Speir said vehicles with red 
stickers and the number "1(T 
will require reinspection be­
fore midnight on the last day 
of October. Those with an 
"11" must be reinspected be­
fore the end of November, 
with a December 31 deadline 
for red stickers numbered "12"

All motor vehicles and 
certain classes of trailers are 
subject to the mandatory in­
a c t io n  which includes brakes 
lighting equipment, horns and 
warning devices, mirrors, wind­
shield wipers, fron seat belts 
in vehicles where seat belt 
anchorages were part of the 
manufacturer’s original equip 
ment on the vehicle, steering 
(including power steering), 
wheels and rims, exhaust sys­
tem, and exhaust emission 
system.

State law requires that itx 
spection be made at privately 
owned official Inspection sta­
tions wlilch have been appoint­
ed and regulated by the Depart­
ment of Public Safety. The 
statutory inspection fee is 
$2. 00, with adjustments or re­
pairs extra if required.

U E R n  S A n F O R D
Several years ago, I was fishing 

near an angler who made extremely 
long casts. His boat was far from 
shore and he was whipping himself 
to death trying to drop his lure close 
to the bank.

Occasionally he caught a baas. Then 
he fought that bass through 50 yards 
of go<^ bass water. This of course 
can ruin the area for further fishing 
. . .  at least for the time being.

Actually, he was so far out that his 
fish had many opportunities to get 
entangled in submerged brush—and 
did.

At times long casts are fine—such 
as working with trout and red fish on 
the coast. But, for fresh water fish­
ing a cast over 50 feet usually is use­
less. If you keep within this distance 
you don’t disturb much water, or 
scare away many fish.

Rod Makes Difference
Some good fishermen insist on 

making long casts. But most of these 
distance shots are for show. A light- 
action rod puts the lure there, but 
when a fish hits, that same light- 
action rod will bend almost double 
getting him in—providing you’re 
lucky enough to set the hook in time.

Naturally, the farther away the 
lure the longer it takes to firmly set 
the hook. A split second sometimes 
determines whether or not you latch 
on to the lunker or he expels the 
hook.

It is much easier to set the hook 
with a medium action rod, although 
most of us favor the light action one 
for casting.

On the other hand, a light rod is 
just no bueno for worm fishing. 
Neither is a long rod! Most of the 
best worm fishermen prefer a stick 
about five feet long and not over five 
and a half feet. This gives them a rod 
with sufficient backbone to set the

hook and get that big old bass to the 
top as quickly as possible.

Where Long Casts Help 
When fishing from the shore, 

longer casts may be helpful. In fact, 
most of the time you’ll need to put 
the lure out close to a weed bed or 
to a point, or just beyond a drop-off.

Sometimes those who fish standing 
in the boat find it to their advantage 
to make a long cast. This is par­
ticularly true if the water is gin-clear 
and very calm.

Slab Fishing For Whites 
Occasionally I fish for white bass 

with two men who have entirely dif­
ferent habits in their fishing tech­
nique. One of them, after locating a 
school, stands in the boat and tosses 
a % slab-lure as far as he can. He 
then raises the rod tip and bounces 
that lure off the bottom. After about 
three bounces he usually has a bass 
(or gets his lure hung on an under­
water rock or an old dead tree).

Angler number two just drops the 
same kind of lure over the side of the 
boat, or maybe tosses it out about 10 
feet. He lifts his rod tip and jiggles 
the lure two or three times, and he 
has a fish. Both methods work.

They usually wind up the day with 
about the same success. Of courae the 
one who fishes close to the boat isn’t 
nearly as tired at day’s end. (Which 
means he gets to clean the fish.)

Long Casts Straighten Line 
There is one definite advantage in 

making an occasional long cast. It 
plays out the line so that you can 
wind it back tightly on the spooj. On 
the other hand, there is more likeli­
hood of a backlash on a long cast.

There is no firm rule you can follow 
on long or short casts, but generally 
speaking you can wind up with just 
as much poundage on a short cast and 
not work nearly so hard.

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT (SJRl.'S) 

General Election Nov. ;i. 1970
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

'Back-To-School' Time
It'sback-to-jchool time again 

for more than 2.7 million students 
in the Texas Public schools.

For about 224,500 of them, it 
will be "first-time-to-school. " 
Most of these will be first grad­
ers, but some 30,000 will be ^  
year olds in the new state-sup­
ported kindergarten program.

Among numberous changes 
in Texas Schools this year, the 
teachers will begin work a bit 
eadier, and students in some 
localities will begin classes 
earlier. The school year will 
have 180 classroom days instead 
of 17 5. Teachers will be on duty 
for 10 more days of non-teach­
ing work during the year to help 
with school opening and closii^, 
and to receive in-service instruo 
tion that will help them to 
teach better.

Despite these changes, the 
experience of heading off to 
school for the first time won't 
be much different forthis year's 
6- and 5- year-olds than it was 
for their patents. It's a giant 
step for little people.

To help parents make it 
easier on their youngsters, the 
Texas State Teacners Associ­
ation offers some basic tips in 
a leaflet titled " To Help the 
Child, and Parents Too!" Here 
are some of the pointers: 

Registration Procedure: Any 
child who is 6 years old on or 
before September 1 may be ad 
mined for the 1970-71 school 
year. (Special requirements for 
enrollment of certain &• year- 
old children in public school 
kindergarten for 1970-71 have 
been publicized locally.) The 
child's birth certificate must 
be presented at time of enroll­
ment. Some schools, in the in­
terest of good health, require 
that the child be vaccinated 
against smallpox and immuni­
zed against diptheria, whooping 
cough, and tetanus. Other itt- 
formation which the school will 
need includes name, occupar 
tioa place of work, and phone 
number of the father; name,
addrctt and phone number of 
the family doctor; and the 
family's home address and 
phone number.

How Parents Can Help:When 
parents meet their child spriiw 
cipal and teacher for the first 
time, they may offer these sug­
gestions: Teach your child the 
safest way home. Teach him 
(or her) to go directly home 
from school without loitering 
on the way. Remind him rx)t to 
go with strangers. Give your 
child definite duties at home 
and see that her performs them. 
Help him to establish good 
listening habits. See that your 
child gets eiwugh sleep. Provide 
your child with a good break­
fast each morning. See that he 
is happy before iie leaves for 
school. Teach your child that 
policemen are his friends and 
that lie should go to them when 
he needs help. Teach him to 
dress himself properly. Teach 
him to have confidence in his 
teacher. Provide opportunities 
for your child to be away from 
his mother for short periods of 
time before he starts to school. 
Teach your child to respect the 
property rights of others. Allow 
your child to do as much for 
himself as he is able to do.

Show an interest in what he has 
to tell you about his work and 
play at school. Help him see 
likenesses atxl differences in 
objects and forms. Encourage 
him to have playmates. Help 
him learn habits of promptness, 
obedience, and respect for 
authority. Read to your child. 
Take him to places of Interest 
sue h as the zoo. park, and library. 
Label his personal belongings 
with his name and address, and 
praise your child frequently; 
help him to feel successful.

The child's first teacher has 
an enormous responsibility and 
opportunity to help shape his 
or her future life. The teacher 
will help the child to: Have op­
portunities in group learning, 
work, and play. Think for him­
self. Become Interested in the 
world about him. Treat others 
with consideration and fairness. 
Feel at ease with others. Build 
a good foundation for future 
learning.

Parents are always welcome 
to visit their child's school. 
When visiting, they should stop 
first at the administrative of­
fice and meet the principal.

When it is necessary to bring 
a child's lunch or otliersupplies 
to school, they should be left 
with instructions at the school 
office. Classes should not be 
interrupted while In sessioa 
Arrangements should be made 
in advance for conferences 
with the child's teacher.

Parents are invited and urged 
to join the PTA, attend its meet­
ings. and take an active part in 
the work It does to support the 
school.

The TSTA leaflet points out 
that the parents’ attitude to­
ward the school and the teacher 
will be observed-- and often 
copied—by the child. Parents 
therefore should avoid critici­
zing school or teacher in the 
child's presence. Instead, they 
should do what they can to solve
such school- related problems as 
conflict with another child, a 
difficult activity, or a school 
rule that the child does not 
understand.

The school principal will want 
to know--in advance if possible 
— when a family moves to anew 
address.

A child with a cold, fever, sick 
stomach or other severe ailment 
is better off at home than at 
school; however, parents should 
encourage and require good 
school attendance by their 
children. A written excuse from 
the parents may be needed when 
the child returns from an absence.

Witet, the child-school prob­
lems of any kind arise, the par­
ent should feel free to discuss 
them with the child’s tc.icher.

TTie 
term of each member shall be 
six years except in the first 
appointments to the Commis­
sion the Governor shall ap­
point one member for two
