Terry. Terry had heavy damage 
to hay bam and sprinkler system. 
As the storm traveled to North 
Roby Community. Dwight Lov­
ett lost top of hog bara Mack 
Blair had house roof atxl bara 
destroyed. Practically all farms 
in the 1-1/2 mile wide strip 
were either destroyed or badly 
damaged. Some farmers in the 
area were''Shredding" cotton

following the storm.

Most of Roby area received 
rainfall varing from 1 to 3 
inches.

The adult female weevil is 
brownish in color; its body is 
about 3/8" long and its snout 
is as long as its body. The 
male has a somewhat shorter 
snout.

Pecans on which the {>ecan 
weevil feeds prior to hardening 
of the shell, fall from the tree. 
Eggs are deposited in pecans 
after the shell begins to hardea 
White, legless grubs hatch from 
the eggs and feed within the 
pecaa The grub later emerges

Demand for money will make 
it necessary for greater seleo- 
tivityinthe allocation of funds.

out strong, profitable comme^ 
cial operations in the 70'swill 
be able to secure credit and 
capital that will be at a cost, 
but they will be able to secure 
it and they will make a profit 
out of it. Now what are some

things that they should avoid 
and what are things they 
should do?

The commercial farmer 
should be able to be large 
enough to avoid the pitfalls of 
uneconomical small operations. 
He will need to maintain a o  
curate records on his opera­
tions, because this will allow 
him to support the borrowing; 
this will allow him to demoiw 
strate his ability to identify 
costs, produce profits and ser­
vice his debt The farmer 
needs to be strong enough to 
absorb bad cropyears so that 
he will not be hurt in the fol­
lowing years.

He will need to be able to 
demonstrate his managerial 
abilities of a satisfactory na­
ture, showing that he not only 
has the knowhow, but he has 
the ability to be a part of a 
strong bargaining group; he 
will need to have the capacity 
and flexibility to meet changes 
in the farm program including 
both changes of production 
control and price support pro 
grams.

Those commercial farmers 
who stay in the business in 
the 70’s will find credit avail­
able at a price. The farmen 
will be seeking the credit in­
stitution that will support them 
and provide them money, pro­
vide certain services of ad- 
ministradoa and will be will­
ing to support agriculture.

into the soil. The life cycle re­
quires from two to three years.

Control is based upon appli­
cation of insecticides after the 
adult weevils begin to emerge 
from the soil To be effective, 
insecticides must be applied 
before extensive egg laying has 
occurred.

Inspection for weevils should 
be made during the last two 
weeks of August. A canvas or 
sheet should be spread on the 
ground under the pecan tree. 
The lower limbs then may be 
jarred to cause weevils to fall 
to the cloth below. Nut clusters 
should also be checked for egg 
laying punctures and pecan 
weevils.

When three or more weevils 
per tree are found, insecticides 
should be applied for control 
Information on insecticides for 
control of the pecan weevil is 
available from our office.

Homeowners may find some 
of their ornamental plants fal­
ling victim to cotton root rot 
fungus during the summer.

Plants may be wilted one day 
and completely dead the next. 
Affected plants may appear 
loosely attached to the soil 
because the outer bath- like 
tissues are completely killed 
and slough from the root.

No commercially available 
chemicals have been found 
effective in preventing or coiw 
trolling such damage, and even 
if such materials were avail­
able, they would be of limited 
value because of the relatively 
quick death of the affected 
plants.

The most logical method for 
correcting cotton toot rot dam­
age is to replace the affected 
plant with a resistant type.

With the recent rains small 
grains will be going in the 
ground sooa Small grain and 
vetch has proved to be good 
grazing here in the country.
The vetch provides grazing 
after the small grains begin to 
play out. Farmers also might 
want to consider a 3>-(V0 or a 
4&-9-0 application of nitrogea 
On three test plots last year 
the fertilized showed from an 
8 to 10 bushel increase in oau 
and wheat Information will be 
available soon on wheat and 
oat varieties for planting.

New organizations of one 
sort or aiK>ther are formed 
about every day. One formed 
at Ohio State University re­
cently is known as Students 
for Majority Rights. It may 
turn out to be a very signifi­
cant group. They have filed 
a suit, the purpose of which is 
to affiim the right of students 
to pursue their education 
"free of intimidation and 
violence."

The court case has been filed 
by 9 students against 1 profes­
sor, 1 noiw student and 7 regular 
students. If the case is brought 
to a final conclusion in the 
courts, it could serve a most 
valuable purpose and is ce^ 
tainly timely.

Soon it will be back to school 
for thousand of sincere and 
serious- minded students who 
want to puisuc their education 
unmolested.

One might assume that the 
rights of the majority would be 
automatically protected. We 
have seen that they are not 
and there is a reasoa 

The reason is that traditional­
ly we have been long on pro­
tecting the rights of the minor­
ity and short on protecting 
those of the majority.

Constitutional guarantees of 
freedom of speech and freedom 
of assembly are needed prir 
marily to protect the rights of 
the minority from beii^ de­
nied by the power of the majority.

In recent yeara however, we 
have seen the denial of majori­
ty lights on campusea in the 
streets and elsewhere, through 
the misuse of these rights by 
the few.

As an example, mobs of 
picketers have surrounded a 
meeting place to prevent petw 
pie from entering to hear a 
qreaker, with whom they disar 
greed.

At Columbia University stir- 
dents Invited the State Direc­
tor of Selective Service to ad­
dress them on aspects of the 
draft The meeting was disrup­
ted by a few militants and the 
meeting broke up.

Time and again speaken 
holding prominent positions in 
businesa labor and government 
have been harangued to the 
point that they have been uiw 
able to finish their tddressea 

This past year many colleges 
and universities have had to

throw away weeks of education 
and to cancel entire semesters 
because of violence and threats 
of violence by militant mlixip- 
itlea

The acts denied the benefits 
of education to the vast majority 
of students who were there fot 
the purpose It was intended— 
and educatioa 

This is why the test suit 
brought by Ohio State Unlve^ 
slty students is timely and 
cruciaL

It is important because, as 
the Dr. Eisenhower Commit 
Sion on the Causes and Prcveiz- 
tion of Violence concluded, 
there it little law providing 
for the protection of the coiw

stitutional rights of the many 
when they arc u'opardized by 
the few. The assumption that 
the majority can protect itself 
is seemingly no longer valid.

If the case brought by the 
students for majority rights is 
carried to a successful cotw 
clusion in the courts, then a 
principle would be established 
in other cases where the minor­
ity prevailed and denied the 
same rights to the majority at 
demanded by the few.

It is perfectly well to say

that it is the fault of the majori­
ty when they permit a lesser 
number to disrupt and override 
the feelings of the more num- , 
erous of any group, whether it 
be on a campus, a labor union 
or a church. This would be 
true if the usual procedures 
and orderly processes were em­
ployed. The difference is that 
the orderly procedures are 
thrown aside by the militants, 
which is no more or less than 
anarchy, with which themajo^ 
ity would be unable to cope 
except by its own physical 
force.
