For the first offense that
basically means that if you
are caught with pills obtained
illegally you can go to jail for
one year and be fined $1,000.

If you are caught selling drugs
to minors (first offense) you
can be imprisoned up to ten
years and fined up to %15,000.

that there was no hope. However, there was alwaysone problem--
a man or woman, boy or gitl could not have the needed opera-
tion until he signed a "bill of release”. The "bill of release”
was an act of trust saying to the Surgeon, "Here is my life. I
trust you with it”". Many came to the master Surgeon, but were
not willing to trust him because he demanded the "bill of re~
lease". Those who went away continued to suffer the pains,
worried, heartaches, and fears that always accompany a terminal
disease. Each was doomed to die a needless death.

This is a tragic story. Many would believe that this should
never happen to them because they know that if faced with such
a decision that involved life and death, they would choose to
let the surgeon operate. If a case is known to be terminal then
one really has nothing to lose by placing his or her life in the
hands of the surgeon.

The simple fact remains;: Many people go through life and
never let the Master Surgeon operate upon their hearts and re-
move the disease of sin. Sin is a terminal case. For the Apostle
Paul said, "The wages of Sin is Death! (Rom. 6:23)". Every
person suffers from this disease. Paul again said, "All have sin-
ned and come short of the glory of God. (Rom. 3:23)". God has
-gTv-en us a Great Master Surgeon in Jesus Christ. John's Gospel
says, For God sent not his son into the world to condemn the
world; but that the world through him might be saved. (John3:17)."

The operation is simple. Paul told the Phillipian jailor, "Be=
lieve on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved.(Acts. 16:
31)." Why then do not more "believe"? Because belief inChrist
demands a "bill of release". A rich young man was told by
Christ to go and sell his possessions and to come follow Him. In
essence Christ was asking for "a bill of release" to the young
man's life, The young man went away sorrowful because he was
not willing to place his life in the Hands of the Master Surgeon.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT (SJR 5)

Special Election May 18, 1971

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III,

Section b51-a, of the Texas

Constitution, be amended to

read as follows:

“Section 51-a. The Legisla-
ture shall have the power, by
General Laws, to provide, sub-
ject to limitations herein con-
tained, and such other limita-
tions, restrictions and regula-
tions as may by the Legisla-
ture be deemed expedient, for
assistance grants to and/or
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and any other
services included in the federal
laws as they now read or as
they may hereafter be amend-
ed, providing matching funds
to help such families and indi-
viduals attain or retain capa-
bility for independence or self-
care, and for the payment of
assistance grants to and/or
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and other services
to or on behalf of:

“(1) Needy aged persons
who are citizens of the United
States or noncitizens who shall
have resided within the bound-
aries of the United States for
at least twenty-five (25)
years;

“(2) Needy individuals who
are totally and pemqnentlx
Isallca VY TEESGI O & il
or physical handicap or a
combination of physical and
mental handicaps;

items, the study estimated that
a family will buy three refrig-
erators, ranges, toasters, vacuum
cleaners and living room rugs;
two electric dewing machines,
and four television sets. In ad-
dition, if they are a one-car
family and a car is kept 7or
approximately 3 years and 10
months, 13 cars will be purch-
ased.

If these items are bought on
time payments, the total cost
of principal and interest will be
about $39,000. But if these same
monthly payments are invested
in a savings account for a simi-
larlengthof time as the install-
ment payment period,the fami-
ly will be able to purchase the
same nine items during the 45
year period and have almost
$33,000 left over. This is due
to 45 years of interest compound-
ed quarterly at 4 percent, If
$8, 000 in interest charges not
paid are considered, the total
savings would equal $41, 000.

The interest charges on the
13 cars alone, if saved, would
be enough to buy all the other
items vused during the family's
life span for cash. The differ
ence between buying first and
paying later, and in saving then
buying is equal to about 1/3 of
the purchase price of the items.

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THE KEEPING OF DOGS, WHICH BY LOUD BARKING
DISTURB THE PEACE AND QUIET OF THE NEIGHBOR-
HOOD OR THE OCCUPANTS OF ADJACENT PREMISES;
PROVIDING A PENALTY FOR VIOLATION OF ANY
PROVISION OR PART OF SAID ORDINANCE AND RE-
PEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINAN-
CES IN CONFLICT WITH OR INCONSISTENT WITH
THE PROVISIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF

CITY OF ROTAN, TEXAS:
SECTION 1. License required; when fee payable -1 shall be un~
‘lawful for the owner or harborer of any animal of the dog kind
to harbor or permit said dog within the city limits of the City
of Rotan without having paid the assessor and collector of taxes
of the City of Rotan, an annual license tax of $1.00 upon each
male and $1.50 upon each female dog six months of age or
over. It shall be unlawful for the owner or harborer of any ani-
mal of the dog kind to permit said dog to run at large within
the city limits of the City of Rotan. The license fee required
by this ordinance shall be due and payable as of January 1st of
each calendar year, and when paid shall be good for the year
ending December 31st following.

THE

SECTION 2. Upon payment of such tax the tax collector shall
in addition to the receipt for such tax, furnish the owner of such
dog with a metal tax tag with a number inscribed thereon, and
that the number of the tax tag shall correspond with the number
of the receipt given the owner of the dog and with the duplica-
te kept by the Tax Collector. That such tax tag shall be so
made that it can be fastened around the neck of the dog with a
collar.

SECTION 8. Vaccination- All animals of the dog kind within
the city limits of the City of Rotan are required to be immuni=
zed against rabies by means of an anti-rabies vaccine approved
and administered by a duly licensed veterinarian; and every
veterinarian who vaccinates such animal or animals of the dog
kind within the City of Rotan shall issue a certificate of vacci~
nation to such owner, stating the name of the owner and the ad-
dress of the owner, description of the dog, the date of vaccina-
tion, the number of the rabies vaccination tag and the kind of
vaccine used; and it is further provided that, upon vaccination
eachdog, the veterinarianshall furnish the owner of such animal
a metal tag on one side of which is stamped the words "rabies
vaccine administered” or a similar phrase, and the date of vac-
cination, which tag at all times shall be securely attached to a
collar around the neck of the animal or harness around the neck
and body of the animal vaccinated.

(The sum so paid to the Chief of Police, City Health Officer,

SECTION 6. Time to redeem- All impounded dogs shall be re-
deemed within three (3) days after their capture and impound-
ment and all such animals not redeemed within the said time

shall be destroyed.

SECTION 7. Vaccination of redeemed dogs- All animals re-
deemed at the dog pound must be immediately vaccinated .
against rabies, subject to the provisions of SECTION 3 of this
ordinance.

| SECTION 8. Quarantining of dogs exposed to rabies- Any ani-

mal of the dog kind that has rabies or symptoms thereof, or
that is suspected of having rabies or that has been exposed to
rabies shall be at once released to the Chief of Police, City
Health Officer, any Police Officer or Poundmaster for disposal
or confined in a veterinary hospital approved by the Chief of
Police or Public Health Officer of the City of Rotan, or immedi=_
ately and securely confined by tying with a chain of good quali=
ty and kept there under the supervision of the Chief of Police
or the Public Health Officer of the City of Rotan, for a period
of not less than sixty (60) days,

SECTION 9. Quarantining of rabid dogs or animals which have
bitten persons=- Every animal of the dog kind that has rabies or
symptoms thereof, or any animal that bites, scratches or other~
wise attacks any person or persons within the city limits shall be
immediately and securely confined by the owner, or one having
custody, by tying with a chain of good quality for a period of
ten (10) days in such a place that no person or animal may be
bitten by it, and there held subject to inspection from time to
time so as to be able to determine whether said animal is af=
fected by rabies; or said animal shall be quarantined and held
for a like time in any veterinary hospital approved by the Chief
of Police or Public Health Officer of the City of Rotan, or shall
be held at the city pound for a period of twelve (12) days, after
which time the dog shall be killed if in quarantine at the city
pound.

SECTION 10. Reporting rabid dogs-It shall be the duty of the
owner or the harborer or the practicing veterinarian to report

to the Public Health Officer or Chief of Police of the City of
Rotan, all cases of rabies which he comes in contact or to which
his attention has been directed. This report shall be made im=
mediately upon diagnosis or suspicion of such cases of rabies.

SECTION 11. Any person violating the provisions of any of the
foregoing sections pertaining to dogs shall be fined not exeed-
ing Fifty Dollars ($50.00); provided, that the provisions requir
ing payment of tax shall not apply to dogs follow’ng tansient
through the City.

Sharp bits of metal may work
their way through the wall of
the animal's stomach. This
may cause only a temporary
digestive upset if the metal be-
comes embedded in the stom-
ach wall and surrounded by

comes embedded in the stom=
ach wall and surrounded by
scar tissue. But the trouble is
more serious if the metal pene~-
trates the wall into otherorgans.
The result may be infection,or
often death of the animal.

Some symptoms of hardware
disease are similar to those of
other diseases. For this reason,
a verterinarian should be cal-
led to diagnose the trouble so
treatment can begin as soon as
possible.

The continuing dry weather
is favorable for mesquite con-
trol with oil, Too, laborisper-
haps available for doing the
job and because the tempera-
tures are on the cool side, the
work can be done in relative
comfort.

Oil treatment works well on
stands of larger trees--no more
than perhaps 100 per acre-but
can also be used onsmall single
stemmed trees,

A two to four gallon compres-
sed air sprayer equipped with a
three~ foot length of quarter
inch copper tubing is all of the
equipment needed. The spray-
er tank should be fulled witha
low grade diesel oil, and the
operator should spray enough
oil completely around the tree
trunk to soak into the bark and
run downward into the soil at
the base of the tree. One pint
is usually sufficient to kill the
tree. If done properly, the tree
will be dead by spring.

Studies made in Arizona have
shown that 25 mesquite trees
per acre can cut grass produc-
tion by 50 percent. Most live-
stock producers would like to

have that extra grass now.

Church
History

In the summer of 1887 a
church was organized at Roby
with Rev. S. H. Blair aspreach-
er. Charter members includ-
ed: Rev. Robert Martin and
wife, parents of Judge W. C.
Martin; Jesse M. Parker and
several members of his family;
Uncle Ben Plunkett and fami-
ly; Col. R. A. Brown and wife,
Mrs. Katie Brown; A.P.Kelly
and family; and Mrs. Sel Park-
er. "Uncle Bobby Martin" did
missionary work over the en-
tire county during those -early
year.Early Congregations met
in the courthouse until the Me-
thodist church was completed
in 1888. Then the congrega-
tions all met there.

The first Baptist church was
erected in 1889, as a two story
structure with the Masons oc-
cupying the upper story. It was
located a block east of the
courthouse square. This build-
ing served until 1908, when a
building was erected on the
block joining the north east
comer of the courthouse. At
this time the ladies organized
a "Ladies Aid" to help with
the church. Rev.A.J. Morgan
was the first pastor in this
building.

One highlight of the church's
history is thought to have been
during the pastorage of Rev.
Joe Mayes. Ina protracted
meeting when Rev. Sims as-
sisted in an arbor downby the
substation where all the de-
nominations held these meet-
ings for some years. The record
shows that 87 were baptized
and 128 new members were
added to the church.

In August, 1924 the third
building was erected with Rev.
D. P. Airheart as pastor. This
building was erected at the
present site of North First and
College Streets, one block
west of the courthouse.

Pastors who served the church
in years past are: Rev.W.]. Pat-
terson, 1889-94; Rev. I.N.Alvis,
1894-1907; Rev. A.]. Morgan,

Charles W. Whitlock became
pastor of the church on a Sun-
day with a warm welcome.
