1 know that many from this part of the country will soon be 
sending boxes of goodies of some tort to servicemen in foreign 
service.

Its become a tunning joke with boys who are stationed in this 
country to write home. "Gee Mom, that was the greatest box of 
crumbs we ever tasted. Everybody in the barracks had a handful"

Well there really isn't any need for dried-out or crumbly cook­
ies to arrive in Vietnam or any foreign base where out boys may 
be. There isn't any reason for breakage of cookies. Here are two 
ways to prevent a box of crumbs from arriving.

First, tend moist cookies that will travel well and. second, pack 
in unsalted popped popcorn; that breaks any fall that the boxes

will get and c u s h i o n s  the cookies if they are wrapped in, say, 
about a dozen to a package.

As we all know direct air mail costs more, but in my mind it 
would teem best.

1 have a few suggestions for good cookies and ban which will 
say moist and fresh for shipping and they are delicious.

"Pineapple Black Bottom Ban"

1 can crushed pineapple 
(1 pound, 4-1/2 o z .) 

1/3 cup sugar 
3-1/2 T. cornstarch 
1-1/4 t. salt 
1 T . lemon ju ice 
1/3 cupplus 2 T , butter

2/3 cup brown sugar, packed 
2 egg yolks 
2 cups sifted flour 
2 t. baking powder 
1/2 cup chopped walnuts 
1 -  6 oz. box chocolate 

pieces melted

Combine undrained pineapple, sugar, cornstarch, and 1/4 tea­
spoon salt; cook stirring over medium heat 10 minutes, until very 
thick and clear. Add lemon ju ice  and 2 T . butter, cool slightly. 
Combine 1/3 cup butter, brown sugar and egg yolks, blending 
until fluffy. Add four re-sifted with baking powder and 1 t. salt. 
Blend to crumb consistency. Remove half of crumbs and mix with 
chopped nuts (1 use pecans, if no walnuts). Mix melted chocolate 
pieces with remaining crumbs and pat in even layer in a 9 inch 

square pan.Bake in 350 deg.oven for 5 minutes. Spread with pine­
apple filling and top with nuts and crumb mixture. Return to 
oven and continue baking 35 to 40 minutes until filling is set. 
Cut when cold. Makes about 2 dozen, 1 x 3  inch, bars.

To pack tliese. put them one layer deep in a tin box and put 
foil or waxed paper between layers. This is a wonderful t a s t e -  
treat, but a very tender cookie. We hope these will arrive, no 
more than slightly squashed, but they will be moist and a com­
bination of two flavors, pineapple and chocolate crumbs, if they 
do. . ,  Lets hope they don't. Pack carefully.

Double-short cut recipe streamlines both crust and filling. Try 

these, they are so easy.

1 toll Pillsburry Refrigerated Butterscotch Nut, Peanut Butter 
or Sugar Slice'N  Bake Cookies 

1 package (4  ox. ) instant Butterscotch pudding mix 
1/2 cup pecan halves 
3/4 cup daik com syiup 
2/3 cup milk
1 egg
1 to 1-1/2 teaspoon vanilla 
Dash of salt

Slice cookie dough into 1/4 inch slices; place in ungreased 
13 X 9 inch pan. Press dough over botton and 3/4 inch up sides 
of pan. Combine remaining ingredients; mix well. Pour into crust 
Bake at 350 deg. oven for 30 to 35 minutes, until edges are deep 
golden brown and filling is set.

Form dough 
into small balls and place on greased cookie sheet. Press flat

with fork to make acriss cross design. Bake in 375 deg.oven for 
10 minutes or until slightly browned. Cool on a wire rack.

These will be crunchy but they won't dry out on account of 
the moist peanut butter.

Although its a little early to 
be thinking about winter and 
spring winds, ik >w  is the time to  

submit applications for see^  
lings that will be used for wind­
breaks.

Applications f o r  windbreak 
seedlings are available f r o m  
county Extension Offices, or 
from the Indian Mound Nursery 
Box 337. Alto, Texas. I t ’s im­
portant to apply early s i n c e  
orders are processed on a first 
come, first serve basis. However 
seedling shipments won't begin 
until mid- December.

The seedlins come from the
The seedlings come from the 

Texas Forest Service's Indian 
Mound Nursery and ate priced 
at $2. 50 per 100.

Some 16 species of seedlings 
ate presently available. These 
include baldcyptess. bleck wal­
nut, black locust, catalpa, cot­
tonwood. Chinese elm, eucalyp­
tus, g r e e n  ash, loblolly pine 
(drought- hardy), mulberry, bois 
d’arc (osage orange),ponderosa 
pine, shortleaf pine, sweetgum, 
slash pine, and sycamore.

Discussing some of the speo- 
ies. the Arizona cypress does 
well in all areas of the state 
except the Panhandle. The ca­
talpa and Chinese elm ate both 
drought resistant but ate suscep 
tible to cotton toot rot. 

drought resistant but ate suscep­
tible to c o t t o n  toot tot. The 
euonymous, honeylocust, and 
bois d'arc ate all hardy and do 
well in the drier portions of the 
state.Cottonwoods perform best 
on b o t t o m l  and sites while 
ecualyptus are suitable only for 
the Rio Grande Valley.The poi>- 
detosa pine is recommended ot> 
ly for areas above the Captock 
while the loblolly pine desires 
areas with an annual rainfall of 
at least 20 inches.

Seedlings s h o u l d  be platrted 
immediately upon receipt of 
shipment.

Crocus, snowdrips and winter 
aconite are some of the f i r s t  
flowers to bloom in the spring. 
These are soon followed by hy­
acinths. narcissus or daffodils 
and tulips.

Plant all of the spring flower­
ing bulbs except the tulip in the 
fall. Root growth and flower d ^  
velopment occur during the wii> 
ter m o n t h s  so that the final 
burst of growth can take place 
in e a r l y  spring. Tulip bulbs 
should be kept in a refrigerator 
at 35 to 40 degrees F. until mid 
Decemberto obtain longer stem 
length and good flower develops- 
ment.

For repeat blooming over a 
period of years, plant bulbs in a 
well-drained soil of average fer­
tility, preferably a sandy loam, 
located in sunny areas. In the 
south where they ate u s u a l l y  
treated as annuals, bulbs can 
be planted almost any place in 
the yard where the soil is well 
drained.

The general rule of thumb is 
to plant bulbs so the top is be­
low the soil surface a distance 
of about twice the diameter of 
the bulb. This wouldbe about 
4 inches deep for narcissus and 
tuli{» and about 2 inches for 
smaller bulbs. In sandy soil plant 
at a depth three times the dia­
m eter of the bulb.

Larger bulbs can be spaced as 
much as six to eight inches apart 
Sm aller bulbs are more e ffe o  
tive If spaced three to four Itr- 
ches apart. The most effective 
landscape plantings are achie­
ved by grouping bulbs of the 
same color together in a mass. 
Use at least 12 to 24 bulbs of 
the same type and color as a 
unit.

For the maximum In beauty 
and color, remember to make 
your selections early and. vrith 
the exeption of tulips, plant 
your bulbs in October and Nov.

Roby Trio Participates 
In Washington Fly-In

Jerry Hoodenply, Gene Terry 
and Donald Coker of F 1 s h e t 
County Farmers Union went to 
Washington, D. C. last week as 
members of a Farmers U n i o n  
Fly-In to try to convince Con­
gress of the need for effective 
farm bargaining legislation.

More than 125 farmers from 
10 states participated. They 
called on Congressmen and at­
tended hearings of f a rm  bar­
gainingbeing conducted by the 
House Subcommittee on Domes­
ticate  Marketing and Consumer 
Relations. The national president 
of the Farmen Union, Tony De­
chant, presented testimony at 
the hearing.

Terry said, "We were well re­
ceived in the offices of the Con­
gressmen. I was a member of a 
three-m e mber team that called 
on 12 Congressmen. We told 
them we opposed the Sisk Bar­
gaining Bill because it is too 
weak. We asked them to support 
the Mondale-Bergland bargain­
ing and mariteting bills( HR8886 
and 8887)because they provide

the legislative authority fatm- 
e a  really need. ”

Terry l i s t e d  the following 
points that the "Fly-In" mem­
bers emphasized: (1) That pro­
ducers of all c o m m o d i t i e s  
should have the right to decide 
when and where to bargain. (2) 
Marketing authority should be 
available to p r o d u c e r s  of all 
commodities.(3) P r o d u c e r s  
should have the opportunity to 
vote on supply m a n a g e m e n t  

measures.(4) Producers should 
decide t h r o u g h  a referendum 
who will represent them in bar­
gaining. (5) There must be pro­
cedures to set fair prices in buy­
ers or handlers fail or refuse to 
bargain in good faith. (6)There 
must be access to federal courts 
to prevent violations of bargaith 
ing agreements. (7) No commodi­
ty should be excluded from bar­
gaining legislation.

"Most important. "Terry said, 
"bargaining legislation should 
not be regarded as a substitute 
for existing price and s u p p l y  
management nrograms. ”

Parts and bits of tiie following commeuU have appeared In the 
news from tim e to tim e but the purpose here Is an attempt to con­
solidate an over- all view of where we are '' at. "

Tremendous changes are In the making, both In this Couirtry 
and worldwide.

On the foreign front the Russians ate suddently willing to talk 
about things which they would not mention b e f o r e .  Seemingly 
the Communist Chinese ate coming out of their shell. Here in 
Washington last week the eleven more highly industralized na­
tions groped for a new money system.

The British appear to be about ready to join the European Com­
mon Market, which trade-wise will effect the United States. The 
Japanese ate pushing towards greater power, m ilitarily and eco-. 

nomically. The entire world seems to be h e a d e d  for new aiv 
rangements In a n u m b e r  of respects. Since World War II, the 
United States and Russia, with the balance of power, have domi­
nated things but other forces are rapidly coming into being.

Our whole economic system is coming under a revamping prt -̂ 
cess. Changes are taking place which will probably have an ef­
fect in the months and years ahead.

For the short run the Administration propoeses tax cuu and a 
hold on Federal spending. A $28 billion deficit for the f i s c a l  
year ending next June 30 shows the dire need of action.

Induction in Federal spending is the big "if" in the face of de­
mands for jobs and benefits of one kind or another— w e l f a r e ,  
health, retirement, anti-pollution urban problems. All this means 
less of these things or an increase in taxes on somebody. Nothing 
comes free— it only has that appearance.

A goal is set for 100 million jobs for the Country within ten 
yeao. This is almost 21 million mote than the last count. The 
big question is where ate theycoming from. From all indications, 
the biggest gains in jobs must come for the service industries. 
This includes automobile tepaiis, medical setvleces. home re­
pairs. hope applicance repair, hotels, restaurants, e tc . Government 
jobs at State and local levels may account for another 5 million.

Relating to these developments, f e w e r  jobw are expected in 
manufacturing, retailing, farming, mining and other sim ilar in­
dustries.

A consciousness of these changes is reflected in the Congress.
In most every debate the issue of ■ priority" is raised. Big spend­
ing for domestic programs of one sort or airother Is popular.If re­
duced spending ia to be accomplished, there ate not many places 
where sizeable cuts can be made when domestic programs ate 
considered irreducible. This leaves the military, the space and 
aeronautic programs and foreign aid.

The winding down of Vietnam has its builir in problems, too-— 
jobs for returning veterans, health and rehabilitation and educa­
tional opportunities. There will be savings, of course, but not as 
great as might be expected if restoration is made in our defense 
arsenal. The increases in caring for war veterans will be a con­
tinuing effort.

All taken together, bot on the foreign and domestic front new 
thinking and new approachesto old problems will dominate.TMs 
in turn will likely have the effect of greater differences ofopltw 
ion and more debate, analysis and comment that we have seeti 
in the past. At least it has the prospects of being d if  f  e  re nt. 
Change ia never accepted without these things nor should it be—
Our very system demands it.
