1/2 cup flour

1/2 cup finely crushed potato chips

1/2 cup commeal
2t salt

1/4 to 1/8 t. black pepper
3 1b, cleaned frying chicken cut into pieces

Shortening

Combine flour, potato chips, com meal, salt and pepper
in a large paper sack. Drop washed, wet pieces of chick-
en in and shake until all pieces are well coated.

Heat shortening in large frying pan, using enough short-
ening to measure about 2 inches deep when large pieces
of chicken are added to the pan. Cook meatier pieces
first, wings and gizzard last. Cook over medium high
heat until chicken begins to brown. Reduce heat, cover
pan, cook until golden all over, tuming once. Drainwell
on paper towels. Serve hot or cold with cream gravy.

" Tomato Marmalade"
8 cups peeled, and chunked tomatoes

2 medium sized oranges
4 to 5 cups sugar

(5 cups makes a very sweet marmalade)
1/2 t. each, salt, ground allspice, ginger and nutmeg
2 T. lemon juice or vinegar
Wash, drain, scald, skin, and cut tomatoes in 1/4 to 1/2
inch chunks. Cut off and discard thin yellow part of orange

peel-leaving as much of white part as possible,

Slice

oranges paper thin, cut slices into small wedges.

Drain free juice from tomatoes, don't press it out. Cook
tomatoes and oranges over moderate heat for 20 minutes,
or until tender. Add all the other ingredients and boil
rapidly, sitrring often until mixture thickens, avoid over
cooking. Mixture thickens after cooling. Quickly skim
off foam and pour hot marmalade into jars bout 1/4 inch
from top of jar. Put dome lid on jar and screw cap tight.

Dodder, a parasitic weed with
a peculair name, canspell trou-
ble for alfalfa unless it is care~
fully controlled. It shows up as
a straw=colored tangled mat of
vines would among alfalfa and
certain weeds.

Dodder can literally suck the
life out of a valuable alfalfa
crop if it is allowed to spread
unchecked. It is most often in-
troduced on a farm by contami-
nated crop seed, although it can
be spread also by combines, or
by mud or namure on animals
and farm equipment.

Dodder is a parasite, and must
live on a host plant to survive.

The emerging seedlings are root-
less and leafless with a fine yel-
low thread-like stem about one
to three inches long. The seed-
lings rotate slowly until they
find an object to vine on. If the
object is the stem of a suitable
host plant, the parasite twines
around the host and sends suckers
into it,

The seedling indirect contact
with the soil then withers and
the dodder thrives at the expen-
se of the host plant, If it failsto
reach a host plant, the seedling
will die.

After becoming attached to
the alfalfa or other host, the
dodder produces many stems in
a tangled mass and grows as
much as three inches per day.A
single plant may spread 10 feet
or more in a year,

Don'tbuy "bargain” alfalfa
seed, because it maybe con-
taminated with dodder.

This bargain seed can be ex~
tremely costly in terms of yield
loss and later control expenses.

Dodder seed that is in hay can
pass through an animal's diges-
tive tract and still germinate
later. The seed can remain via-
ble in the soil and produce seed-
lings over a prolonged period of
time, which makes control even
more difficult,

Animals fed hay that is con-
taminated with dodder should
be confined to a feedlot or the
field where the hay originated.
They can calo be put on non-
host fields where crops such as
Jcotton, com, or grain sorghum
will be grown the following
year.

- Do not spread manure suspect-
‘ed of containing dodder seed on
clean fields. Be sure to clean for

There is very little dangerof
spreading viable dodder seed if
the forage is harvested before
the parasite matures, and the al
falfa is made into alfalfa meal
silage or even fed green.

Don't let dodder grow along
irrigation ditches, because the
water may carry the seed from
field to field.

With this parasitic plant, an
ounce of prevention if literally
worth a pound of cure, Dodder
that is allowed to become es-
tablished can be controlled,but
the methods are expensive.

Any equipment that thorough-
1y stirs the surface soil and ex-
pose it to drying will give good
control on small dodder seed-
lings.

Doddercan also be controlled
by mowing or shredding the host
plant below the point where it
is attached. It is important to
control dodder before it has
time to produce seed.

Chlorpropham (CIPC) can be
applied in a granular form at
six pounds of active chemical
peracre on moist soils. This will
control the parasite for about 4
weeks. Application should be
about five days before irrigation
when the alfalfa is at least four
inches tall.

This provides shade to keep
the soil surface cool and moist,
which in tum prolongs the per-
sistance of the CIPC, The shade
also retards later emergence of
dodder, Other herbicides such
as dichlobenil (Casoron) and
DCPA (dacthal granules orwet~
table powder) are registered for
use in alfalfa grownforseed
only.

Burning is another control me-
thod that will prevent dodder
seed production, but flaming

will not kill dormant seed bus""

ied in the soil. Watch for emer
gence of the dodder seedlings
and thenstake the area so these
spots amy be identified for fol-
low-up control.

If the fields are severely in-
fested with dodder, the most ef-
fective and economical control
measure may be to rotate to a
non~host crop. The parasite will
germinate, but the plants can-
not survive in sugar beets, com,
cotton, grain sorghum, and most
vegetable crops.

Although alfalfa is a primary
host for dodder, it is by no means
the only susceptible plant. Tex-
as blueweed, a broadleaf peren-
nial, is also an excellent host
plant. Blueweed growing around
the edges of cropland should be
killed or mowed frequently.

Dodder just cannot survive and
spread if the proper host plants
are not present.
