Don't allow
stubs to remain unless absolute-
ly necessary,

If damage isextremely severe,
you may have to stub back a
branch or main trunk. Paint the
stub with a good tree wound
dressing available at any gar
den center or nursery, Do not
use house paint or similar ma=
teriais as the oils can damage
the tree's tissue. Orange shellac

ed. Within a year or two

may be used as atemporary
dressing to be followed with the
proper wound dressing within 6
weeks.

Where damage is severe, con-
tinual pruning and attention is
necessary to prevent sucker grow-
th at the end of the stub. Cor
rective pruning over a period of
years will overcome this prob-
lem.

It was a beautiful moving trib-
ute by one of the world's great-
est political philosophers, and
it was from the heart of a man
who had come to love this Coun-
try next to his own beloved
Britain.

Among
the m was Theodore Roosevelt
whodeclared; "We here in
America, hold in our hands the
hope of the world, the fate of
the coming years.
