Screwworoi Peak To Hit
If r e p o r t i n g  of screwworm 

cases is anywhere near normal, 
we believe that the second and 
third weeks of October will be 
the heaviest infestation period 
of the 1972 screwworm outbreak, 
according to Dr, M.E. Meadows, 
Jr.. who is in charge of the Screw­
worm Eradication Center at 
Mission, Texas.

In five of the past ten years, 
more cases were confirmed In 
October than in any other month 
of the year. With the exception 
of 1962— the initial yearof the 
eradication program--in every 
year when more than 400 cases 
were confirmed, October has 
been the worst month.

A gradual reduction i'n case 
numbers should begin after the 
third week of October.

Based on the history of the 
eradication program. It was ai>- 
ticipated that September and 
October would be the heaviest

m o n t h s of screwworm infesta­
tion. However, it appears that 
September will show less con­
firmed cases than August, based 
on fewer overall samples receiv­
ed.

This situation, however, is be­
lieved to reflect the generally 
poor reporting of cases by the 
livestock industry, rather than 
representing a reduction in ac­
tual cases.

It is believed that a signifi­
cant drop in cases has occurred 
Inthe overwintering area, where 
the sterile fly release rate has 
been increased to 3, 200 per 
square mile.

Additionally, the increased fly 
drop in this area and the onset 
of cold weather north of the 
drop area could result in rapid 
case r e d u c t i o n  during mid- 
November and thereafter.

A new book, Byrd Cochrain of 
Dead Man’s Comer, will be Itw 
troduced in Rotan on F r i da y ,  
October 13, when the author Val- 
arie Owens, will be at Frazier's 
Drug Store to autograph copies.

One of Boston’s largest tax­
payers, the First Church of Christ, 
Scientist, has co i^ rated  with 
the city by payii^ in advance 
more than $1.5 million inprop- 
eny taxes.

The Church, which serves as 
the international headquaners 
for the Christian Science de­
nomination. presented $1,506,- 
586 to the City on September 29, 
more than $300, 000 above what 
it paid last year.

This was the second consecu­
tive year that the Church hat 
paid property taxes in Septem­
ber w h i c h  were not due until 
November 1.

For many years the C h u r c h  
has paid taxes on all property 
which is not used for actual wor­
ship purposes. This includes the 
Christian Science Publishinq So­

ciety building, the Administra­
tion Building, and other property 
around the Christian S c i e n c e  
Center,

Donald G. Lannamann. acting 
for Church Treasurer Roy Gar­
rett Watson, presented the ad­
vance payment to the City. Last 
year, the Church paid $1,195,460  
in taxes.

Mrs. Bennie LeBleu read 
the President General's message 
and Mrs. J. R. Strayhom gave 
some very important informa­
tion on National Defense.

Mrs. C. E. Atwell. Constitution 
Week chairman, introduced Mrs, 
Jas.B.Day who gave the program 
on the Constitution of the United 
States of America. Let us re­
fresh our memories on the his­
tory concerning the Declaration 
of Independence.This document 
written by T h o m  as Jefferson, 
was prepared in two weeks. It 
was ratified after a two-day de­
bate by delegates of the Monarch 
they felt impelled to disown. The 
Declaration tied a knot that 
King and Parliament were un­
able to untie. Unlike the Con­
stitution, the Declaration has 
never been amended or chang­
ed since its adoption. The prirs- 
ciples expressed are still very 
much alive and are the essence 
of American self government to  
day. It was eleven years later 
that the Constitution was written 
and molded the thirteen colo­
nies into ONE nation and pro­
vided a standard of legal ref­
erence as the Supreme Law of 
the land, subject to amendment' 
as the need arose. The political 
theory implicit in the Constitu­
tion is that no man or set of men 
should rule the people,but that 
the governing power should rest 
in the hands of the people them­
selves through their chosen rep­
resentatives. This concept is the 
identical idea expressed in the 
Declaration of Independence, 
that the people ate sovereign 
and can only be governed by 
their own consent.

The five principles which Jef­
ferson called self-evident truths 
still have validity 196 years la­
ter.

1. That all men ate created 
equal-this concept extinguish­
ed the century old belief in the 
divine rights of Kings. It also 
means that all men, regardless 
of race, color, religion or creed, 
were created on the same plane 
and entitled to equal treatment 
under the law.

2. That all men ate endowed 
by their Creator with certain un- 
inalienable rights meaning that 
the rights with which men are 
endowed with at binh are God- 
given and cannot be transferred 
as real estate or personal prop­
erty.

3. That among these are life, 
liberty and the pursuit of happi­
ness.

4. That to secure these tights, 
governments are i n s t i t u t e d  
among men deriving their just 
powers from the consent of the 
government. There are two pil­
lars of thought here;one, that a 
govemment^exists to guarantee 
all citizens their birthright of 
life, liberty and the pursuit of 
happiness. The other, that a gov­

ernment obtains its legal powers 
from the consent of the govern­
ed, and has no other authority. 
The two pillars are implicit in 
the first ten amendments to the 
Consititut ion, which make up the 
Bill of Rights.

,7, That whenever any form of 
government becomes destruc­
tive of these ends, it is the right 
of the people to alter it or in­
stitute a new government. How­
ever, the Declaration warns that 
this right should not be treated 
lightly, as it we n t  on to say 
"prudence, indeed, will dictate 
that government long establish-

A common practice in the religious world is to use the term 
"Reverend" when addressing preachers. Where a little more 
hierarchy is involved, the term "Father" is added. Then it is the

The term " Reverend" is used only once in the English Bible 
(and then it relates to God -Psa. 111:9), and carries with it the 
meaning " awe- inspiring," An American Translation by Smith 
and Goodspeed translates the word "Terrible". So now we have 
a different twist-"Terrible Charlie Joe" or maybe "Terrible 
Father Charlie Joe", and with modem day usage of the word 
"terrible " I doubt that anyone would want that. Another ver­
sion says "fearful", so now we have "Fearful Charlie". It could 
become rather humorous if it were not so very serious.

The use of the term "Reverend" arises from and lends support 
to the unscriptural distinction between "clergy" and "laity". In 
Matthew 23 :6 -12  Jesus spoke of those who love the uppermost 
rooms, the chief seats, and to be greeted with religious titles 
that gave them distinction and tank. He then instructed His 
disciples: " But be not ye called Rabbi; for one is your teacher, 
and all ye are brethren. And call no man your father on the 
earth: for one is your Father, even he who is in heaven.Neither 
be ye called masters: for one is your master, even the Christ. 
But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant. And 
whosoever shall exalt himself shall be humbled and whosoever 
shall humble himself shall be exalted."

Jesus set forth a cardinal principle for the kingdom of God 
that is violated each time titles ate given men to distinguish 
them and set them in rank in religious matters, and He was 
hurling His divine wrath at any and every mark of preeminen­
ce that might arise among His followers. Clerical robes or of­
ficial titles rend to set one member apart from others and come 
under that indictment. To call men " Most Holy Father"," Lord 
God the Pope". "The Right Reverend", "Saint Francis", "Rev­
erend Charlie Joe", or even "Doctor" when used as a religious 
title is to violate the divine principle of Matthew 23.

There is something wrong with 
a tax system that literally taxes 
buildings into vacant lots simp­
ly because they are not as pro­
ductive as they once were.

There is something wrong with 
a tax system that will tax a cow 
(whether she makes a dollar or, 
not), but lets other farm products 
go untaxed no matter how many 
dollars they make.

There is something wrong with 
a tax system that taxes real e»̂  
tate whether it is productive or 
not. An oil well is taxed accord­

ing to production; but homes, 
farmsranches, cattle, etc. are 
taxed because they are there 
with any regard for production.

A tax based on income would 
be fair and equal to all. It would 
eliminate many of the tax prob­
lems that now exist. It would 
keep the tax rolls accurate and 
current without having to spend 
so much time and money, tr)^ 
ing to keep them up to date. It 
would eliminate hardhips on 
those whose itKome is down be­
cause of age, drought, poor busb 
ness, poor health, etc.

Taxes are needed, but they 
need to be made fait to all. 
They are neither fair nor accu^ 
rate under the present tax sys­
tem. This has become extreme­
ly noticeable to the tax payers 
of N o l a n  and parts of Fisher 
County this week. It will be 
noticeable to tax payers of the 
entire State of Texas^ if the pres­
ent trends continue. It will be 
unbearable for others.

Beef cow numbers have in­
creased substantially in Texas 
since the first of tire year, a o  
cording to figures compiled by 
the Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service.

The biggest increase in cow 
herds has occurred in South Tex­
as and in parts of East T e x a s  
and along the Red River.

Improved range conditions and 
favorable cattle prices are the 
main reasons for the expansion. 
Grazing conditions have been 
average to above average in 
many areas of the state although 
parts of Northeast Texas are
still suffering from lack of
moisture.

rhe situation is in contrast to 
last year when cow numbers in 
Texas moved down six percent. 
The drought of last year took 
its toll and breeding herds were 
thinned to avoid over-stocking 
of ranges.

Cow herds were cut back in 
most areas of the state during 
1971. Largest reductions occur­
red in the Gulf Coast area. South 
Central Texas, the Panhandle, 
and the Edwards Plateau. The 
Red River area in North Texas 
was the only region showing an 
increase in cow numbers durino 
1971.

Cow numbers have increased 
at such a rapid rate during the 
first half of 1972 that the losses 
experienced during 1971 have 
been almost entirely overcome. 
The cow herd expansion is ex­
pected to continue through the 
rest of the year, although at a 
less rapid rate.

paper week. Newspapers in the 
United States, in addition to the 
importance of the services they 
render, e m p l o  y more than 
325. 000 p e r s o n s ,  plus about 
700,000 carrier boys who deliver 
over 90 percent of the d a i l y ,  
Sunday, and weekly newspapers 
to homes.

It all began in Peking, China 
which is credited with publica­
tion of the first newspaper as 
early as the 500‘s. This paper, 
"Tsing Pao" was continued until 
1935. It was first produced from 
carved blocks, a method of print­
ing which was already hundreds 
of years old at that time.

In America the first newspaper 
published was the ” Publick Oc­
curences Both Foreign and Do- 
mestick". It was issued in Boston 
in 1690, but was suppressed after 
the first issued because of the 
editor's bold publishing. Other

newspaperwithvarying degrees 
of success, were published in 
the American Colonies. The 
"AlexandriafVa,) Gazette, pub-

lished daily since 1797, is the 
oldest continuously- published 
daily in the United States; and 
the "Virginia Gazette" of Wil­
liamsburg, founded in 1736, is 
America's oldest active weekly 
newspaper.

An indication of the importan­
ce attached to newspapers in 
our area is evidenced by the 
fact that very soon after the ot̂  
ganizationofthe County a news­
paper, the Fisher County Call, 
was published. A comprehensive 
local history of this industry is 
found in the " History of Fisher 
County" by E.L, Yates and Hoop-- 
et Shelton, 1971.

For seventy five years the 
Shelton family served F i s h e r  
County in the publishing field 
and earned the respect and af­
fection of the residents. On 
January 1,1971 the combined

Rotan Advance-Roby Star Record 
was sold to Kim Pease.
