adequate approximately four
years ago, Since that time heal-
th department officials have
been asking Roby city officials
to pass a trash collection ordi-
nance. In recent months offici-
als have been more demanding
and most recently insisted that
the ordinance be enacted.

The newly passed ordinance is
printed in its entirety in this
week'’s paper, City Mayor Ce-
cil King and councilmen Jim-
my Price and Jimmy Hayes were
quick to offertheir assistance
in making the new transition a
smooth one."We have tried ous
best to pass a trash collectian or-
dinance that everyone can live
with", said Mayor King, "We
realize that there will be some
rough spotsto iron out and ques-
tions to be answered during the
first several weeks of implemen-
tation", added the Mayor, He
remarked further by saying that
he hoped all Roby citizens would
cooperate with the City in this
undertaking and volunteered his
time and the time of the com-

missioners to answering

any

questions that might arise,
The Roby dump ground will
remain open through Tuesday,
November 7, in order for Roby

citizens to dispose of their trash
on hand and eliminate the ob-
solete trash barrels,

The City of Roby also entered
into a contract with the Cityof
Rotan to use Rotan's solid waste
disposal facilities, Roby offici~
als signed a contract with the
City of Rotan agreeing to ab-
sorb one~ fourth of the cost of
maintaining the Rotan dump
ground. Roby will pay $1,200
per year which has been com-
puted to be approximately one~
fourth of the total cost, If this
figure is determined to be high

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Waite Finch ...
~ Has Seen Two Court Houses Torn Down

"Ihave seentwo Fisher County
Court Houses being torn down
and watched the laying of the
Corner Stone of this one, " The
observation was made by Mr,
Waite Finch who hasbeen visit-
ing with his daughters, Mrs, Dave
Klepper and Mrs, J. C, McCul-
lough, and their families in
Rotan.

Mr, Finchrecalls watching the
previous court house being de-
molished atthe same site when
he was "just a boy”. He also
said, "The inside bricks of this
one were made in the oldbrick
kiln on Cottonwood Creek near
Roby. I have been there many
times, but don't think there is
any evidence to show its loca-
tion now",

Waite Finch's parents, Frank
and Cynthia Jane ( Phillips) Finch
moved from Lamar County in
1889 and settled five miles west
of Roby, His father was born in
Decatur County, Tennessee, and
came with his parents to Texas
when he was three years old, Our
subject was born in Fisher Coun-
ty in 1894,

In reminiscing about his boy-
hood days, Mr, Finch said, "My
education began at a little
school house on the old Snyder
road about where Tommy Helm$
house is now.It wascalled Chick-
en Foot School and the few stu-
dents that attended satonbench-
es, After that, I went to Center-
ville and then to Roby, It rained
and snowed here a lot more in
those days, but we walked right
onthrough the mud or snow.We'd
wrap tow sacks around our feet
and legs and tie them on with
binder twine, take them off when
we got to schooland replace
them to go home in the after-
noon, New,children can't walk
a block to school”.

In speaking ot the place where
Frank Finch settled with  his
family in 1889, Mr, Finch said,
"They bought the land for fifty
cents per acre, It would now sell
for several hundred dollars.Dad

planted one- half of his farm in
wheat and oats and the balance
in other feed and cotton and
always planted by the sign of
the moon, He had twenty-six
bee hives;1liked to work with
them. Bees are smart-they know
a lot. Each frame held 5 pounds
of honey which we cut  into
squares and sold, comb and all,
at "two-bits" a pound, The chunk
honey brought fifteencents.We
used lots of it at home, and we
all loved honey,

" After harvest each year we
would take our wheat to Stam-
ford and get it ground. We'd
have enough flour and bran to
last all the next year, In the
winter Dad would kill a beef,
hand it up in a mesquite. tree
in the back yard, and it would
keep until we ate it up, Nothing
bothered it. We also had ham,
red gravy and biscuits, You can't
get ham like that any more,

"Cattle ranon the free range.
In the fall there was a big round-
up and each one cut out his
own stock and branded them,

Buyers came through and bought
the cattle;I canremember that
Dad once old a big fat cow for
$7.00. Once a Trail Drive went
up the old Snyder road

which

was only about a mile from us.
They had 25,000 head, We
could hear their whips popping
all the way to our house,

"1 recall when the railroad
came to Rotan. There was only
one house here, It was one and
a half stories and was located
right across the street from the
old Farmers Gin. My mother
sold butter there andto the rail-
road crew, and my brother and I
delivered it. The crew lived in
tents south of where the town
now is, An epidemic of smalk
pox broke out and they died like
flies",

"There were no fences nor
roads in those days, and no signs
to direct you, We'd just follow
a cow trail to Sweetwater, for
instance, spend the night inthe
Wagon Yard, and go back home
the next day. I rememberwhen
Sweetwater was no bigger than
Roby now is, Once a year we
went to Colorado City to get
salt for curing meat,We'd leave
at 3 or4 A. M., stay overnight
at the Wagon Yard, get our pro-
visions early next morning and
come home that night,

"Out first buggy was from

Colorado City,My mother raised
ninety-nine turkeys, They haul-
ed them over there and traded
them for the buggy.

'For fun, the children made
their own toys. I made little
wagons. Also, we would go hunt-
ing-~mostly for jack rabbits and
rattle snakes, There were lots
of blue quail to hunt, too. We'd
find lots of buffalo skulls at
first, but they were soon all pick=
ed up, Then there were ice cream
suppers and parties where we'd
play snap and games like that.
Bed and Pillow Mountain, and
it really looks like that, was
about a mile and half or two
miles away. We'd go there and
playall day and do without dip=

ner, "

There have been some changes
in Fisher County since Waite
Finch was aboy. Hisrecollec-
tions help us to relive the days
when courageous men and wo-
men were willing to face the
challenges of a new frontier,to
establish homes, and to  build
the communities which we now
take for granted, He gives us
a lesson in history which en-
ables us to understand that
“once upon a time" early his-
tory of Fisher County.

SECTION 1. The Accumulation of waste , refuse, trash, rubbish
and other deleterious substances on the premises of private resi-
dences, commercial institutions, vacant lots and in streets and
alleys constitutes a public menace and nuisance and greatly;in-
creases the danger of the spread of infections, contagious  and
epidemic diseases, and it is imperative and urgent for the preser
vation of health, safety, sanitation, peace and public welfare that
proper and adequate regulations be adopted to require property
owners, tenants, occupants or lessees to secure containers  and
receptacles of sufficient size and material in which to deposit
garbate, trash and rubbish for collections and removal at regular
intervals.

SECTION 2. Garbage, trash, rubbish, refuse defined, The term
"garbage" as used in the ordinance shall be held to mean all
animal and vegetable matter, such as waster material and refuse
from kitches, residences, grocery stores, drug stores, butcher shops,
restaurants, cafes, hotels, rooming and boarding houses and other
deleterious substances,

The term "trash” as used in this ordinance shall mean
and refuse material such as feathers, coffee grounds, paper of all
kinds, boxes, barrels, crates, grass, weeds, shrubs, yard cleanings,

waste

grass clippings, leaves, tree trimmings and sweeping from sidewalks,

The term "rubbish” as used in this ordinance shall mean waste
and refuse material such as tin cans, bottles, glass, rags, rubber,
pieces of wood, scraps of iron, tin, wire and other metals,

The term “refuse " as used in this ordinance shall be held to
mean all substances included inthe terms " garbage”,"trash", and
"rubbish”,

SECTION 3. Garbage Cans and Trash Receptacles Required.
That every owner, occupant, tenant or lessee using oroccupying
and building, house or structure within the Corporate limits of
the City of Roby, Texas, for res“idences. churches, shools, colleges,
lodges, commercial business or other purposes shall provide and
maintain garbage cans or receptacles of sufficient number and
size, as hereinafter specified, to hold the garbage, trash and rub-
bish that will normally accumulate on the premises,

SECTION 4,Garbage, Trash and Rubbish Can Size and Construc-
tion,

Every owner,occupant, tenant or lessee whall provide a container
or conratnersfor-garbage and rubbish of not less thanfive(5) nor
more thar(20) gallon capacity, constructed of metal withatight
fitting metal 1id.

SECTION 5. Construction

Garbage containers that have deteriorated to the extent of hav-
ing jagged or sharp edges capable of causing injury to the garbage
collectors or others whose duty it is to handle the container, or
to such an extent that the lids will not fit tightly or securely, will
be condemnedby the City of Roby, acting through the Superintend-
ent of Garbage Department or by the Health Department,

SECTION 6. I'ids or Covers to be Kept on Cans or Containers.

The lids or covers of all containers shall at all times be kept
secure and fastened to that cats, dogs, rodents, flies and other in-
sects Mmay-not have access to the contents-thereofandsald  lids
and covers shallonly be removed while the containers and re-
ceptacles are being filled or emptied as the case may be,

SECTION 1, Location of Containers,
In residenttat-areas; receptacies-asrequired-shall-be ptacedin=

side of the property line at the edge of the alley where there is
no alley fence, and where there is an alley fence the receptacle
or receptacles must be placed against the outside of the fence.
Where there is no alley, the receptacle or receptacles must be
placed in front of said property between the sidewalk and curb

at a place most accessible to the collectors, Under no conditions
will City vehicles or Employees be allowed to enter private prop-
erty for the purpose of picking up garbage.

SECTION 8. Business Establishments

Business establishments which have wet garbage are required to
use the same type of container as for residences and such contain-
ers shall be placed in the alleys where there is an alley and
where there is no alley, containers must be placed on or near the
curb line of such place of business, Business establishments hav-
ing such quantities of waste paper to make use of barrels imprac-
ticable are required to prepare waste paper in containers easily
accessible to the garbage collector,

SECTION 9. Requirements on Weight and Length of Units

The total weight of each garbage can and contents of each trash

and rubbish receptacle and contents shall not exceed seventy-five
(75) pounds so that each can or receptacle may be removed con-
veniently; in the event trash and rubbish is of such a nature that
it cannot be put in the receptacle, it shall be carefully prepared
in units or pieces under seventy- five (75) pounds in weight and
and placed at such point as the representative of the City shall
find and designate to be the most accessible for collecting and
removing. Tree limbs, shrubs and hedge cutting shall not exceed
five (5) feet in length and shall be prepared in pieces or  units
under seventy- five (75) pounds in weight and placed in an order-
ly manner at such point as.the representative of the City  shall
find and designate to be the most accessible for collecting and
removing,

SECTION 10. Burning of Trash or Garbage

It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to burn trash or
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SECTION 11, Charges of Trash or Garbage
The collections and removal of garbage, trash and rubbish from
houses, buildings and premises used for residential purposes shall
be once each week, Fair and reasonable charges for this residen-
tial service shall be and are shown in terms of dollars and cents
in a column for a calendar month as follows:
Single Family Residence $2. 50
2 Family Dwelling (2 accounts) $5. 00
The basis of the above service charge is the collection and re-

moval of the normal accumulation of all garbage of each fami-

ly unit once each week, and the collection and removal of the

maximum of eight (8) cubic feet or the volume of two (2) twen=
ty (20) gallons cans or receptacles or trash and rubbish once each
week.

SECTION 12, Charges for Commercial and Business Service,

The collections and removal of garbage, trash and rubbish from
houses, buildings and premises used for commercial and business
purposes shall be daily, five days eachweek, Charges for this com=
mercial and business service, which are fair and reasonable shall
be a minimum of $3, 00 per month,

The basis of the service charge will be on the number of col=
lections each week and the cubic yardage of such garbage, trash
and rubbish,

The representative of the City shall determine the cubic yard
age of garbage, trash and rubbish and the service charge, which
shall be approved by the City Manager,

SECTION 13, Wet Garbage

All garbage or trashand rubbish that is mixed with water orlig-
uids shall be drained before being put in the can or receptacle, Al
garbage, which has been drained shall be well wrapped in paper
or other combustible material before being deposited in can.
