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HOBBS BOARD COULD HIRE SUPER OH FRIDAY
A total of 23 applicants,some 

from as far away as Riverside, 
California, submitted written 
application for tlie position of 
Superintendent at the Hobbs  
School.

All of the more than ninety 
guests in attendance at the Hob­
bs School Board meeting last 
Friday listened attentively as 
Hobbs Board President, Harvie L. 
Davis, opened the meeting and 
explained the "ground rules"em­

phasizing that he did not want 
tlie m e e t i n g to turn into a 
"name calling or debate' session.

Before the meeting was open­
ed to questions from the audien­
ce, Superintendent E.G. Perkins 
recapped tie  activities leading 
up to the meeting and Informed 
visitors and school board mem­
bers of a petition that was cir­
culated. signed by approximate­
ly 169 Hobbs residents,that pro­
tested the appointment of Ru­

dolph Martinez to the board of 
trustees. Perkins stated that he 
was protesting on "behalf of the 
school".

Harvie Davis read a letter 
from a lawyer ( Mr. Criggs of 
Sweetwater) hired by E. G. Per­
kins that contended the action 
of the board was invalid be­
cause of the meeting not being 
posted properly with the Fisher 
County Clerk. The board presi­
dent then read a letter from

an anttomey hired by Rudolph 
Martinez that pointed out ac­
cording to Section 6252-17 of 
VATS Revised Civil Statutes of 
Texas (Part 2 A) the Hobbs Trus­
tees were within their rights to 
full the vacancy with Martinez 
and that tlie appointment was 
valid.

Davis next fielded tire first of 
several questions from the floor, 
this one coming from IXrrothy 
Martin of the Hobbs Communi­

ty. poncetning the specific rea­
sons,for not extending the cort- 
tract of Superintendent E, G. 
Petkins.

fDavis attempted to explain 
th e  matter by explaining that if 
he worked for a man he would 
be expected to carry out in- 
sttuctioas, either in writing or 
nurually understood, and if he 
didn't, his superior could either 
cut bis salary, fire him or not 
renew his contract.

Davis indir ated tliat after 3 
months as P r e s i d e n t  of the 
School Board he is still not le­
gally authorized to sign checks. 
Superintendent Perkins remark­
ed that all Davis had to do was 
sign the bank autliorizationcard 

The next question cam e from 
Clyde South who indicated that 
he has resided in the s c h o o l  
district for 40 years and asked. 
"If we are 98')̂ ' for Perkins,why 
can't we have him for Superirr-

tendent ’ It was some time 
before Davis got around to mak­
ing an attempt to answer Mr, 
South'squestion as several state­
ments were thrown out at rai> 
dom concerning past practices. 
The matter of a tennis court 
being constructed by Superin­
tendent Iterkins was raised. Per­
kins remarked that lie had in­
structions to proceed with the 
construction.

Per­
kins remarked that after he fil­
ed the individual, Davis had 
second thoughts and remarked 
that possibly the man was owed 
back wages and that possibly he 
was going to bring suit.

When Perkins fired his former 
secretary lie indicated that he 
do so on advise from his lawyer.

He explained the set­
ting of tlie salary as agreeing to 
pay Mrs. Porter the same montli- 
ly salary as was being paid the 
former secretary for tlie remain­
der of the term.

Davis remarked that "His( Per­
kins) relationship with the fac­
ulty is not desirable and that 
tlie school is falling to pot in 
spite of all we can do".

serving the peanut producing 
area o f Erath and C o m a n c h e  
Counties. The FW&D purchase 
of the Rotan line will not af­
fect the Dublin-Gorman seg­

ment. k n o w n  as the "Peanut , 
Line", which Will continue un- ’ 
der Texas Central operation.

The FW&D official delegation 
at the Rotan meeting was head­
ed by its president, Paul F.Cruik- 
shank of Fort Worth. The Texas

Central party included Melvin 
E. Shell, fwesident, and Terry E. 
Shell, executive vice president, 
both of Dublin.

In announcing the pu r e  bas e ,  
Cruikshank s t a t e d  that the 
FW&D plans to upgrade the track 
structure of the Stamford-Rotan 
line to permit faster train ope^ 
ation, with improved service to 
shippers. He also indicated the

eight Texas Central employes 
on the line will be retained by 
FW&D.

The Fort Worth and Denver, a 
subsidiary of Burlington North­
ern In c ., will observe Its cen­
tennial in May. It was incorpor­
ated as Fort Worth and Denver 
City Railway Company by an 
act of the Texas Legislature on 
May 26 ,1873 .

In l isher (Mumy the name! .
J. Dalton is almost svmonymoiis 
with the word education'. llis 

dedicated serv ice to the schools 
of the county spans a period of 
fifty-three years, for twenty- 
five years he was a teacher or 
administrator. Twenty- e i g h t  
years were s p e n t  as tmiinty 
School Superintendent.

Mr. Dalton says, ' My teaching 
career began at Dorras School.) 
also called ('actus ITat. Itauglit 
my first year there in 1904-190-') 
at a salary of ?40. 00 per month 
for five montlis. Board. room 
and washing cost $10.00 each 
montluln 190-5-190(3 tlie monthly 
salarywas increased to $-50. 00- 
butthe term was only 4 montlis. 
Living expenses remained the 
same.

"Since the school building was 
located just over the Stonewall- 
Kislier line it cam e under the 
jurisdiction of Stonewall Couit-

ty. The majority of pupils re­
sided in l islter. 1 liad to ride to 
Aspermont to cash my pay vou­
chers. In order to make the long 
trek to the Stonewall fmuntyseat 
it was necessary to leave at 
2 00 a. m.

In 1909 the people on tlie 
Fisher (bounty side of tlie line 
built a new building and t ailed 
it Dorras. Tlic original IXirras 
once again became known as 
f:actiis Flat. The first school- 
according to early residents, was 
held in 1896-97 with Mr. Jeff 
Gatlin as teacher.

"cither teaching positions irr- 
cluded tlu-ee years at Sylve.ster. 
two at IXiwell. one at Capitola, 
and seventeen at RotarulnRotan 
1 was High School ITlncipal for 
ten years and Superintendent for 
seven years'.

I lk’ as.semblcd data includes, 
a brief history of the school in 
so far as information was avail­
able. notes tlK- sclwol districts 
now i n c l u d e d  in tiic sun iving 
scliools and pertinent recollec­
tions of early residents. It is 
noted that information regarding 
tcac’liers and trustees is not avail­
able before I8b9 altliougli it is 
known that several schools were 
in operation prior to that date.

"O f tile seventy-rliree schools 
named in Eishet County records 
only four remain today . Mr. 
Dalton states. "Tliese are Ikibbs, 
Me’tiaulley.Roby and Rotan,Defi­
nite daTb of the first Roby si-hool 
is not on record, but it must 
have been as early as 188-5- 86. 
perhaps earlier. In a sliort his­
tory of the school it is said that 
the first school building inRoby 
was a thirty-by-fo’Ty foot struc­
ture which was used also for 
church and other community 
activities until September 1886, 
when the courthouse was com­
pleted and used for activities 
other than scfiool, J. 11. Gee is 
said to have taught the first 
school In Roby, Tliethlrty-by- 
forty foot structure was moved 
to Cla)'tonville in 1888 for that 
community's first school, and 
Roby erected a larger building.

” The first school in tlie Hobbs 
District was called Buffalo, It 
was in a tent on Buffalo Creek 
south of the old Hobbs stores. 
The first teacher was Mrs. Eu­
genia Hanks, a sister of Mr. W. 
C. Martin who was later County 
Judge and County .Scliool Super­
intendent. Tills scliool opened 
in 1887.

""With tlie coming of the Ori­
ent Railroad in 1904, McCaulley 
had its first school. It used tlie 
Woods Chapel which w,is tlie 
first school erected in the Coun­
ty. Woods Chapel had been built 
in 1883 or 1884 some five or 
six miles soutlieast of what 
later became McCaulley.

"In 1907, when the M .K.&T, 
Railmnd built a line Into Reran, 
two school districts. Alright and 
White Flat, consolidated to

form Ilk town's first schoo.Tlie 
buildings of tliese two districts 
and one or two new ones were 
placed on the hillside where the 
first liriek building was erected 
in 1909 at a cost of $18,000.00 
plus $;i. 000.00 lor tlie Iwatiiig 
plant, hi --(oh' v rooms seats for 
tlie children were made of 12- 
im.li lumber.'l'lic a r c h i t e c t s  
seemingly sought tlie liigliest, 
rockiest spot in the town, which 
Incidentally iiK-reased loc.il 
slioe sales considerably. Too. 
tlie building contained tlirce 
large halls, big enough for four 
or five cla.ssrooiiis. The three 
entrances contained tall.lieavy
pillars for ornamentation--------
another waste",

Mr. Dalton, who spient many 
hours researching and assemb­
ling information on the schools 
of Fisher County, it to be com­

mended fot his contribution to 
tlie preservation of this segment 
of our local leritage.lt is hoped 
that the entire manuscript will 
be published in tlie future.

Mr. Dalton's concern for 
children and youth of the coun­
ty did not end with the elas.‘>- 
room. For many years he devot­
ed much time to work with Boy 
Scouts. His pioneering work in 
reading improvement programs 
d u r i n g  his years as County 
Scliool Superintendent went far 
beyond tlie ca ll of duty. His 
loyalty to his church. First Bap­
tist Church of Rotan, is based on 
a deep and abiding Christian 
faitlu He loves his fellow man, 
and is never heard to speak a 
harsh word against anyone.

Mr. and Mrs. Dalton have two 
daughters, Mrs. Oddis Brown of 
Roby and Mrs. Roger Eaton of 
Sweetwater; three grandcliildien 
and three great-grandchildren. 
Schcxil teaching seems to run 
in the family. Although Mr. 
Dalton and Mrs. Dalton ate re­
tired, both daughters are teach­
ers; and grandsoa Jay Brown and 
his wife also teach.

Among tangible recognitions 
of Mr. Dalton's long service in 
the area were honors bestowed 
by the two groups that he loved ‘ 
best— Boy Scouts and Students.

Mrs. Mary Louetta Jones Smith 

died on February 20 in an Aus­
tin hospital. Bom of D a l l a s  
County, Missouri and McLennon 
County, Texas pioneers, she 
died at the age of 98 years and 
18 days.

Her death represents the end 
of a historic era. Coming to 
Texas In August of 1875 in ox­
en and mule drawn wagons to 
the Ross Community 12 miles 
north of Waco, her father, Solo­
mon Bramlet Jones, entered the 
mercantile business in Ross and 
West, where he was a cotton 
b r o k e t  and financed farmer's- 
crops from planting to harvest 
tim e. On the trip to T e x a s ,  
which consumed 30 days, Indi­
ans were encountered aloi^ the 
ttmte. however, they met with no 
real danger, only inconvenienpe 
at times when Mr. Jones refused 
to pay tolls demanded by the 
Indians at river crossings. He 
merely went up or down the 
streams and found his own cros­
sing. He retired at West in 1917.

Mrs. Smith witnessed the con­
struction of the Katy Railroad, 
the "Old Dallas Road, and the 
Dallas-Waco Electric Intemrb- 
an" through her father's farm. 
In 1896, at a distance of ap­
proximately 1 mile, she watched 
from the second story porch of 
her father's home the senstaion 
al Katy planned "Great Train 
Wreck". While she was afraid 
to have a close-up view of the 
wreck, her husgand, James Mc­
Donald Smith, supplied grain 
and fodder to many horses and 
mules that brought hundreds of 
curious people to the scene of 
the wreck.
