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~ Loss Of Money Cited As Reason......
CALLAN HOSPITAL TO CLOSE ON JANUARY IST

Rumors to the effect that the
Callan Hospital was going 1o
close have been popping up
periodically for the last  two
years,

Those rumors are now a mat-

ter of fact, The Callan Hospital
will not remain open under
current plans past Dec ber 31
1973.

Dr. C.M.Callan, .Beunie Le
Bleu and Dr. C, U, Callan told
members of the Fisher County
Hospital District that because
of financial problems they are
going to do one of two things

in the very near future.

First, they would like to lease
the hospital to the committee
for $1,800 a vear.This financial
figurereprese nts the approxi-
mate tax on the hospital. They
would like to sell the hospital
equipment tothe committee for
$100,00 and turn the operation
of Callan Hospital over to the
Fisher County Hospital District.

The second thing is contingent
upon a decision by the commit-
tee concerning the first propos-
al. If the committee decides not
to accept their proposal, they
(the doctors) will cease opera-
tion of the Callan Hospital on
December 31, 1973,

Three of the four doctors as-
sociated with Callan Hospital
were present. Dr.J, Frank Johnson
was unable to attend because of
illness.Norman Amett, attorney,
representing the doctors, was

present, as was Bart Strayhor

who was standing in for the hos-
pital Business Manager to  an-
swer questions concerning finan-
cial matters, Others present at
the meeting last Monday night
Wendell
Morrow, Dave Williams, Kermit

were board members

Terry, and Ralph Ammons. The
only director not present  was
Allan Houston. Fisher ounty

Commissioner Wayne Porter and
Hospital District Financial Ad-
visor Gene Vinyard were
present.

Dr.Maurice Callaustated, “our
problem is finances, we(the
doctors) feel that it is time for
us, as individuals, to stop subsi-
dizing the operation of the
hospital, It's not (the hospital)
making money and at very best
it looks like the new hospital is
two, three or four years off and
we don't feel like we can stay
in business that long".

Constant demands by inspec-
tors with the government's
Health, Education and Welfare
Department have caused the
doctors to make costly repairs
and alterations to the hospital
over the past few years. Dr. C.
U. Callan explained that most
recently the doctors installed a
sprinkler system in the hospital

In response to a question from
Hospital Board President Ralph
Ammons concerning his feel-
ings on the matter, Bart Stray-
horn said, "1 can see the doctor's
side of it because I know what
they have 10 come up with ( fi-
nancially) each year".

“really started costing them (the
doctors) money the last three or
four years", but it's something I
feel like we need".

Ammons asked S:rayhorn how
much money the hospital was
losing, or how much it would
take to make the hospital break
even, Strayhorn indicated that
he felt it would be in the range
of $20, 000 to $25, 000 a year.
He qualified the statement by
indicating that some of the dol-
lars represented in that figure
were ones caused by Medicare
demands such as the sprinkler
system, etc.

Ammons pointed out that if
they did take over operations
(assuming the board approved
the lease) that they would not
have any money from taxes un-
til October 1974. "Mr, Arnett,
can we borrow money?" asked
Ammons, "1 think so”, replied

ON THE BALLOT
(S.J.R.8)

Article III, Sections 5, 24
and 49a and Article VIII,
Section 6 of the Texas Con
stitution are amended to:

Provide for regular
annual sessions of the Leg-
islature. The regular session
in each odd-numbered year
would be for a period not to
exceed 180 days.
