The urgency of the fuel ener­
gy crisis compels the request of 
a one-week advancement of 
previous suggested dates for 
domestic mail and a two-week 
advancement for foreign mail.

The requested rime for post­
ing domestic first-class Christ­
mas mail is December 8 rather 
tlian December 15, as previous­
ly announced. Domestic sur̂  
face parcels, should be mailed 
by December 3, Instead of De­
cember 10.

Aimiail parcels and letters 
within the United States (ex­
cept Alaska and Hawaii) should 
now be posted no later than 
December 15 rather than De­
cember 21. To Alaska and Ha­
waii, mail by December 13th, 
rather than December 20.

The seriousness of the fuel 
shortage to the Postal Service is 
underlined by the fact that in 
addition to the fuel consumed 
by commercial air carriers, the

IfiH

Postal Service requires approxi­
mately 350- million gallons of 
fuel to travel 2 .2 5 billion miles 
delivering the 90-billion pieces 
of mall that flow through tlie 
system each year. The require­
ment for tlie month of Decem­
ber alone is 4 5 -million gallons.

Public cooperation on meet­
ing these new, a d v a n c e  mall 
early d a t e s  is needed to help 
complete all Christmas delivei- 
ies.

Altogether, there will be ap­
proximately 900 voting dele­

About a month ago there appeared in a i^wspaper published In 
a city  fot far from Rotan a long editorial copied from a paper 
printed In another state. This editorial lamented the fact that 
much of traditional morality has vanished from our national life . 
"What happened?" was the question." How did tills come about?" 
When I read this long editorial 1 was struck quite forcefully that 
not once was God mentioned or even aluded to. 1 submit that 
tills is the very crux of the problem. This is the answer the ed­
itorial was seeking. And this is what seems to have escaped the 
editor completely.

The old morality whose passing was so much regretted by the 
editorial was based completely on b elief in the existence of a 
Supreme Lawgiver who holds men to give an account of their 
lives. Witliout this belief in God morality has no real foundation 
Whithout this b elief In God morality Is man-made. Without this 
b elief in a Supreme Lawgiver all morality is ultimately reduced 
to what each individual man wants morality to be or what he 
can get away with.

Furthermore, I submit, this b elief in God must be belief in a 
personal God, not in an impersonal "thing'' such as the most' 
fundamental form of energy from which everytlilng else emanated, 
or however one might wish to describe this "god". If God were 
only some kind of fundamental or primeval "stuff" then It can 
be manipulated and "used" by any being intelligent enough to 
master It, just as we use electricity  and atomic energy for our 
own purpose. And In that case we have man again as supreme and 
not accountable to anyone (unless he gets caught). And when I 
say there must be a b elief In a personal God 1 mean a God who 
is above all, but who "knows all that is in man's heart", is inter­
ested In every man and loves all men. If God Is not a p>erson He 
cannot know whether we are doing right or worng. If there Is no 
heaven or hell there is no sanction for law, no way to enforce 
law, no real law at all.

To regret the passage of traditional morality is a good thing, 
but it we sincerely seek to bring it back we must be willing to 
go all the way and find its very foundation; a clear b elief in 
the existence of a supreme, personal Being, and lev.’[;Iver, who 
holds man to give an account of his life .

In the most beautiful section 
of Washington, D. C. the Na­
tional DARchose as the location 
for tlieir property. It covers an 
entire block. This is the larg­
est group of buildings owned 
exclusively by women in the 
world. The oldest of these is 
Memorial Constitution Hall 
which houses the DAR Library 
and twentyweighi i  rate Rooms. 
The gavel used by President 
George Washington at the lay­
ing of t ie  cornerstone of the 
United States Capital in 1793 
was used in laying the corner­
stone of this building in 1904.

The largest undertaking of 
the Society for marking of a 
historical spot was Memorial 
Bell Tower at Valley Forge at 
the cost of half million dollars. 
The Tower tiouses a carillon of 
56 bells and is consecrated to 
" T ie  Glory of God and the me­
mory of American Heroes".

Probably tlie second largest 
historical undertaking will be 
the present DAR Bicentennial 
Project, the restoration of In­
dependence Hall in Philadelph­
ia at an approximate cost of 
$193,000.00.

Tlie active work of tlx: socie­
ty is carried out through a num­
ber of committees: American 
History! American Indiana, Citi­
zenship. Library, National D&- 
fense. Museum, Children Ameri­
can Revolution. Schools. Vete ran 
Patients.GenealogIcal Records. 

Motion Pic­
tures, Etc.

November has been designat­
ed as ' Food and Fiber Appreci­
ation Montli"--a time to pay 
tribute to t ie  great agricultural 
Industry in Texas for the high 
quality food and fiber products 
available to consumers.

American society began in 
tal settings. This lias long since 
changed. Texas has kept pace 
with otlier sectors of tlie nation 
in tl>e accelerated movement 
of people from rural to urban 
areas. In 1350 approximately 
96 of every 100 Texans resided 
in r u r a l  environs. As late as 
1940 55 per cent of the persons 
in our state were in rural area& 
At present 80 out of every 100 
live in cities.

For too many years p e o p l e  
have taken for granted an abun­
dance of agricultural products 
and low food prices. Headlines, 
news broadcasts, and featured 
stories, with threats of shottF 
ages becoming teality, liave re­
kindled an appreciation for the 
everyday miracle of feeding 
the nation's citizenry.

Modern agriculture no longer 
is limited to farming and ran­
ching. It encompasses agriculr 
tural production, but it also 
includes supply and service ii> 
dustries that aid producers with 
fertilizers, seed, macliinery,ma> 
kering and distribution. It et>- 
gulfs the entire complex re­
quired to move goods from pro­
ducers to consumers.

Texas annually ranks third in 
total agricultural cash receipts, 
leading in production of cot­
ton, grain sorghums, and rice. In 
livestock. Texas leads in pro­
duction of sheep and wool, goats 
and mohair, and all cattle.Fislw 
et County can boast of some of 
the best farms and ranches in 
the state, attd some of the most 
outstanding farmers and ranclt- 
ers.

At a glance, Texas agriculture 
consists of 209,000 farms and 
ranches which contain 142 mil­
lion acres. In 1972, 275, 000 
farm workers gave 440 million 
man- hours of labor. In carry­
ing on their operations Texas

farmers and rancliers spent $3r 
j;92 million for operational ex­
penses. From tltese endeavors, 
tliey sold some $3, 934 million 
in total products. About 40 mil­
lion tons of products are liauled 
from Texas farms and ranches 
each year. T ie  marketing sys­
tem in Texas has the equivalent 
of one million fult- time work­
ers who added $5.5 billion in 
value to the agricultural foods 
and fibers.

Because Texas is one of t ie  
leading agricultural states, pro­
duction and distribution of food 
and fiber by Texans is vital not

only for Texas consumers, but 
for all Americans and consunw 
ers around rl>e world. People 
engaged in the overall agri­
business industry continue to 
be the backboie of this country 
as tliey provide what is so often 
taken for granted--high quali­
ty food and fiber products.

November is a month steeped 
in tradition, a tim e of harvest­
ing and a tim e for thanksgiving. 
As we come to tlie close of No­
vember 1973, what better time 
to say "Thank You" to tlie Fish­
er Countians who help to carry 
on the great agricultural indua-

iry of Texas that makes high 
quality products available to 
cousuiners.Tlieydeserve a great 
deal o f credit for tlie everyday 
mirace of feeding and clothing 
the people of tliis state and na­
tion.

Home Lumber Company One Of 
Original 1907 Pioneer Businesses

Home Lumber Company, one 
of the two original businesses 
still in operation in Rotan, is 
owned and managed by Mr.and 
Mrs. iL G. Thompson. The busi­
ness was established by the late 
J. C. Gray when the town was 
founded in 1907, and lumber 
was put on the ground before the 
erection of buildings in the 
newly designated town. At the 
opening the l u m b e r  company 
hauled materials from McCaul- 
ley by the late W. A. McKinney 
Dray Lines. The business has 
continued at the same location 
and the original office building 
was still in existence In 1950.

In 1944 M. D. Ivey and the 
late H. L. Davis purchased the 
lumber company from the Gray 
estate and the name was chan­
ged, to Home Lumber Company. 
H. Thompson joined the firm 
in the fall of 1945 as assistant 
manager. An extensive re­
modeling program in 1951 re­
sulted in one of the most mod­
em lumber yards In West Texas.

Pioneering didn't end for the 
lumber c o m p a n y  in 1907.

Throughout the intervening 
years the owneis have continu­
ed to pioneer in areas that 
contribute to the developmeni 
of the community and to theli> 
terests of the residents. Home 
Lumber Company initiated the 
first retail television in Rotan 
even before the area statloris 
were in operation.In the spring 
of 1953 S .J .  Hamm was em­
ployed as electronic service 
engineer. Red Bennett hasbeen 
with the firm for a number of 
years.

In 1944 when the owners of 
Home Lumber Compnay took 
over the business only lumber, 
and a limited amount of hard­
ware, was carried. Additional 
hardware, plumbing, and build­
ing supplies were added so that 
the firm could furnish every­
thing needed for all types of 
building. They also feature floor 
coverings, wall paper, paints 
and many other items for the 
home or business.
