C. L. Thomas, State AAA Com-
mitteeman and W. B. Dryden, Dis-
trict field man held a meeting of
all the Communiyy and County
Committeemen in the County AAA
office Wednesday, March 13. The
Agricultural Conservation program
and crop insurance program were
among matters discussed pertain-
ing to the various farm activities

for 1946.
Four thousand {wo hundred
head of cattle sold for slaughter

during the latter part of 1945 and
the first two months of 1946. Pay-
ments amounting to  $22,062.07
were made on the cattle sold. Pro-
ducers selling cattle for slaughter
must submit sales’ receipts and
make application for payment at
the AAA office within 60 days
from date of sale in order to re-
ceive the beef subsidy payment.
Dairy subsidy paymenys for milk
and butterfat produced and sold
during January, February and
March will be made during the
month of April. The payment
rates are 17 cents per pound of
butterfat and 70 cents per hundred
weight of whole milk. Producers
will have until May 30 to file their
applications in the County AAA
Office. Five hundred and thirty-
five dollars in dairy payments were
made the last two quarters of 1945.

According to information re-
ported vo the AAA office by pro-
ducers of Sherman County, there

were 120,092 acres of wheat seeded
for harvest in 1945 with an aver-
age production of 8.5 bushels per
acre or a total production of
1,019,594 bushels.

Pork Set-Aside
Reinstated

In quick succession the U. S. De-
parcment of Agriculture reinstated
Set-aside of federally inspected
pork to help assure procurement of
food for meeting critical needs a-
broad, and then increased the a-
mount first designated. At the
same time the se-aside of lard re-
quired of federally-inspected pack-
ers was increased from three and
one-half per cent of the live
weight of hogs to five per ceni.

The original order, effective
February 10, required federally in-
spected meat packers to set aside
for government purchase seven
and one-half per ceny of the live
weight of hogs slaughtered week-
ly. This order was quickly amend-
ed increasing the set-aside to 10
per cent beginning February 17. No

set-aside provisions on pork and
pork products had been in effect
since September 2, 1945.

According to a statement from

‘he Production and Marketing Ad_
ministration received by the A. and

M. College Extension Service, the
set-aside apgplies to 37 states, in_
cluding Texas Ten southern

states, including Louisiana, along
with West Virginia, were exempi-
ed because production of pork and
lard in federally-inspected plants
is small in those states. It was
considered - necessary, the statement
said, vo exempt such federally in-
spected packers to provide an
equitable distribution of pork and
lard to consumers in the 11 states.

The actions which took the form
of amendtmeni® to War Food Or-
der 75.3, were designed to assist
measures asked by the President
on February 6 to meet urgent for-
eign needs, by helping fulfill allo-
cations of meat and lard for ex-
ports and shipmeni® in the first
quarter of 1946. Iy was explained
that it is the policy of the depart-
ment to make heaviest purchases
of pork and lard during the period
of heavy production. Marketing of
hogs currently is at peak.

FARM LAND ;
MAY RETAIN
PRICE LEVEL

Appearances do not suggest thaf

a decline in the prices of Texas
farm land is in the offing. Ac-
cordingly, says Tyrus R. Timm,

economist in farm management for

the A. and M. College Extension
Service, families looking for a
break before investing wartime

savings in land may have to wait
beyond 1946 to get i

Average farm land values on
July 1, 1945, he explains, were a_
bove their 1920 levels in one sixth
of the states, and equal to or a-
bove 1919 levels in one half of
them. The rend in Texas was re-
vealed in a sampling of three re_
presentative counties by the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station,
showing that farm land prices
went steadily upward in the third
quarter of 1945. But a  signifi-
cant factor was noted in an in-
crease in cash buying, Timm says.
Tenant buying which usually is
low at this season, showed an in-
crease over the previous year in
two of the sample counties.

A more desirable iUrend was indi-
cated in this quarter, however, in
the fact that more buyers indi-
cated iniention to ' operate the
tracts purchased and non-farmer
sellers still were on the increase.

Timm explains that during the
war farm and ranch leaders in and
out of the government cautioned
about the consequences of the ex-
isiing land boom. One of the
hopeful signs for control was ef-
forts to enact a stiff caiptal gains
tax to stop. speculative buying. The
principle embodied was to tax
away practically all of the profits
if a farm was resold ‘ within two
years or some other specific per-
iod during the emergency.

Ceiling prices also are ' under
consideration. But because of the
many “variables” in a piece of
farm real estate ceiling prices
probably would affect only sales
after “the next one”. That is to
say, the first sale would become
Jhe ceiling for the emergency per-
iod with allowance for improve-
ments.

A third, or voluntary method, is
through education. Throughout
the war county agricultural agents
and other farm leaders discussed
causes and effect of land booms
with {heir farmers. “An attack on
the ‘land boom’ itself likely  will
bring little result,” Timm.  says.
“The solution to the problem will
come through a solution to the
general inflationary problem.”

Spring Salads

One of the best ways of fulfilling
the vitamin and mineral require-
ment in the diet is to have a heap-
ing bowl of fresh salad at luncheon
or dinner. If tasty combinations of
fruit and vegetable are used, the
family will enjoy nibbling these
precious morsels of health.

Salad greens should be washed
thoroughly and examined carefully
to insure the re-
moval of all for-
eign substances.
Then they are
placed in a towel
or a vegetable
hydrator and
chilled before be-
ing folded to- —
gether. The bowl in which the in-
gredients are mixed and the plates
on which the salad is served should
also be chilled.

When salad materials are cut in
pieces, they should be uniform and
well-defined enough so that they will
not lose their shape in the folding
process.

A marinade is often used to add
flavor to salad materials. This is
made by mixing oil, salt, lemon
juice or vinegar. Vegetables, fish or
meat may stand an hour or so in
the marinade before using. When
several vegetables are used, each
one should be marinated separately.

I have chosen several -crisp
spring salads which-I know you will
enjoy using. They will be particu-
larly welcome with fish dinners or
meals made up of casseroles or
other hearty foods.

Jellied Vegetable Salad.
(Serves 4 to 6)
1 envelope (1 tablespoon) un-
flavored gelatin
6 tablespoons cold water
2 tablespoons cider vinegar
1 tablespoon lemon juice
14 teaspoon salt
5 tablespoons granulated sugar
1 cup boiling’ water
1 cup diced, cooked carrots
15 cup diced celery
1 cup shredded cabbage

Soften gelatin in cold water. Mix
vinegar,

the lemon juice, salt,
sugar and boil-
ing water to-
gether. Bring to
the boiling point,
and add softened
gelatin. Stir until
gelatin dis-
solves. Chill until
syrupy. Fold in
vegetables. Chill
until firm. Serve with mustard salad
dressing.

(Serves. 6)

Lettuce
Romaine
Mustard greens
Tiny onions
Sliced radishes
Fluted carrot strips
Green pepper rings
Sliced tomatoes
Sliced cucumbers

Meat Cooking Hints: Grinding
less tender cuts of meat breaks
down tough connective tissue and
makes them tender.

There is little waste in
them, making them economical.

In buying ham, it is best to buy
a whole ham rather than slices.
Center slices bought separately
are usually twice the price of
ham bought whole.

Steak continues to cook after
it is removed from the broiler.
Serve it at once, if you want it
medium or rare.

Stuff corned beef hash into
green pepper halves, top with
grated cheese for a quick supper
idea.

Cut paper-thin lengthwise slices of
carrot. Flute like ribbon candy. Se-
cure with toothpicks. Drop into ice
water. Remove toothpicks when
thoroughly chilled and crisp.

Vitamin Salad.
(Serves 6)
5 cups shredded raw spinach
1 cucumber
3 tomatoes
12 radishes
Mustard salad dressing

Wash spinach thoroughly, break
leaves into small pieces; measure

five cups. Peel
cucumber; score
lengthwise with

tines of fork;
slice. Peel and
slice tomatoes.
Slice radishes.
Combine; serve
with mustard
salad dressing.

Some fruits and vegetables such
as the calavo may be served just
sliced in half, without peeling, and
removing the seed with the sharp
point of a knife, and sprinkling with
lemon juice and salt.

Lime Fruit Salad.

(Serves 12)

1 package lime gelatin

1 cup boiling water

1 cup cold water

4 slices canned pineapple

Dissolve gelatin in boiling water
and add cold water. Set aside to
cool slightly. Add fruit and pour into
mold. Chill until firm.

Mix cream cheese with chopped
nuts, raisins and ginger, and stuff
pears.

Frozen Pistachio Cheese Salad.

(Serves 8)

1% teaspoon salt
1 tablespoon lemon juice
J4 cup light or heavy cream
Lettuce
Radish roses
Cucumber slices

| French dressing

Mix the cream cheese and the
blue cheese with a fork until soft.
Tint a delicate green with food col-
oring. Add the chopped nuts, salt
and lemon juice. Add the cream.
Turn into a freezing tray of an auto-
matic refrigerator with tempera-
ture control at coldest setting and
spread smooth with a spatula to a
thickness of about 34 inch. Freeze’
until firm. Cut into small squares
and serve on crisp lettuce in the
center of individual salad plates
with radish roses and cucumber
slices around it. Serve with french
dressing.

the serviceman voter to obtain any
sort of certificate of exemption.
The eleciion judge determines the
qualification of all voters and the
opinion clearly shows the extent
of the election judge’s powers as
determined by law and by prece-
dent. )

Although servicemen are still le-
gally liable for the poll tax, pay-
meny of the tax is not required for
voting this year. The veteran
may vote on his affidavit if he at-
tains the age of 21 prior to the
election in which he wishes to cast
a ballot.

THE EVERYDAY LIFE
OF A PEOPLE

LESSON TEXT: Ruth 1:8-17.

MEMORY SELECTION: Intreat me not
to leave thee, or to return from following
after thee; for whither thou goest, I will
g0; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge;
thy people shall be my people, and thy
God my God.—Ruth 1:16.

A good life in the midst of a cor-
rupt and confused age—such is the
life of Ruth in the awful chaos of
the time of the judges. One is re-
minded of the poet’s words:

"““How far that little candle
throws its beams!

So shines a good deed in a
naughty world.”

It is refreshing to have a glimpse
into the home life of God-fearing
people who live right in spite of the
low standards around them.

Ruth knew life’s sorrows and its
bitter disappointments. She was a
widow, destitute of all she held most
dear. Yet she, because of the
sweet purity of her life and her de-
votion to God and those she loved,
became an example for others.

As we read our lesson we first
hear how logic speaks, then love re-
plies, and finally a life says the
final word.

I. Logic (vv. 8-13).

Tragic 'misfortune had visited
Naomi, who with her husband and
two sons had gone from Bethlehem
to Moab in a time of famine. Not
only had her husband died but also
her two sons, -who had married
Gentile women, leaving three wid-
ows in one family to mourn togeth-
er. Naomi craved the fellowship of
her own people in her hour of trial,
and she arose to return to her own
land.

Her departure brought out in the
two daughters-in-law the expression
of kindness and loyalty which should
exist in every family, but which is
all too often lacking. Her own testi-
mony concerning these girls of Moab
is that they dealt kindly with her and
with the dead. That word speaks
volumes. There is so little genuine
kindness in the world.

Both Orpah and Ruth went. with
her on the way, protesting their
loyal purpose to go with her all the
way.

Naomi met their kind offer with
the only -sensible answer. There was
no point in leaving their homes
and loved ones and going with her
to another country.

Logic is so conclusive and so final.
Yes, and sometimes it reaches the
wrong conclusion. Love has some-
thing to say about the matter.
Let us listen to its voice.

II. Love (v. 14).

Orpah loved her mother-in-law.
That is evident. She wept at the
thought of parting, and was affec-

tionate in her final farewell. We
and turn back.

How glad we are that Ruth
showed a deeper love. “Orpah

kissed her mother-in-law, but Ruth |,

clave unto her.” There is a différ-
ence. Such love cannot be denied.
It is the most precious possession
that a man can have, apart from
his fellowship with God. The love
of a devoted father or mother, of a
noble helpmate, or of a little boy
or girl, these are the things that
really make life worth while.

Life has put into the hands of
many of us the opportunity of show-
ing just that kind of love in these
postwar days. A boy comes home
crippled and disabled and a loyal
sweetheart shows her undiminished
love for him, even though he can
never again be what he had expect-
ed to be. That is love. A mother
and a father take to their hearts a
promising young son who returns
from overseas with a shattered
nervous system, and give their lives
anew to him. One could go on
and on with such illustrations, but
what we are saying is that it takes
more than a kiss and some tears to
express real love. ‘‘Ruth clave unto
her.” Such love expresses itself in a

IIl. Life (vv. 15-17).

Literature knows no more beauti-
ful declaration of faith and devotion
than these words, and nothing could
improve on it. Lord Tennyson said
of the book of Ruth that “no art
can improve on it.”” And of these
verses another said, ‘“We cannot
hope to contribute to literature a
sentence so exquisite and thrilling as
that into which Ruth poured the
full measure of a noble heart, but
we can imitate her devotion’”’ (Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan).

The conclusion of the story finds
Ruth married to Boaz, her kinsman-
redeemer, and “living happily ever
after,”” as a true romance should
end. God gives happy endings.

Here we find the right attitude
toward marriage, something which
needs emphasis in our day. Above
all, as we remember that Ruth was
an ancestress of Jesus, we see anew
the importance of clean, noble, god-
ly living. What will the generations
to come be able to say about our
lives?

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WASH?YGTON. — Some people
are wondering whether the fact-
finding board for the meat packing
industry took the trouble to read the
newspapers. [f so, they might not
have recommended that the house-
wife bear the main burden of the
cost of increased wages in the meat
packing irdustry.

The fact-finding board, which in-
cluded Dr. Edwin E. Witte of Wis-
consin university, Chief Justice
Raymond W. Starr of the Michigan
Supreme court, and Clark Kerr,
former chairman of the meat pack-
ing branch of the war labor board
—three able men—decided that a
16-cent pay increase was fair and
equitable for meat packing work-
ers. But they added that only five
cents of this was ‘‘absorbable by
the meat industry without price or
subsidy relief.”

In other words, the fact finders
recommended that the big meat
packers could pay only 5 cents of
the 16-cent wage increase out of
their own pockets. The rest would
have to be passed on to the consum-
er or the government. Their report
was filed February 7.

However, early in December,
fong before the fact-finding
board was appointed, a number
of smaller meat packing plants
had already signed -contracts
with the CIO and AFL for 15
cents an hour pay increase with-
out any strings attached re-
garding increased meat prices.

The small packers who signed
such agreements included Hygrade
Food Products of New = York,
George A. Hormel of Austin, Minn.,
and others in the Chicago area.

Apparently, the fact finders
did net take this into considera-
tion. Apparently also, they ig-
rored the fact that Swift and
coimpany previously had agreed
to a pay boost of 10 cents an
hour without any strings at-
tached regarding increased
meat prices to the housewife.

For, despite Swift’'s offer of 10
zents an hour and the smaller com-
~panies’ increase of 15 cents, the fact
finders recommended that only
B cents of the 16-cent increase could
be paid for by meat packers. The
remaining 11 cents will be passed
on to the housewife—unless the gov-
ernment votes a subsidy.

BREAD WASTE SCANDAL.

Department of agriculture sleuths
have been doing some quiet check-
ing of unscrupulous bakeries which
violate bread sales regulations in
order to kill off competition.

Despite the fact that the nation
has been forced on a ‘‘dark bread”
diet to help feed war-starved peo-
ples of the world, thousands of
loaves of good bread are still go-
ing to waste, or being fed to hogs
and chickens.

It works like this:

If a big bakery is trying to gl:ab
business away from a competing
bakery, it will begin supplying gro-
cery stores on a ‘‘consignment
basis,”” which means that grocers’
shelves are loaded up with supplies
of bread in excess of what they can
sell.

The following day—sometimes the
same day—drivers pick up the un-
sold loaves and replace them with
fresh stock, charging the grocer
only for the bread actually sold,
Idea is to promote sales of a particu-
lar brand of bread because of its
“freshness.” .

This is a violation of war food
order No. 1, but it hasn’t stopped
certain bakeries in Houston, Texas,
Richmond, Va., San Francisco,
Cleveland, Kansas City and St.
Louis from carrying on the prac-
tice on a huge scale.

Instead of making their re-
turned stocks of one-day-old
bread available at a reduced
price to poor families, the
loaves frequently wind up in
garbage bins. One Texas farm-
er who tipped off the depart-
- ment of agriculture about condi-
tions in Houston said he had
been buying wagon-loads of
bread ‘“fresh enough to eat’” to
feed his hogs and chickens.

ATOM VS. BATTLESHIP

Unless President Truman does
something drastic about it very
soon, the forthcoming atomic tests
in the Pacific, scientists say, may
turn out to be a study in water-
spouts instead of atomic energy.

On-the-surface atomic-bomb
explosions, the scientists claim,
will add nothing to the knowl-
edge already accumulated from
previous explosions at New
Mexico, Hiroshima and Naga-
saki, except that we may learn
the size and damage of the
world’s largest water spout.

NEW STATE POLICY
RETREAT TO RUSSIA

WASHINGTON. — In complete of-
ficial privacy, the state department
has spent some weeks getting up
a new statement of American for-
eign policy. The only great question
of policy, of course, is how to treat
Russia. On this, the paper was not
illuminating in its original form.

The Byrnes policy established at
Moscow and London since mid-
December, has been
substantially this:
Press no point
which would be of-
| fensive to Russian
claims. Retreat on
#§ policy as much as
f possible and accept
Russian conten-
tions. The appar-
ent but not pro-
fessed purpose has
been to entice Rus-
sia out of her na-
tionalistic isolation into dealing in
the world of affairs.

This has kept world news rather
calm but events behind the news,
particularly from
Europe, are work-
ing up boldly and
may break sensa-
tionally. Do not
for instance, let
yourself be cur-
rently misled into
believing the dom-
ination of the
French govern-
ment by Commu-
nists and Socialists
is a permanent ar-
rangement, or that the name of De
Gaulle will remain forever in re-
tirement from French politics.

Give greater notice than has
been given to the victory of the

Belgian Catholic party over

both Communists and Social-

ists. Belgium is half French,
with all the same elements of

French politics in miniature. In-

deed throughout Europe, even

in Yugoslavia, the resistance to

Communism is taking the only

effective form yet evidenced in

the gathering together of Cath-
olic elements.

I have heard American statesmen
say these christian groups are the
only ones in the world today who
know how to resist Communism,
ideologically or politically. These
groups have a firm ideology them-
selves.

REDS PUT ENGLAND
ON DEFENSIVE

Britain was the first nation to
talk up to the Soviets, but the dip-
lomatic resistance of Bevin at the
London UNO conference was tacti-
cal rather than formidable. The
Russians had raised the question of
British influence in Greece, pri-
marily to cover their own tracks in
Poland, the Balkans, Iran, Turkey
and other places where they are at-
tempting to extend their influence.
They forced Britain to the defensive
by raising this question. After ac-
complishing this purpose, and suc-
ceeding in getting UNO to allow
Moscow to deal separately with a
pro-Communism Iranian prime
minister installed at Teheran for the
purpose — Russia withdrew her
Greek charges against Bevin.

The common current belief
that Bevin may have found a
way of treating with Moscow
therefore is unjustified. He
twice passed ‘‘the lie” to them
and they backed down, true
enough. But when you add up
the results, you will see Russia
won the action she wanted from
UNO, while Bevin won nothing
except the red herring.
President Truman, meanwhile, is

recognizing that the army seems to
know how to:get along with the So-
viets, without losing their shirts, bet-
er than our timid and confused dip-
lomats. He chose General Marshall
to go to China to get Chiang into
a peace with the Communists; and
now he selected General Eisenhow-
er’s chief of staff to be ambassa-
dor to Moscow, instead of a diplo
mat or a politician.

Army men, by nature, should
be more interested in results
than in the political ideas of
justice for this and that, which
have so confused our diplomats
in recent years. (Latest ex-
ample: Joe Davies, who thinks
Russian spying on Canada justi-
fied, but no doubt would cry out
against any Canadian spying on
Russia, whereas any realist
knows all nations have always
spied on all others and always
will.)

This new reliance on army real-
ism is the most hopeful develop-
ment in American foreign policy,
in contrast to these childish but
pompous accumulations of vapor-
ous generalities the state depart-
ment plans to put out under the
claim that they are great state pro-
nouncements. I mean it is most im-
portant, if a recent pronouncement
by Mrs. Roosevelt does not . out-
measure it. Mrs. Roosevelt has
been recognized as a spokesman for
the class-thought which pressured
Byrnes into the appeasement poli-
cy. causing him to retreat.

SPAIN:
Hot Spot

With leftist elements in France
pressing the issue, a new govern-
ment loomed in Franco Spain, long
under fire for Fascist connections
but reportedly countenanced by
Britain because of its neutrality dur-
ing World War II, which diverted
direct attack on Gibraltar.

The Allies’ first major step in
seeking to supplant Franco came
with France’s closure of its border
against Spain. Prodded by French
proposals to take up the matter with
the United Nations organization, the
U. S. and Britain then reportedly
agreed to form a common front to
upply pressure for Franco’'s re-
moval. :

While renouncing intentions to
meddle with Spain’s’ internal ‘af-
fairs, the U. S. and Britain moved
to denounce the continued existence
of Franco’s regime and proclaim
their willingness to recognize an in-
terim representative government if
he were ousted. Awaiting resolution
of the situation, the U. S. and Brit-
ain would not break off economic
ties or diplomatic relations, leaving
the road open for negotiations for
creation of a democratic govern-
ment,

FOREIGN POLICY:
U. S. Stiffens :

Answering demands of Sen. Ar-
thur Vandenberg (Rep., Mich.) for
a firmer foreign
policy in reaching
an  understanding
with Russia, Secre-
tary of State
Byrnes declared
the U. S. would go
to war to curb fu-
ture aggressors and
peace and repara-
tions settlements:
must be reached
speedily and equi-
tably to permit the
economic revival of
the world.

Byrnes’' enunciation of the admin-
istration’s foreign policy followed
Vandenberg’s charge upon return-
ing from the United Nations Organ-
ization sessions in London that the
American representatives sat back
with compromising attitudes while
Russia and Britain pressed their po-
litical ambitions. Unless the U. S.
pushes its ideals, Vandenberg said,
Russia will continue to press ahead
in the Far East, eastern Europe,
North Africa and Asia Minor where
continued aggressiveness may set
off a powder keg.

In reaffirming U. S. determination
to check future aggression, Byrnes
declared that the present arrange-
ment of the three great powers
precluded world domination by any
one of them, but that efforts to upset
the balance would imperil peace. In
calling for early peace treaties, he
asked for an ending of the drain-
ing of occupied countries. Demand-
ing equitable reparations agree-
ments, Byrnes said the U. S. would
not tolerate any power deciding
for itself what to take.

STRIKES:

Costly Walkout -

The General Motors and CIO-
United Automobile Workers pitched
battle over wages ranks as one of
the costliest industrial disputes in
U. S. history, with financial losses
of over 800 million dollars to com-
pany, union, dealers and other pro-
ducers dependent on G. M. for
parts.

With its plants closed as tight as
a drum throughout the country,
G. M. was estimated to have lost
500 million dollars in unfilled orders

NATIONAL INCOME:

With the national income in each
month of 1945 running below the
1944 level, the year’s total dropped
to 145,594 million dollars in 1945
from the record high of 160,695 mil-
lion dollars in 1944, National in-
come, however, was practically as
large as in 1943 when it was the
second largest on record. Further-
more, the fact should not be over-
looked that the 1945 figure is pre-
liminary and actually may be larger,

while 175,000 production employees
missed 113 million dollars in wages.
Dealers and salesmen were said to
have lost another 100 million dol-
lars in commissions.

Because of G. M.’s production
of parts, other manufacturers have
been forced to curtail assemblies,
increasing profit and wage losses.
At the Packard Motor Car company,
8,000 production workers have been
off more than a month because of
the shortage of G. M. supplies.

Of 50,000 G. M. employees in Flint,
Mich., over 2,000 strike-bound work-
ers are receiving welfare relief at.
a rate of $38.06 weekly.

GERMANY:
Ration Cut

Reduction of the food ration to
1,000 calories daily in the British
occupation zone in Germany, and
need for substantial imports into
the” American-held sector if the
present level of 1,500 calories is to
be maintained, pointed up the criti-
cal situation in the fallen Reich.

Seeking to alleviate the new hard-
ship imposed by the ration slash
and head off possible rioting, Field
Marshal Montgomery flew to Lon-
don to discuss ways of providing
additional food for the 20 million
German residents in the highly in-
dustrialized northwestern region
held by the British. Because a di-
vision of British food supplies would
not furnish substantial relief, how-
ever, authorities appealed to the
U. S. and Russia for food shipments.

While Germans in the U. S. occu-
pation zone are receiving a subsist-
ence ration of 1,500 calories daily,
two-thirds of the food eaten is com-
ing from local stocks. If the present
allotment is to be maintained, im-
ports soon will have to be upped
and a total of 700,000 tons shipped
in during the first nine months of
1946. Because of scarcities of fer-
tilizer, seeds, tools and farm ma-
chinery, fall crops may be appre.
ciably curtailed.

FOOD:

Crop Readjustments

In readjusting 1946 crop goals, the
department of agriculture sought to
assure a greater supply of edible
grain, nutritious relief fare, fats and
oils and animal feed to meet not
only U. S. needs but growing Euro-
pean emergency requirements.

Because winter wheat already has
been planted, the additional 1,000,-
000 acres asked will have to be
seeded in the spring wheat area,
the department declared. While
North and South Dakota, Montana
and Minnesota are expected to plant
the bulk of the extra acreage,
other spring wheat areas were called
upon to increase their crop.

Since smooth dry edible peas con-
stitute a good protein relief food and
ship well, the department planned
for a 100,000-acre boost in plantings,
principally in Colorado, Idaho, Mon-
tana, North Dakota, Oregon and
Washington.

With small world supplies of fats
and oils in the face of the slow
movement of shipments from the
Pacific and heavy overseas relief
needs, soybean goals were boosted
by 1,100,000 acres. Iowa, Ohio, Illi-
nois, Indiana, Minnesota and Mis-
§ouri were asked for the greatest
increase.

Faced with the need for high meat
and dairy output with feed stocks
dwindling, farmers were asked to
increase corn production over 1,000,-
000 acres and also step up roughage
cultivation. At the same time, pro-
ducers were told to maintain the
flow of cattle to market, ship hogs
at lighter weights and cull poul-
try flocks.

World Supplies

Supplies of all grains in the prin-
cipal exporting countries in Janu-
ary were about 15 per cent smaller
than at the beginning of 1945, with
wheat stocks about 25 per cent less,
according to the department of agri-
culture.

Total wheat supplies in U. S., Can-
ada, Argentina and Australia were
placed at 1,392 million bushels com-
pared with 1,868 million bushels on
January 1, 1945. The exportable
surplus of 475 to 500 million bushels
is below world needs.

Some
good advice from Sir Norman
Brookes won’t hurt. Bromwich is
still in good form, an excellent
player and a stout competitor. And
ge may have others by the cup

ate.

‘““Against this strong Australian
pair the U. S. must bank largely
on Frank Parker, Billy Talbot and
possibly Kramer and Schroeder if
they can get out of service in time
to reach former form. You will dis-
cover no Big Bill or Little Bill in
this group—the pair who brought
the cup home in 1920 after World
War I. But it will be an experienced
team that can at least put up a
good front.”

Beals Wright—and 1908

‘““Australia and 1908 are a long
way and a long time back,” Beals
Wright remarked. ‘“We took a fool-
ish gamble because only Fred Alex-
ander and/myself made the trip.
I kept wondering what would hap-
pen if either of us should get sick
or injured. We had no substitute. I
had two great matches with Nor-
man Brookes and Tony Wilding and
was lucky to be at my best in hoth
contests.

‘““Unless conditions have changed
the U. S. team must be ready to
face two important factors. One is
the intense heat in December. When
we played the temperature was
115 degrees. While it was a dry
heat, still 115 is what you might
call a bit warm. I recall an intense
desire to take a drink of water
through the matches, which,
course, I couldn’t do. You shouldn’t
drink any water or anything else
while the play is on.

Grantland Rice

“The second factor is the turf,
Australian turf is quite different
from ours and England’s, where the
grass has a much lighter or thin-
ner texture. Australian turf is much
stronger, much more rugged. This
means ' your  spikes are likely to
stick, affecting your ankles and
your leg muscles. I don’t think my
legs were ever quite as sore. I had
to go in for rubber-sole? shoes.”

Beals Wright is the son of the
late George Wright, who played
shortstop on the unbeaten Reds of
1869, a team that won 55 games,
lost none and was tied once.

George Wright played profession-
al ball until he retired in 1876, the
year that gave birth to the National
league. He was also a brilliant
cricketer and a good golfer late in
life.

Calls Tilden Greatest

I asked Beals to name the great-
est tennis player he had ever seen
in his 40-odd years of competition
and observation.

“I’ve seen many great ones,’”’ he
said ‘‘The Doherty brothers —
Brookes and Wilding — Larned —
McLoughlin — Billy Johnston — the
French stars, especially Cochet —
the best that have come along since
1900. But the top man is still Bill
Tilden in my opinion. Tilden had
both speed and power on the court.
As far as I could see he had no
weakness in his championship
years. He had amazing stamina. In
addition to this Tilden had unusual
court generalship.” He was one of
the few men I’ve seen in sport who
could let down and then pull him-
self back. He had the art of keep-
ing his opponent off balance, both
mentally and physically. No one

ever knew what was coming next.”
