The p oss ib ility  of 
using solar energy to 
generate e le c tr ic ity  
at one or more of West 
Texas U tilit ie s  Comp­
any’ s power plants w ill 
be examined in a study . 
being conducted by the 
company’ s Plant Operat­
ion Department in coop­
eration with the Energy 
Systems Group of Rock­
well International.

The study w ill take 
nine months and w ill 
be completed in June or 
July, 1980.
Targeted for  the study 

is  Unit Number Four at 
WTU’ s Paint Creek Power 
Station, which is  loca­
ted on Lake Stamford, 
between Haskell and 
Stamford. The unit was 
completed in 1971 and 
is  the ^Largest and new­
est of Paint Creek’ s 
four generating units. 
A ll are presently powe­
red by natural gas, wi­
th o i l  used as a back­
up fu el.

I f  results of the 
study are favorable, a 
proposal w ill be submi­
tted to the Department 
of Energy for  a grant 
to aid in constructing 
the equipment needed 
to repower the unit 
with solar energy. WTU 
o f f ic ia ls ,  however, 
emphasized that the 
program in its  current 
stage is  s tr ic t ly  a

research project.
"At best, the project 

is  several steps away 
from becoming a realr 
ity " , said Randal Mead­
or, WTU vice  president 
and director of engin­
eering.
Meador said six simi­

lar studies are being 
made with United States 
Department of Energy 
funding and support, 
and that only two pro­
je c ts  w ill be granted 
funds to aid in cons­
truction. The cost of 
constructing the two 
projects w ill be shared 
by DOE and the winning 
u t i l it ie s .
By funding these demo­

nstration plants, the 
DOE hopes to lower the 
cost of the solar equip­
ment by mass production 
to make solar e le ctr ic  
generation economically 
feasible in the near 
future. The selection 
of the projects to be 
granted construction 
funds w ill be based on 
the percentage of the 
cost to be shared by 
the u t il ity  and the 
engineering quality of 
the repowering system.
