USDA Sets 1980
Wool, Mohair
Price Supports

Federal wool and moha-

ir price supports for
1980 will be $1.23 per
pound and $2.903 per
pound respectively, up
from this year's $1.15
and $1.943. :

According to Ray Fitz-
gerald, administrator
of the U.S. Department
of Agriculture's Agric-
ultural Stabilization
and Conservation Servi-
ce, the 1980 support
price for each commodi-
ty is at 72.4 percent
of parity.

Fitzgerald said pulled
wool will continue to
be supported at a level
comparable to the supp-
ort price for shorn wo-
ol through payments on
unshorn lambs.

As in past years, sho-
rm wool payments will
be based on a percent-
age of each producer's
returns from sales,

Fitzgerald said. The
percentage will be that
required to raise the
national average price
received by all produc-
ers for shorn wool in
1980 up to the support
price of $1.23 a pound.

.Currently shorn wool

prices are averaging
about 85 cents per
pound.

Any mohair payments
will be calculated in a
manner similar to wool.
However, Fitzgerald
said, mohair payments
for 1980 probably will .
not be necessary as it
appears that the avera-
ge price received by
producers in the open
market will be higher
than the support price.

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Beeferendum Coming in February

Beef producers through-

out ‘the United States
will, in the near fut-
ure, have an opportuni-
ty to vote in a refere-
ndum on a Beef Research
and Information Order.
The 1976 Beef Research
and Information Act
authorizes a national
program under which
cattle producers would
be assessed to finance
research and informati-
on activities designed
to improve markets for
cattle, beef and beef
products. The program
will be established on-
ly if producers vote

to approve the order.

Some of the major poi-
nts of importance invo-
lved in the program
are as follows:

1. To be eligible to
vote, a qualified prod-
ucer must register to
vote during the period
from Jan. 28 to Feb.

6. Registration must

be done in the County
ASCS Office in the cou-
nty where your cattle
are located.

2. The voting period
will be from Feb. 19
through Feb. 22, at
the County ASCS office.

3. Any bonafide cattle-
man, regardless of the
number of animals owned,
may register to vote.
Anyone owning cattle
during 1979 would be
a bonafide cattleman.

4. A person may vote
absentee if they secure
the necessary forms
from their local ASCS
office.

5. For the order to
become effective, 50

percent of the produc-
ers registering must
vote in the referendum
and a majority of those
voting must vote in
favor of the order.

6. The basic purpose
of the act is to set
up a program to finance

research and information

activities designed to
improve markets for
cattle, beef and beef
products.

7. To finance the pro-

gram an assessment wou- '

1d be made by the buyer
each time cattle are
sold. The slaughterers
would collect and send
assessments to the beef
board.

8. The assessment rate

cannot exceed two-tenths

of 1 percent of the
sale price of the catt-
le for the first two
years of the program.

After that, the board
could change the rate
with USDA approval,
but cannot go above
five-tenths of 1 per-
cent. >

9. High valued breed-
ing or dairy animals
would be exempt from
assessment until slau-
ghter. Only the slaugh-
ter value will be taken
into consideration.

10. Any producer wish-
ing his or her money
refunded, if the order
is passed, would have
their money refunded
when accompanied by
proof of payment.

We encourage all Coke
County cattled produc-
ers to study and weigh
the values of the pro-
gram. Then register and
vote their conviction
regarding the Beef Ref-
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erendum.

Most producers are
aware that a new prop-
osal is being made or
a new plan is soon to
receive final consider-
ation as the Brucellos-
is control plan Texas
will place in force
in the near future.

Six hearings have been
scheduled over the sta-
te for the first half
of February. One of
these will be held in
San Angelo, at 9 a.m.
Feb. 5 in the District
Courtroom of the County
Courthouse. If you wou-
1d like to voice an op-

inion on the Texas Plan,

you are encouraged to
attend the meeting in
San Angelo.

Written comments are
also invited. They may
be sent to Dr. John W.
Holcombe, Executive
Director, Texas Animal
Health Commission, P.O.
Box 12966, Austin,
Texas 78711. Written
and oral comments will
te accepted up to and
including Feb. 29. The
Texas Animal Health
Commission proposes to
conduct a final hearing
and adopt the regulati-
ons on Feb. 29, in Aus-
tin. The exact time and
place will be announced
at a later date.

Again, if you wish to
offer comment regarding
the Texas Brucellosis
Plan, we encourage you
to attend the meeting
in San Angelo on Feb.

5 or send your written
comments to the Texas
Animal Health Commiss-

ion in Austin.

Cattlemen Urged to Register, Vote

Coke County cattlemen
will have an opportuni-
ty to register Jan. 28-
Feb. 6 and to vote Feb.
19-22 on a proposed
nationwide Beef Resear-
ch and Information pro-
gram, according to Way-
land Drennan, County
Beeferendum Coordinator.

Beeferendum is a catt-
le industry effort to
win approval of a uni-
form collection plan
for beef research, con-
sumer information, pro-
motion and foreign mar-
ket development. The
Beef Research and Info-
rmation program will be
established if a major-
ity of cattlemen vote
"yes" in the Feb. 19-22
referendum.

Drennan said both
the registration and
voting will take place
at the county ASCS off-
ice. Absentee registra-
tion and voting will
be permitted; cattlemen
interested in the abse-
ntee procedures should
contact the ASCS office.

The referendum rules
provide for one vote
for each separate catt-
le business entity--be
it an individual, a
family business, a par-
tnership or a corporat-
ion.

For the referendum to
be valid, 50% of those
registering must vote.
And for the referendum
to pass, a simple majo-
rity of those voting
must be in favor of the
program,

Drennan urged all lo-

"yes" in the referendum.
He pointed out the ur-
gent need for a self-
help program that would
provide the funds to
fight anti-beef propa-
ganda, promote the nut-
ritional value of beef,
combat beef substitutes,
counter extremes of the
cattle cycle, expand
foreign markets and
increase demand for
beef. :

"Consumer demand for

beef, as measured by
share of income spent
for beef, will continue
to decline unless we
take postive steps now.
Nobody else is going

to provide the nutrition
research and information
that are needed. We

are going to have to do
the job ourselves, and

. the only way to be sure
an adequate job is done
is to set up an indust-
ry-wide, uniform coll-
ection plan."

"Just having a superior
product isn't enough
any more. We must take
charge of our own dest-
inies. We must be sure
the research and infor-
mation program is app-
roved."

Drennan said that every
cattleman along the
production chain will
automatically invest
2/10 of 1% (20¢ per
$100) of the value he
adds to the animal. At
the end of the chain,
the packer will collect
and remit the combined
assessments to the
Beef Board. A producer
may get a refund upon
request.

Robert Lee State Bank
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Production of Forage Can Have Big
Effect on Profits of Coke Ranchers

Forage production for
many acres in Coke Cou-
nty is far below what
they are capable of
producing. When early
settlers first came to
this area they believed
they would never run
out of grass. Because
of this over-stocking
reduced excellent stands
of good grasses through-
out the county. Most
of the county had stan-
ds of grasses such as
Indiangrass, Little
bluestem, Sideoats
grama, Cane bluestem,
Sand bluestem, Vine me-
squite and many others.
Today these grasses are
not as dominant on our
ranges as before. Seve-
re droughts of previous
years have also reduced
production of range
forage.

The simple fact is
that ranchers are act-
ually grass farmers.
They allow grass and
forb production on the
land and harvest it
with livestock or wild-
life. The livestock or
wildlife is also their
means of selling their
product. The more good
quality forage a ranch-
er can produce the more
economically he can
produce beef, wool or
mutton. An increase in
good quality forage in
many cases does not
mean an increase in
livestock numbers. Live-
stock numbers may be
high enough already but
the increase in good
quality forage can re-
duce overhead. This

would be done by requi-
ring less supplemental
feeding. Costs included
here are not only the
cost of the feed but
also labor, equipment,
fuel, and so on.

Nature has a way of
rebuilding its rangeland
but this may take many
years. Man can speed up
this process. Seeding
of adapted grasses has
proven to be effective
in many cases. Some of
the grasses seeded in
this county in the past
are: Indiangrass, Klein-
grass, Sideoats grama,
Sand lovegrass, Blue
panicum, King Ranch
bluestem, and Klegberg
bluestem.

Range seeding is a
useful tool to put low
producing rangeland
back into good shape.
But is is only as good
as the treatment it
receives. Newly seeded
grasses need a full
growing season defer-
ment as least for good
root development. In
some cases additional
deferment is needed.
This will pay off in
the long run. A well
established stand is
easier and more econom-
ical to manage than a
struggling one. Care
must also be taken to
properly manage establ-
ished stands. This can
be done by taking only
50% by weight of the
annual forage product-
ion. A systematic defe-
rment is also benefic-
ial in maintaining good
stands.
