The Derricks had visit-
ed Lisbon before and
wanted us to see their
most impressive site,

north of Lisbon in Sint-

ra. There were two pal-
aces of incredible size
and beauty we could
enter. The almond trees
were in bloom there and
it was lovely.

We enjoyed touring
through the countryside
watching the people
farming and working.
The homes and farms
were neatly organized.
The olive trees and
grapevines and cork
trees were endless and
many of the fences were
stone with nc mortar.
However, much of the
countryside was open
and shepards watched
the sheep. Horses and
mules were often seen
in the streets and some
small towns had almost
no automobiles. Always
the older women, dress-
ed in black were knitt-

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Clay Cookware Popularity Revived

By Kathy Jobe

Clay cookware revives
in popularity on the
homef ront.

With the renewed int-
erest in clay cookware,
more people are inter-
ested in its advantages
and disadvantages.

ADVANTAGES

Enthusiasts claim that

the self-basting action

allows use of less-tend-

er cuts of meat with
excellent results. The
heat of cooking releas-
es steam from the damp

clay and the cover holds

in the steam as well as
the food juices.
In addition, little
or no oil or gravy is
needed -- a plus for
weight watchers.
DISADVANTAGES

One disadvantage is the

pots may stain.

Most manufacturers re-
commend against the

use of soap to clean
since soap may clog

the pores of the clay.

A soapy taste may ling-
er in the cookware.
Also, sudden temperatu-
re changes mav cause
cracks. Cold pots put
inte hot ovens or hot
pots placed in a ref-
rigerator could cause
problems.

Eomemakers who use
Mexican or imported
pottery for similar coo-

king should consider
that such cookware is
screwhat different. The
glazes often used will
affect the water ret-
ention and absorbency
-- and thus the steam
effect during cooking.
Also, test the glaze
to determine the absen-
ce or presence of lead.
A simple home test is
to £fill the cookware
half full of vinegar
and allow it to stand
overnight.

If there is any differ-

ence in the glaze below
the vinegar line, use
the dish for non-acid
foods only.

ADAPTING TO MICROWAVE
Adapting this ancient
cooking craft to micre-
waves requires few chan-
ges.

As with many adapted
recipes, decrease the
liquid by one-fourth.
Mixtures cook more
evenly if stirred during
cocking. Place large
food pieces around the
outside edges with sma-
