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Canning Season Fast Approaching

Canning season is here

—— so do it right!
It's not difficult,
but it must be done

‘properly to avoid food

poisoning, such as bot-—
ulism, in the words of
a foods and nutrition
specialist.

Before you start cann-
ing, carefully read re-

liable water bath or

pressure-canning

. instructions for
- preparing, packaging -

and processing each
food.

You can. get this in--
formation from your
Coke County Extension
Office in Robert Lee.

Proper canning pro-

‘cedures ensure that

food is kept safe with

‘an airtight seal.

High heat destroys
harmful bacteria and
other microorganisms
that cause food speoil-
age. Also, it inacti-
vates enzymes that

. cause undesirable

changes in flavor,
color and texture.

But the heat must be
extremely high for non-
acid foods -- only a
pressure canner can
provide this necessary

temperature.

Although many people
love to be creative
and make up their own
recipes, canning isn't
the place for this --
each time you add a
different food, you may
alter the needed pro-
cessing time.

This is especially
tempting with tomato
or squash relish -- so
be sure to use a recipe
that has been tested
and proven safe.

Here's a recipe for

~ _Squash Pickles:

SQUASH PICKLES
8 cups sliced yellow-
squash, %" thick
2 cups sliced onions
2 -large green bell
peppers, chopped
1 small jar pimiento

peppers, chopped
1/2 cup salt
3 cups sugar
2 cups white vinegar
2 tablespoons celery

~_seed

2 tablespoons mustard
seed

Combine the sliced
squash and next 4 in-
gredients and cover
with ice. Let stand

. about .1% hours. Mean-

while, combine sugar
and remaining ingred-
ients, (seeds may be
tied in cheesecloth
bag) in pot and simmer
5 minutes. Drain squash
mixture and add to sug-
ar/vinegar/spice mixt-
ure. Let come to boil.
Pack into clean, hot
jars to within %" of
top. Cap each jar at
once. Process 3 minutes
in boiling-water bath.
Chill before serving.
Yield: 4 pints.
