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A new multi-area plan

for brucellogis control
is now in effect in

- Texas with new regula-

tions for moving cattle.
As most operators know,
the new program divides
‘the state into two
sections. The Class A
area includes Coke Cou-
nty and about 130 other
counties in the western
part of the state. The
Class B area--which lies

east of Class A--consis

sts of counties which
have historically had
more problems with the
disease.

Brucellosis, or Bangs
disease, is a highly
contagious disease
which affects cattle
and other animals, as
well as humans. In peo-
ple, it is called un-
dulant fever.

In cattle the disease
may cause abortions,
weaker calves, lower
milk production and
sterility. Failure to
control the disease
could result in more
restrictions concerning
interstate movement
of Texas cattle.

Under the new regulat-
ions, all breeding
cattle -- male and
female -- 18 months
or older will be elig-
ible for testing. Fe-
male dairy cattle off-
icially calfhood vacc-
inated between three
and six months of age
would not be tested
until they are 20 mon-
ths old. Female beef
cattle vaccinated be-
tween three and 10 mon-
ths of age would not be
tested until they reach
24 months of age.

One exception to this
is that officially cal-
fhood vaccinated femal-
es under the ages list-
ed above but which are
six or more months pre-
gnant or have a calf
by their side would be
tested.

Steers and sprayed he-
ifers do not require
tests.

The following regulat-
ions apply for movement
of cattle in the Class
A area of Texas.

Persons with test eli-
gible cattle in the
Class A control area
who want to move them
within that area will
need a negative test

HOT WEATHER ROBBING
PONDS OF OXYGEN---Fish
in farm ponds may be
having a hard time sur-
viving during the curr-
ent hot, summer weather,
points out a fisheries
specialist. The problem
is a depletion of oxy-
gen. Solutions are to
cut back or reduce fish
feeding, avoid oversto-
cking, and try to aera-
te the water using a
recirculating pump or
outboard motor mounted
in a fixed position.
The oxygen level in
water is usually the
lowest in the morning
