given as to how WTU 
has been able to man­
age without a rate In­
crease during the past 
several years of double­
d ig it  In fla tion . Chief 
among these was the 
timing of WTU’ s power 
plant construction. I ts  
newest and largest 
station was completed 
In the mid-1970s and 
provided generation re­
serves su ffic ien t not 
only to last fo r  sever­
al years but to allow 
profitab le energy sales 
to other companies.
The company also cited 

Its  reputation as a 
conservative company 
with firm control of 
Its  expenditures.
However, the WTU man­

ager said, the company 
can no longer absorb 
the e ffec ts  of In fla t ­
ion without risking a 
dangerous decline In 
Its  financial condition. 
Of necessity, the co­
mpany Is  entering Into 
a multi-year construc­
tion program which 
w i l l  Include a new coal- 
fired  power plant and 
several high voltage 
transmission lin e pro­
jec ts .
The proposed rates 

were based on detailed 
analysies of each cust­
omer rate class, in­
cluding studies of 
their energy usage 
patterns, the Invest­
ment required to serve 
them, and the cost of 
operation applicable 
to those customers.
The company’ s rate 

structure, which now .. 
has over 125 rates fo r

many types and classes, 
would be reduced to less 
than 30 rates. The 
e ffe c t  o f the Increase 
on the d ifferen t custom­
er classes would vary 
according to present 
re la tive  rates of re­
turn from each class.
For example, the typ­

ica l residential e lec t­
r ic  b i l l  would Increase 
by about 10 per cent.
Although customer 

b i l ls  have risen sub­
stan tia lly  In the 
past few years, the in­
creases have been the 
result of more usage 
and higher fuel costs. 
The average residential 
customer’ s e le c tr ic  
usage in the WTU sys­
tem Increased from 
6,363 kilowatt-hours 
in 1972 to 8,270 k i l ­
owatt-hours this past

year.
The cost of fuel has 

risen from 23 cents per 
m illion BTU In 1972 to 
$1.96 this past summer. 
Generally, this fuel 

‘ cost is  the only in­
creased expense that 
has been shared by the 
customer under WTU’ s 
recent rate schedule.
The c ity  has several 

options in responding 
to WTU’ s rate request.

Texas drivers 
are learning to live 
with 55 mph limit

COLLEGE STATION — 
Some Texas drivers are slowly 
learning to live with the 55 
mph speed limit, perhaps in 
time to save the state some 
federal highway money, says a 
Texas A&M University re­
searcher.

Many drivers still exceed 55 
mph “but overall we are get­
ting closer to the 55 mph 
mark,” said Dr. Quinn Brack­
ett, research specialist with the 
Texas Transportation Institute 
at Texas A&M.

“Several factors contribute to 
the better showing,” explained 
Brackett. He cited the price of 
gasoline; smaller, more energy- 
eflScient cars which people 
tend to drive more conserva­
tively, and public awareness of 
the effect of high-speed driving 
on fuel conservation and safety.

“Increased emphasis by en­
forcement agencies is also im­
portant,” Brackett said.

C O L L E G E  STATIO N  — An  
automobile has become too 
valuable an investment to ig­
nore its maintenance needs, 
says an automotive specialist at 
the Texas Transportation Insti­
tute.

Service station attendants 
who once spotted danger signs 
and recommended action are 
not seeing as many cars today 
and warning signs that repairs 
are needed often go unnoticed, 
says Rick Tonda of the trans­
portation institute at Texas 
A & M  University.

Tonda recommends that a 
car owner shop around and find 
an inspection station that does 
a thorough job.

The rest of the year, the 
owner who has no automotive 
skills should either seek expert 
checks and pay for them or 
learn to watch for extreme wear 
and possible fidlures, Tonda ad­
vises.
