Grazing OK’d 
on some county 
acreage in CRP
JOURNAL STAFF REPORT

In what could amount to  a significant boost for 
some area farmers, Bailey County has received 
authorization for emergency grazing o f some 
lands in the CRP.

If utilized, the arrangem ent will bring about a 
reduction in government CRP paym ents of 10 
percent per acre on the annual rental rate being 
paid.

This authorization is for grazing only, not 
haying, and only through April 30.

Emergency grazi ng is authorized on ly on fields 
established to permanent cover, not those de­
voted to tem porary cover or to dead or dry litter 
crops.

The Natural Resources Conservation Service 
is providing grazing plans establishing an ac­
ceptable stocking rate on the lands, or a plan 
specifying an acceptable stubble height may be 
used.

Also, for wildlife considerations, at least 25 
percent of each field or contiguous field must 
either rem ain ungrazed or the stocking rate must 
he reduced to 75 percent o f acceptable level.

Even recently enrolled fields that have not yet 
been planted to the specified “enhancem ent spe­
cies” can he eligible for the em ergency grazing, 
subject to additional conditions.

In the case of new fields where enhancem ent 
has been done in blocks, the producer has the 
option o f grazing only the unenhanced portions.

Acreage containing newly em erged perm a­
nent grass seedlings that are not yet established 
is not eligible for em ergency grazing.

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Vegetable-planting season is upon us!

Editor

As far as the experts are con­
cerned, it’s too late now to be 
worrying about starting veg­
etable plants indoors because 
you aren’ t going to gain as much 
“earliness” as you would have a 
month ago.

That may be true if you’re 
only interested in the varieties 
of tomatoes, peppers, etc., that 
have already begun arriving at 
garden centers.

But, as I’ve said before, the 
garden centers carry a tremen­
dous selection but they can’t 
carry everything. If you’re dy­
ing to try the trendy Green Grape 
tomatoes —  or Orange Oxheart 
or Mr. Stripey or any of the 
hundreds o f unusual colors, 
shapes and sizes of tomatoes —  
you may have to grow your own. 
(I wouldn’t be surprised, though, 
to find Green Grape available 
locally this year —  it’s getting 
that popular.)

By planting tomatoes and pep­
pers now, you still get them up 
and growing a month earlier than 
you can plant the seeds in open 
ground.

The M arch/A pril issue of 
Texas Gardener magazine rec­
ommends trying a pepper variety 
that even I am not familiar with: 
Chinese Giant. According to the 
magazine, the fruits are shaped 
more like a small pumpkin (5 
inches across) than a pepper.

The article states that the ma-

ture Chinese Giants turn a par­
ticularly attractive shade of red.

I can’t vouch for the flavor of 
this variety, but it sounds as if it 
w ould be very good for big 
stuffed peppers!

M ost people who “do” tomato 
transplants are familiar by now 
with the advantages of stripping 
leaves from much of the plants’ 
stems and burying a few inches 
o f stalk when you set them out.

(This is because tomato plants 
will form roots along the stem 
when it’s buried, and this results 
in much bigger root systems 
much earlier, so your plant grows 
faster.)

But what you may not be fa­
miliar with is the idea o f burying 
the stem horizontally just a few 
inches under the soil. This puts 
the whole stem in the warmest 
layer o f soil, and speeds up the 
whole rooting process.

Unless you’re working with 
very tall plants, this will mean 
that the stem won ’ t be more than 
2 or 3 inches under the soil line 
—  which means you’ll have to 
protect it from high winds until 
it has a chance to root solidly. 
But you should be doing that

anyway.
I like to set the tomato plant 

deeply enough to be able to 
leave it in a depression at least 2 
or 3 inches deep. This helps 
keep the wind from being able 
to whip the plant directly, so 
your protection doesn’t have to 
be any th ing  heavy. E m pty 
canned-goods containers usu­
ally do an admirable job, as 
long as they’re big enough not 
to cram p the plant too severely.

And once you set out your 
tomatoes (the first week o f May 
if you offer them no protection 
from  the cold, or anytime now 
if you use something like Wall 
o ’ W ater), be sure to keep a 
close eye on them for aphids —  
tiny little sucking insects along 
the upper stem and leaf veins.

If you find aphids, either 
spray them with insecticidal 
soap (which should be avail­
able at any garden center) or 
release some ladybugs into the 
garden.

Use insecticidal soap also if 
you spot gray or white dots on 
the leaves of strawberry plants, 
as this indicates an infestation 
o f mites. A second spraying may 
be necessary if another crop o f 
m ites hatches out.

Another seasonal plague you 
may face is cutworms These 
especially like anything in the 
cabbage family —  broccoli, 
cauliflower, Brussels sprouts, 
broccoli raab, and probably 
kohlrabi, though I don’t remem­
ber hearing of them bothering

that last one.
Empty margarine or dip con­

tainers with the bottoms cut out 
and the remaining “ring” placed 
around each transplant, are the 
traditional way of deterring cut­
worms.

My usual techniqueinvolves 
cardboard toilet-paper or paper- 
tow el tubes cu t into 2-inch 
lengths and sunk into the soil 
around each transplant. W eather 
soon rots the cardboard, but by 
that time, it has performed its 
service.

Texas Ga. dener recommends 
still another way: When you set 
each plant, set a stick or an old 
stalk (weed stalks would work 
fine, so long as they don’t still 
have any seeds on them) in the 
hole next to the plant.

The thing with cutworms is 
that they wrap around the little 
plant’s stem to feed, so anything 
that makes the stem too big for 
their convenience is going to 
send them in search of some­
thing o f a more m anageable 
circumference.

Try to make the vegetable gar­
den fun rather than strictly work. 
And set aside at least a few inches 
o f space to grow something re­
ally different that you haven’t 
grown before —  you may dis­
cover a favorite vegetable you 
didn’t know you liked.

Happy planting!

Guidelines on Easter eggs issued

C O LLEG E STA TION —  A 
few m inutes hunting the right 
eggs and cooking them right 
will ensure a safe Easter holi­
day.

W ith Easter Sunday ap­
proaching (April 23), Dr. Sarah 
Birkhold, poultry specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, said, “Easter egg 
hunting is a tim e-honoreJ tradi­
tion  in m any fam ilies, and 
children look forward to it with 
approaching excitem ent.”

“Eggs also have been used to 
celebrate spring festivals for 
centuries, and they represent 
rebirth and renewal of life to 
many people.”

B irkhold said when using real 
eggs for decorating anu hiding, 
Grade A eggs should be pur­
chased seven to 10 days in 
advance.

“Store these eggs in their 
otiginal carton on the shelf in 
your refrigerator until you are 
ready to cook them. This will 
help  them  to  peel e a s ily ,” 
Birkhold explained.

Eggs should be inspected be­
fore purchase to make sure they 
are not dirty or cracked.

“Dangerous bacteria can en ­
ter through a crack in the shell,” 
she said.

Eggs m ust be hard-cooked 
before decorating, but achiev­
ing perfect hard-cooked eggs is 
simple, she said.

First, place eggs in a single 
layer in a saucepan and add 
enough cold tap water to cover 
1 inch above the eggs.

Cover and quickly bring to a 
boil; immediately tum  off the 
heat and allow the covered pan 
to stand for 15 minutes.

If necessary, the pan should 
be rem oved from the burner to 
prevent further boiling.

Next, drain off the hot water 
and run cold water over the eggs 
or place them in ice water until 
completely cooled. Dry and re­
frigerate, or decorate the eggs 
right away.

Do not decorate cracked eggs, 
Birkhold advised. These can be 
refrigerated and used as ingre­
dients in holiday recipes.

Decorate Easter eggs using 
one o f the many egg-dyeing kits 
available —  and follow the 
m anufacturer’s directions for 
dyeing eggs.

After decorating, return eggs 
to the refrigerator until time for 
the hunt.

“Do not hide eggs where they 
may come in contact with pets, 
wild animals, birds, reptiles or 
insects,” she advised.

“He especially careful when

planning April applications of 
lawn chem icals,” she said.

Also, do not hide eggs when 
and where they can come into 
contact with lawn fertilizers, 
herbicides or pesticides.

Gather eggs as soon as pos­
sible after they are hidden. Do 
not allow them to remain hid­
den for more than two hours.

After the hunt, eggs should 
be inspected and cracked eggs 
discarded, Birkhold said.

“Any uneaten eggs can be 
stored in the refrigerator for up 
to one week,” she added.

Here is a recipe suggested by 
the American Egg Board for 
using excess Easter eggs: 

GOLDEN CANAPES 
1 cup mayonnaise 
1 tablespoon chopped 

chives

1 teaspoon prepared mus­
tard

1/4 teaspoon salt
1/8 to 1/4 teaspoon hot 

liquid pepper seasoning
6 hard-cooked eggs, 

chopped
1 cup (2 oz.) shredded 

Cheddar cheese
1/4 cup chopped pecans
16 slices cocktail-sized 

rye bread
In medium-sized bowl, stir 

together mayonnaise, chives, 
mustard, salt and seasoni ng unti I 
well blended.

Stir in eggs, cheese and pe­
cans until well combined.

Dollop each bread slice with 
1 rounded tablespoon of the egg 
mixture. Broil ^bout 6 inches 
from heat until lightly browned 
and bubbly, about 1 to 2 m in­
utes.

NOTICE OF PROPOSED INCREASE IN ENVIRONS GAS 
RATES AND SERVICE CHARGES

On March 8, 2000 Energas Company filed a statement of intent with the 
Railroad Commission of Texas to increase its gas rates in the 
unincorporated areas (’’Environs’) surrounding the sixtv-seven West Texas 
Cities listed below. The proposed increase would affect all classes of 
environs tariff customers including Residential, Commercial, Public 
Authority, Small Industrial and Air Conditioning customers and would be 

' identical in relative magnitude to those proposed by the Company for the 
sixty-seven West Texas cities in the Company’s pending Appeal at the 
Railroad Commission. The proposed effective date for the increase is April 
27, 2000 The Railroad Commission may delay the proposed effective date 
for up to 150 days. However, the environs rates will not be changed until 
the rates inside the sixty-seven West Texas Cities are changed There are 
approximately 22,275 Environs customers in the unincorporated areas 
surrounding the sixtv-seven West Texas Cities from which the Company 
has appealed to the Railroad Commission. The proposed changes in 
environs rates are expected to increase the Company ’s annual revenues by 
approximately 51.0 million or 8.5%, adjusted for normal weather. The 
change is a "major change" under state law only in the environs of Lubbock 
and Odessa.

Energas proposes to restructure its gas rates to moderate bill variability 
during the heating season, to increase its revenues from gas service by 
increasing the customer charges and lower pricing blocks, and to increase 
its charges for miscellaneous services such as reconnecting gas services 
following nonpayment. The Company also proposes charges to its Gas Cost 
Adjustment (“GCA”) Clause to collect all of the gas cost and related taxes 
instead of just the difference between actual gas cost and a base cost of gas 
in the base rates.

Childhood snoring carries some risks

H O U STO N  —  For m any 
children, snoring can be''more 
than a noisy nuisance.

“ U nfo rtuna te ly , we d o n ’t 
have tis good of an idea about 
snoring in children as we do in 
a d u l t s ,” s a id  D r. M ax  
H irshkow itz, associate d irec­
to r o f  the S leep  D iso rders  
C enter at Baylor College of 
M edicine.

“W e do know, however, that 
it can run the range from  being 
rela tively  m inor to being  a 
sym ptom  o f sleep apnea,” he 
added.

O bstructive sleep apnea is a 
serious, life-threatening con­
dition that can trigger various 
abnorm alities or developm en­
tal d e la y . It o c c u rs  w hen 
en 1 arged adenoid glan ds or ton - 
sils block the upper airw ay 
passages during sleep, m aking 
it d ifficu lt fo r the ch ild  to

breathe.
Not every child  who snores, 

how ever, is show ing signs of 
sleep apnea. In adults, only 20 
to 30 percent of those who snore 
suffer from the condition.

In general, snoring occurs 
when the floppy tissue in the 
airw ay relaxes and begins to 
vibrate. M any tim es the noise 
is caused by an enlarged soft 
palate and uvula, the lobe hang­
ing from the back o f the roo f of 
the mouth.

“Anything that limits the size 
o f the airway, such as breath­
ing through the mouth, sedati ng 
m edications or chronic inflam ­
m ation o f the nose can increase 
snoring,” H irshkow itz said.

He does warn, how ever, that 
even “sim ple” snoring carries 
some risks. The constant vi­
bration can beat down throat 
tissue, leading to infection. The 
multi pie sleep disturbances also

can keep a child  from achiev­
ing a truly restful state.

“At school, these children 
will often wiggle around in their 
seats or doodle, all very subtle 
s ig n s  o f  s le e p in e s s ,” 
H irshkow itz said. “They be­
com e w ound up, are unable to 
contro l their fidge ting , and 
eventually stop paying atten­
tion.”

Snoring can affect more than 
a ch ild ’s ability to m ake the 
grade at school. M any also suf­
fer from  w eig h t p ro b lem s, 
m orning headaches and fre ­
quent bed-w etting.

“ M any of the adults we treat 
forsleep apnea have sym ptom s 
that can be traced back toch ild - 
h o o d ,” H ir s h k o w itz  s a id . 
“Sleep problem s can have a 
huge effect on schoolw ork and 
parents should not wait until 
the ill effects surface in the 
classroom .”

W A SH IN G TO N — Agricul­
ture Secretary Dan Glickman 
recently announced that the Ru­
ral Em pow erm ent Zone and 
Enterprise Community initiative 
has topped more than $1 billion 
in investments during the past 
five years in some of the nation ’ s 
m ost depressed rural areas.

The initiative has empowered 
rural residents at the grass-roots 
level to implement economic de­
velopment programs.

“Thanks to these investments, 
thousands of new jobs have been 
created, hundreds o f new busi­
nesses started, thousands o f 
homes built or renovated, and 
water, sewer and electricity ser­
vice has been brought to places 
never before served,” Glickman 
said.
