Thyy shall hav# every right 
the law gives to them, but no more; they 
shall have eaual and exact Justice, but 
no special privilege*. That much they are 
entitled to; more than that they should 
not receive. I have no patience with the 
demagogue who attarka corporations 
merely because they are corporations.

It Is proper that railroads and all Inter­

ests, quasi-publlc and private, should 
have the right to appear before legislat­
ive committees and present reasons for 
or against the passage of any bill. They 
likew ise should be accorded the privilege 
of addressing th** individual legislators In 
g proper way, but the maintenance of a 
profe ssional lobby, breeds corruption, and 
rhould not be permitted. Professional 
lobbying should be made a crime. The 
excuse for the ma’nterance of a profes­
sional lobby heretofore has been that it 
was neceessary f®r the protection of cor- 
p* -ate Interests from unjust legislation 
and from sand-bagging measures pre­
sented by corrupt legislators. I will, as 
far as lies In my power, see to It that 
there is Just treatment, nnd I believe that 
If the railroads would only keep their 
professional lobbyists away many of the 
troubles romplnlnad of would he averted.
