Jan. 21.— With the 
Ruastan capital seemingly on the verge 
of an incipient revolution, thousands 
of workmen parading the streets, agi­
tators and fanatlca sowing the seeds 
of disorder, half the city in darkness 
and without Are protection owing to 
walk-outs, the situation Is hoursly 
growing more tense and the authorl- 
iles decided to adopt energetic meas­
ure* to preeerve order, prevent rioting 
and over-awe the violent minded, at 
the same time seeking to placate the 

1 striking workmen by offering xatisfac- 
i tion of their demand* insofar a* they 

are just and reasonable, thus acting 
with combined firmness and moder- 
atinn.. _Xhe government augmented 
the garrisou at St. Petersburg with 2,- 
509 cavalry and 1,600 infantry from 
Tsarskoe-Selo and Ailed the street*, 
especially In the disaffected quarter, 
with heavy patrols of soldiers.

The refusal to permit a delegation 
of workmen to present a petition to 
Emperor Nicholas al Tsarskoe-Selo 
baa made it known that the great 
demonstration planned for Sunday, 
with Its unlimited poeslbflitte* for an 
outbreak, will aot be permitted to *«.’<* 
place. At the same time acting In 
conjunction with a conference of em­
ployer*. it has been determined to of­
fer conceealons in the term* of em­
ployment. which the employers de­
clared the great majority of the work­
man would be laclined to accept If 
they wore guarantee<r*protect!on from 
the more violent faction.

It la reported that Father Gopon. 
leader of the workmen, ha* beau quiet­
ly spirited sway from his bodyguard 
and taken Into custody. In furtherance 
of tha plan to disorganise the ole- 
meatt that are threatening the peace 
of gt. Petersburg The authorities be­
lieve that hy these step* they have the 
situation well in hand, and announce 
that they expect a peaceful solution of 
the problem. The situation haa en­
tered an acate stage and the strike 
haa assumed an open political phase. 
Mill after mill and factory after fac­
tory closed. Throngs of workmen pa- 
raded the etreeta and. when their col­
leagues refused to Join them, broke 
down gate* and foresd out the men. 
The whole Industrial center ia idle.

Pamphlets, circulars sad other cheap Jim advertisiug schemes got a hard knock 
from the portal department in Washington this weak. By a ruling from tho de­
partment residents in rural delivery districts, and who have mail boxea erected at 
their front gates, will be relieved from the annoyance of haviag the boxes jammed 
full of cheap advertising matter.

Hereafter, if the farmer will reject the obnoxious matter it will be taken to 
tho postoffice by the poitman and there it will be held for postage. Thus to uee 
the boxes will make heavy costs for the promoters.

The department, through J. 1. U|tow, fourth assistant postmaster general, 
has decided that papers an' pamphan placedTu the boxea are "in the mails" and 
must bear pottage. Following is the text of the letter sect to Foatmssters.

"Owing to the numerous compwlnts which are beiop made to tho depart­
ment that advertiaing oircuUtt and other mailable matte:, postage ou which has 
not been prepaid, are being placed in tural letter bexes, without the proper postage, 
and in order that there be no mianndeiManding regarding the prope.- disposition 
of such matter you are hereby advjoed that patrons’ boxea erected on rural route* 
are intended exclusively for the reception of matter vegalsrly in the mails for de­
livery or dispatch through tho maila; and ‘mailable, artf; es which carrier* find 
deposited in such mall boxes on tholr routes ar* properly -in the mails,' and sub­
ject to ail tha rules regnltring mail matter, including the payment oi postage 
thereon.

"You will promptly and fully Instruct the rural carrier* r.ttachsd to jour office 
that aft mai'able matter found in rural letter boxes, without the proper^otuge 
affixed or money provided titlliclet.’ to purchsse same, shfralfi bo taken to thi" ’
