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TOOK-VILLAGE THAT WAS FORTIFIED

Two Hundred Cattle and 100 Jap-
anese Prisomers a Part of the
Loot—Fifty Russians Fell in
Fight on the Hun River,

8t. Petersburg, Jan. 28.—Gen, Kuro.
patkin reports that Russian troops at
seven p. m, on January 26, after a des-
perate fight, occupied the village ot
Sandepas, which had been strongly’
fortified by the Japanese, and captured
200 cattle.

Supplementing the foregoing Gen.
Kuropatkin says: “From later reports
it appears that in capturing these po-
sitions we made prisoners of 100 Jap-
anse, We also occupied the village of
Weheitallse, on the Hun river, losing
50 men. On January 26 our troops
continued the offensive against Bande-
pas. The Japanese attacked our posi-
tions near the village from the south
and southeast, but were repulsed, Our
cavalry participated, maneuvering
against the left flank and attacked the
Japanese in the rear. Our force then
attacked Sandepas and at seven p. m.,
after a desperate fight, with the assist-
ance of sappers, we surmounted the |
strong entrenchments at Shakhe and l
repulsed Japanese attempts to retake
them."”

Bt. Petershurg BDelieves It

St. Petersburg, Jan. 28.—News of
Gen. Kuropatkin's suceessful repulse
of the Japanese advauce comes most
opportunely. The belief exists that

Fleld Marshal Oyama sought to take
advantage of any repression prevailing
in the Russian ranks as the pesult of
the news from St Petersburg to
launch an attack against Gen. Kuro-
patkin's right, but the Russian com-
mander-in-chief seems to have turned
the tables, inflicting considerable loss
on the Japanese on Thursday and tak-
Ing several positions westward along
the plan of the Hun river.

Revolutionists In Londan Declure
for the Elimination of all “Em-
perors, Thieves and Loafers.”

London, Jan. 28.—The large east ond
resort, “Wonderland,” which 18 no-
torious as a prize fight arena, was the
scene last mnight of a revolutionary
demonstration. The audience num-
bered 3,000 and was composed largely
of Russian Jews.
