BULLETIN ON SEEO CORN.
The agricultural experiment station of 

the University of Illinois has lust issued 
bulletin No. 96, entitled, "The Testing 
of Corn for Seed.”  The author, A. N. 
Hume, calls attention to tho fact that 
there were many poor stand* ol corn in 
1904 owing to the use ol poor seeds ol 
the crop of 1903, and that much of this 
lost could have been avoided if each ear 
ol seed corn had been tested separately. 
Several method* of testing, without the 
use of expensive equipment are describ­
ed in detail. The results of numerous 
test* at the station are given, together 
with the actual time required to make 
the tests. It is clearly shown that the 
Illinois corn growers could well afford 
to test every ear of corn intended for 
planting.
