Western Fanner—Has 160 Acres in the Legume.

“ •ay, those old bucksyes and hoosisrt and suckers back cast will bs sending 
out to our Btbraska farms and baying allalla meal for hog medicine before 
many years. I  r u  back la Illinois on a visit sometime ago and when 1 went 
to telling the folks about hay-feeding my hoga on alfalfa they all thought 1 waa 
dopy. But there fe do pipe dream about It, my hoga are given a feed of allalla 
hay and thoy ge to it juat tha tame aa ateera.”  Thia, in aubatance. ia the lan­
guage of Mr. Charlea Gurney, of Rod Cloud, Nebraska, who was a caller at The 
Journal office yesterday afternoon.

Mr. Gurney is a big (seder of cattle apd hoga in Webstar eounty where he 
has a large term. A abort talk with him was all that was needed to establish 
the tact that h* is an alfalfa eathnsiaat. On his big farm he haa 150 acrea of 
thia new leguminous plant that in the apace of a few years haa worked a complete 
metamorphosia over the entire length and breadth of the arid and aemi-arid do­
main of Dnole ham, from Manitoba to the Golf o! Mexico.

“ Ths development of alfalfa has already been the biggeat thing that haa ever 
happened to the western farmer." said he. “ It will make eattle and hogs with­
out any grain and in combination with corn there ia nothing on earth that will 
beat it tor results. I cut tour crops ol hay from my alfalfa fields last year and 
that alone would pay a big income from the land if told In the hay, but I ’m not 
raising hay for tale. The products of my farms go to market on the hoof. We 
have not gone into the alfalfa meal basinets yet, bet results obtained from grind- A 
ing corn and alfalfa together lor a combination ration, clearly show that there i  
la nothing chimerical about the proposition to put •  fella meal on the market aa e ♦  
etmmercial product. It will certainly anlarge the demand ami call tor an ineroamd + 
acreage. In the form of a meal, that would reduce bulk and facilitate hand- 9 
ling, we would not be able to meet the increased demand until every sere of allalla {  
land in thia country is utiliied." ♦

BEST YEARS OF A COW.
The British “ Live Stock Journal”  is 

witling to go on record ns being the 
authority for the statement that young­
er animals give somewhat richer milk 
than the older ones. Writing upon this 
subject it stated that test especially 
made went to show that under the same 
conditions cows six or seven years old 
do best. This was the case with the 
cows in the ninety ds> test at the Chi­
cago world’s fair. Fron* these tests the 
conclusions drawn are the maximum 
annual production; ami the greatest 
profits obtained from a cow will, as a 
a rule, come at from live to eight years 
and the young animals give richer milk 
than the older ones. It is evident, 
therefore, that one might only very ex- 
ceptionly retain cows nf more than eight 
or nine years of age, is their milking 
qualities are then generally declining 
and moreover the cow* are less easily 
fattened.

UNIQUE TRAINING SCHOOL.
A training school of a character so 

unusual as to be almost unique ha. lately- 
celebrated its twenty-seventh birthday.

Match of Wheatland Township, Will 
County, Illinois. Both it and a similar 
but younger organization of Kanevounty 
were started by pioneer settlers. The 
work waa undertaken for the purpose of 
teaching boys and men to make plowing 
one of the fine arts. Matches are held 
once a year. The land is measured off 
carefully, and contestants must turn it 
not only in a given time, but so accu­
rately that the last furrow shall exactly 
complete the piece.

sewing and cookery; and this they have 
continued, so that some of the best 
housekeepers in the middle west, as well 
as some of the best farmers, jhave been 
trained in these very practical schools.

Hides and minor steer by­
products had good sale, but these were 
ol no help to the general lowness and 
sluggi“ hhess of the beef end of the pack­
ing house business. There was a slump 
in the damand for meats and a seemingly 
stubborn disinclination among con­
sumers to eat a normal quanity of beef 
even at abnormrily low wholesale price 
for the viand. Beef conditions show 
very little hope at present for a better 
state of ,the market. —National Provis- 
ioner.

AMERICAN MEAT FOR PHILIPPINES
A resolution haa been introduced

in the United States Senate calling on 
the secretary of war for a statement ia 
regard to the supply of beef and other 
meats for the use of the army in tha 
Philippines. The resolution has been 
prepared at the instance of ex-8enator 
Harris, of Kansas, who represent* 
numerous live stock interests. It will 
ask for information as to the sourc* 
of the supply of meats, the cost to 
the government and a statement of tho 

i cost as compared with American meats.
It is said the resolution w ill be tha 

first move made by the cattle interests 
of the west to force the use of Ameri­
can cattle by our armies in the Philip­
pines.

The murderer, who wsuj dis­
guised as an officer of the army, sen1 
in a card bearing the name of Alexan 
der (iutld and was at once admitted 
After entering the room he faced tht 
procurator general, ‘drew a revolvci 
and fired four shots in quick succes­
sion. Kacli shot took effect anc 
Johnsson fell and died almost imme­
diately. Johnsson’s son, hearing tht 
firing, came to his father's assistance 
rind the murderer fired at him. wound­
ing him slightly. The assassin wat 
at once arrested.

Johnsson was born in 1S56 and prac­
ticed at the Finnish bar. He wa* 
highly esteemed and had held various 
government appointments, Including 
that o f provincial judge. Johnsson 
was regarded as a wise and patriotic 
official. It is understood that it was 
at his initiative that the Finns exiled 
by Gov. Oen. EgWrikolT were allowed 
to return to Finland.
