Is is estimated that the number of 
Texas steers lor sale in the spring above 
the quarantine line will probably not 
exceed 150,000. This constitutes the 
smallest offering in many years. It 
comes about from many causes, the 
principal one being the falling off in the 
calf crop for the past two years and the 
heavy marketing of young stuff during 
the same period.

The demand for Texas stuff to go to 
the northwest will lively be much 
lighter this spring than usual, but the 
prospect of a short supply has already 
induced some of the big operators from 
that section to spy out the situation.

Home of the largest ranches say they 
will have no steers to sell in th“ spring. 
It is rather an anomalous condition for 
those people who have been accustomed 
to sell their twos by the train load. 
There is no question but that the known 
shortage is going to have the effect of 
stimulating prices very' materially, 
and there is no method of de­
termining just what the opening 
figures are going to be. It is probable 
that the meeting of the cattlemen in 
Fort Worth on March 21 will witness the 
beginning of spring trading, but so far 
the Texas men are not quoting any fig­
ures seeming content to lie low and 
await future developments. It is cer­
tain, however, that better prices will be 
demanded all around.—“ Mac”  in Breed­
er ’s Gazette.

He may raise some cotton, but he is go­
ing to have 100 acres at least in corn. 
“ My tn*. experience at farming was 
raising cotton.”  said he to the Express 
Friday “ I was a much younger man 
then than 1 am now and 1 owned my 
own slaves. It cost ine 6 cents a pound 
then to raise and market the crop. I 
hope cotton will not sell that low this 
hor next year, hut if it does it is not go­
ing to catch me with much of a crop. 
Corn in the lower country is selling now 
at a dollar per bushel, and men who can 
raise the greatest number of bushels to 
the acre, are the men who are going to 
make the moat money on corn. You 
can’t feed cotton to anvting but a spin­
ner, but cattle, hogs, horses, and the hu­
man race all eat corn.

in Montague county last year,’* aaya A. 
C. Black, a prominent young atock 
termer of Nocona, in Texas fltockn*.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 20.—It has now 
been definitely derided that the re­
mains of Grand Duke Sergius will not 
be brought to St. Petersburg for the 
present Even Gov. Gen. TrepofT has 
recognised the fact that no precautions 
can furnish an absolute guarantee of 
immunity against an act o f terror­
ism; and at a great state funeral, where 
ancient custom requires that the em­
peror and all o f the Romanoff family 
assemble and follow the coffin on foot, 
a single bomb might wipe out the dy­
nasty. Regard for the personal safety 
o f the sovereign also has led to the 
decision thnf the emperor shall not go 
to Moscow to attend the funeral. It Is 
possible that no members o f the im­
perial fam ily will be present except 
those who are now within the wall* o f 
the Kremlin. Grand Dukes Constantine 
and Paul probably will represent tho 
emperor at the service.

So grave is the danger o f a repetition 
of the Moscow tragedy that several 
o f the grand dukes have not stirred 
out o f their palaces since the murder 
-nd instead of going to Tsarskoe-Sclo 
*o nt-en-J the requiem there they have 
' - T  .paled tn 6peria! services he'd 
in the chapels o f tbplr own palaces. 
Tins was the case as regards Grand 
Dukes Vladimir and Alexis. A special 
requiem also was held in the winter 
palace, that Gov. TrepofT might at­
tend. Gen. Trepnff is to be under sen 
fence by the fighting organisation of 
the social revolutionists and so far ns 
can be ascertained has not left his 
quarters since the assassination of 
Grand Duke Sergius.

The public is greatly com-erned 
over the developments o f the Immedi­
ate future. Other terrorist crimes are 
generally anticipated. According to 
reports many cities and towns are In 
a condition o f political ferment and 
several officials have been assassinated 
In southern Russia. According to a 
telephone message from Moscow the 
students there are afraid to appear on 
the streets In their uniforms.

The “ fighting society”  o f the revo­
lutionary party has decreed the d* ath 
of every member o f the Russian im­
perial family. Sentences o f a*sa.--d.ra­
tion have been pdssed upon the czar, 
czarina, the infant heir to t>* throne 
and the dowager empress. These s n- 
fences have been sent to every d< ,rr J 
personaee. greet, and HMle *nd will 
be executed. This i9 the *qpsdfug 
declaration made by represent.itlv*- 
men of the revolutionary party and— 
wonderful to say—it is made openly 
and without anv auwarent fear of a*'- 
rest. When It is remembered that th's 
''fighting society”  foretold almost to 
a day the date of Sergius’ nfsR 'ina 
tion and that every minister against 
whom it has issued an edict has fallen 
the terror of Russia may be Imagined.
