Herent investigations at the M i., e.-i 
Experiment Station indicate that the 
average corn yield* in Missoun may be 
increased ten huaheU per acre by inex­
pensive methods. The information on 
how to accomplish the* ' results ia con­
tained in circular of information Number 
19, by M F Miller, a copy ot which can 
be had by addressing the Director of the 
Experiment Station,Columbia, Missouri.

The most common cause ot tow corn 
vield* is a poor stand of corn. A poor 
stand of corn is usually the result of 
planting seed that will not grow or dis­
tributing the corn unevenly in the hills. 
The Experiment Htation ha* carefully 
investigated seed corn taken during 
February, 1906, Irom the cribs of Missouri 
corn grow ers and the result shows that 
only 63 prr cent ot such corn will grow 
To get a good aland st least 95 per cent 
shot'Id grow vigorously.

The above indicates that seed corn can 
not be safely selected Irom the crib, but 
should be carefully selected from the 
field as follows: Helect from desirable 
stalks only those ears which show de­
sirable charact>ristics. Place the cars 
at once in small piles or in shallow layers 
in dry room or some crib where they 
will become thoroughly dry before hard 
freezing weather.

They are 
bought by farmers outright or by deal­
ers who run them out into the country 
where there is a shortage ol team power 
and told at public or private sale at a 
profit. They are not large. Most ol 
them are not realty large enough for 
profltabh farm uae. Mares are general­
ly preferred to geldings and bring the 
best prices, the intention of the pur­
chasers being to breed them. Neverthe­
less many small mean geldings are each 
spring bought lor farm consumption. 
We cannot see where there is any money 
to be made by using geldings on the 
farm, save as a preliminary to selling 
them. Mares do just aa much work and 
will breed at the same time. A gelding 
returns nothing but the work he doe* 
tor liu purchase price and the teed put 
into him. Of course the geldings cost 
less money, but is there real economy in 
bu.Mng a thing because it ia cheap when 
a profit can be made o l  the expenditure 
of a little more money and none from 
the purchase of the cheap article? We 
know that the wise farmer is he who 
buys aa heavy mares aa his purse will 
allow. No termer should buy a inure 
wrighing less than 1,400 pounds and 
1.300 or 1,800 pounds is tar better stiU. 
It does not take such a great deal of 
money U> buy apair of l.tiOO-pound mares. 
They ran be got lor from 1900 to MMl, 
perhaps fur as little aa K2SU or KMU, and 
surely there la more real economy in 
such a purchase than in paying KAO or 
1*1 lor a pair of mares weighing 1,100 or 
I JOO pounds eai-h. The added amount 
oi wnrk^done will make ample interest 
and the first ioals will tar more than 
make up the purchase price.

New Mexico and Arixona 
and the present prospect is for a heavy 
supply of fat mutton from that quarter, 
aa owing to the drouth last year few 
were marketed.

luondon. March IS.—The revolt of the 
French bankers Is considered by tha 
London newspapers as the most hope­
ful and Important news of the day, 
promising an early conclusion of ponce 
between Russia and Japan. Apparently 
the proposed Russian loan has not been 
absolutely refused, but only “ post­
poned ". This, however, is regarded 
here as being tantamount to a refusal, 
and Is expected to speak louder to the 
Russian war party even than Kuropat- 
kln’s reverse at Mukden.

New York, March 16.—At least a 
score of persons were burned to death, 
several were so badly hurt that they 
may die. and 40 others received slight­
er hurts, in a lire which practically de­
stroyed a five-story tenement house la 
Allen street early Tuesday. The fire 
had gained great headway before It 
became known to most of the tenants 
and many o f  them were cut off before 
they could make an attempt to 'save 
themselves. Thrilling rescues and dar­
ing leaps for life marked the tire Many 
persons were carried from the blazing 
building Firemen climbed the walls 
on their scaling ladders, braved tbe 
flames and reached the Imperilled ten­
ants.

Heroes developed at this time. Lieut. 
Bonner, son of the former tire th ief 
ascended the now red-hot fire escape 
five times. Four times he came down 
with a woman or a child in his arms. 
The fifth time bo was making for the 
street with an unconscious woman 
when his strength gave way. lie  stag­
gered and would have fallen to death 
had not a comrade come to his as­
sistance. As Bonner reached a fourth 
storv window on one of his ascents 
and dragged a little girl from a window 
where she stood surrounded by flames 
she pleaded with him to leave her on 
the escape and go in after her Ilttl? 
brother, whom she had carried to the 
window. He had fallen unconscious 
and wan roasting she said. Bonner 
Jnmped through the window, and It 
seemed to those below as If he was 
going Into a furnace. He found the 
little boy just inside the window and 
carried him out.
