St. Petersburg, March 18.—An in-
tentional credit loan of $100,000,000
dollars on a five per cent basis 1is
now being negotjatéd by the ministery
of finance.

The price of is-
suance has not been determined upon
but probably will be 82 to 95. The
Asdociated press was informed at the
ministry that the issuance of this
loan is entirely independent of the
French negotiations which have not
vet been concluded. Domestic rentes
will be issued for a long term and will,
ag in the case of the internal credit
loan, not be subject to the obligations
of foreign loans.
