SERVIAN HOGS TOO FAT.
Servia has always been famous for 

its pigs, and its swine form the greater 
proportion of the live stock of the coun­
try.|They are ubiquitous At the railway 
station they are to be seen in considera­
ble numbers, and there are loading 
slopes on two levels so ti.at the animals 
can be driven into the double-decked 
wagons which are commonly uaed.

The native pig is short in body, hardy 
a good feeder, and fattens well, hut it 
makes too much fat for the Pritiah mar­
kets. To remedy that defect, English 
breeds have been introduced with a 
satisfactory result. KilPng stations 
are met with in several centers, notably 
at Jugodina and Velika pluna. dome 
time ago a very fine abattoir was erect­
ed on the Danube side of Belgrade, 
covering 10 hectares, owned by the 
Servian slaughterhouse company, 
established by Servian capital. Here 
10,000 cattle, 15,000 sheep and 80,000 pigs 
are fed and slaughtered annually.

Lash year two wagonloaiis of sheep 
were sent as a trial to London, but the 
result was by no means equal to the ex ­
pectations, and a further trial is now 
being made. The meat is shipped In 
large refrigerator ear*, but considerable 
complaint ia made as to the charges for 
the long journey to Antwerp, and ft is 
hoped that either by reductions over 
this route or by .shipping via Flume, the I 
trade may receive greater encourage 
ment.

Cincinnati, March 25.—The annual 
compilations ol pork packing, ar.d k in ­
dred statistical information, which the 
Cincinnati Price Current has tong pre­
pared for the trade, for years ending 
March 1, are far advanced for the past 
year, and will probably appear in a week 
from now, a few returns yet being de­
linquent. In the meantime the exhibits 
of Istocka of hog product have been 
brought to a conclusion, and are now 
submitted.

It ia show n that in the West on March 
1 the total m pply of meats other than 
barreled pork indicate an increase of
112.000. 000 pounds compared with a year 
ago, and 117,000.000 pound* in excess of 
the annual average for March 1 for ten 
years prior to 1905. For lard there is an 
increase of 46,000 tierces compared with 
a year ago, and an excess of 15,000 tiercee 
over the annual average for March 1 for 
ten years prior to 1905.

The total of cut rqeats in the W est, in 
the East, and in transit, o n . March 1, 
w ith the addition of barreled pork repre­
sented in pounds, make an aggregate 
of 049,000,000 pounds, against 52!-,000,000 
pounds a year ago, and an annual aver­
age of 540,000,000 pounds for March 1 for 
ten years prior to liMa an Increase of
121.000. 000 pounds, or nearly 23 percent 
over last y ear and an Increase ol 109,000,- 
000 pounds or 20 per cent overthe annual 
average for ten year*. The aggregate of 
lard West, East and in transit, repre­
sents 222,000 tierces, compared with 170,- 
000 tierces a year ago, and an annual 
average of 212.000 tieroes for March 1 for 
ten years prior to 190’>.

FARMER AND TROTTER.
Breeder’s Gazette: An Illinois corre­

spondent wants to know whether, on 
general principles, a farmer can afford 
to pay a stallion fee of $50, providing he 
haa a good trotting-bred mare, though 
she is not a standard-bred. He says he 
has such a mar* and would like to mate 
her to a standard-bred trotting stallion 
standing near him at the fee named and 
possessing a record of 2:12‘ - . It all de­
pends, but on general principles we 
should be inclined to reply in the nega­
tive. We do not know how good the 
mare is, nor yet anything about the 
horse. He may be a little ewe-necki-d 
wasp-waisted runt and vet b • as Inst as 
tbe proverbial chain-lightning. He may 
not be fit to mate with any mare and he 
may be a well shaped handsome horae 
which begets his foals like unto himself. 
We all know that breeders oi trotters do 
pay fees of 850 and far higher and make 
money at it, but we also know that many 
of the colis begotten by stallions stand­
ing at such fpes do not when ao'd aa 
viarlings or two-year-olds return the 
cost of production. Sp -ed that ean win 
commands long figures nowadays, bat 
it takes much money to get that apoed 
into shape to sell, indeed so much of 
it that the ordinary farmer is not in a 
position to spend it and take all th* risk* 
incident to training. We believe In tha 
payment of high service fees for the uae 
of suitable horses, but we de not believe 
the re is any use in paying twice what 
any article may be had for-. There are 
p'enty of good trotting horses standing 
at $25 which should be good enough for 
thus mare unices she ie som ething far 
out of the ordinary, which •!•>** not ap­
pear from the letter quoted. We do not 
believe that the breeding of trotter* can 
ive , prove profitable to the farmer. 1* 
is a business far out ot his line.

Men who would never 
think of buying a horse or a farm with­
out examining the prospective purchase 
carefully are carried away by their 
Imaginations or by a sense of mystery 
the moment a mining proposition is 
mentioned to them The more inaccessi­
ble the place and the more vague their 
knowledge of the business, the more 
ptadily they are influenced.

FERTILIZERS IN ILLINOIS.
A little controversy has grown up in 

Ullnoia on th* fertiliser question. In 
a circular that haa <>*en issued Mr. A. N. 
Abbott says: “ About lour years ago, 
through be co-operation ol the institute 
director* and tha state experiment sta­
tion, about tw*nty stations were estab­
lished throughout the state tor the pur­
pose of conducting crop experiments 
on th* different type* of Illinois eoii*. 
Dr. Hopkins of tha State Experiment 
•tntlon* bad eburge of this work. The 
reai'il of these investigation* demon 
elraled that lilim  la soils wer* liable to 
'•* deficient tn on* of th* three elements 
—potash, nitrogen or phosphorus. One 
ol thts* station* wa* located In the 
•vamp soils at Tampico In Whiteside 
county. By th* applloetion* of dif­
ferent elements to this peaty soil tf war 
demonstrated that lha application of 
potash w.juld Increase the yield of corn 
from practically nothing to from forty 
to seventy bushels per acre.

“ To tbs tolls which were deficient in 
nitrogen Dr. Hopkins recommended 
<bat nitrogen be secured by the grow- 
ag of olover aa th* most economical 

mean*. But by far tba larger part of 
th* soils of th* state were deficient In 
the elment of phosphorus. Dr. Hopkins 

i  recommended that the lacking element 
a* supplied by the applloetion of bone 

) meal or ground rock phosphate. In 
talk* year* ago threugb the state, a*

In th* matter of phosphorus he recom ­
mended for immediate result the 
application of steamed bon* meal.

leading farmer* of the state of the 
importance of roek phosphate, a* the 
result of Dr. Hopkint Investigations,

| convinced that tb* application of 
I phosphorus is necesssry to retain the 

fertility of our toll that I have placed

LARGE COMMISSIONS.
Mrs. Chadwick Tells ef How She 

raid Dearly for Favors.

GAVE NOTES FOR DOUBLE AMOUNT,

Cleveland, O., March 25.—in bank­
ruptcy court today Mrs. Canale L. 
Chadwick detailed Home of her flnnn- 
d a l trail*actions during an examina­
tion by Attorney Louts J. Grossman, 
acting for Trustee Nathan Looser.

She testified that her total Indebt­
edness would not exceed $750,000. Of 
Ihla sum, borrowed from vurlotta 
persons, she bad received only $517,- 
000, leaving $268,000 for  commissions 
to  the money lendera. She Bald ahe 
owed certain banka In Cleveland 
$200,000. The names o f  these Insti­
tutions she was willing to  give to 
Trustee Loeser privately.

The examination disclosed additional 
assets o f  $200,000. Of this amount. 
$58,000 Is due from Charles H. gtewart, 
of Cleveland, and $150,000 Is Jewelry 
held by WolferB Brothers, o f Brussels, 
Belgium. Mr*. Chadwick asserted 
that there wer» other aas«U. consist­
ing o f Jewelry and valuable articles, 
held by other persons for  her.

The examination was conducted In 
the presence o f Mrs. Chadwicks four 
attorneys.who, at times. Interposed 
objections to  the questions o f  Mr. 
Grossman, and with whom Mrs. Chad­
wick frequently consulted before she 
replied to  some o f  the attorney's ques­
tions. Mr. Grossman opened by say­
ing he believed that Mrs. Chadwick 
owed $2,000,000. and bad $100,000 In 
undiscovered assets. He asked Mrs. 
Chadwick to assist the trustee for the 
creditors In finding all her property. 
This Mrs. Chadwick aald. sho was w ill­
ing to do. hut aald that Important 
paper* she bad sent for would not be 
In her possession until next week. She 
said the paper* were scattered around 
In Canton, Pittsburg, New York and 
other places. She said the paper* 
would show where hundreds o f  thous­
ands o f dollar* worth o f property was. 
and would also mal e known what 
turns o f money she had borrowed. Sh-» 
lenied that her Indebtedness would 
•mount to  $2,000,000. or any Bum near 
It. She said the $750,000 which she ad­
mits she owed, would Indicate the b o ­
nuses paid for loana

Relative to  the suit o f  Herbert 
D. Newton, o f  Brookline, Mas*., to  re- 
■wer $100,800 lent by him, Mrs. Chad­
wick said she was not Indebted to Mr 
Newton for that am ount She aaid Mr. 
Newton held her paper for  that sum. 
but that she did not receive tb s ' much 
money from  him.
. "H ow  much did ho Rive you, actual­
ly ?" Mr. Groesmnn asked.

"I t  would represent $78,000." replied 
Mrs. Chadwick. "I obtained $28,000 In 
money, and notes for the reel. Two 
$15,000 notes were applied on an old 
debt and tw o $10,000 notea were ne­
gotiated. I realised $1,000 on one and 
$4,000 on the other.”

000 and the $190,000 represent the 
commission ?’*

Paris, 'W arrh 25.—Prospects of peace 
between Russia and Japan assumed a 
more definate and almost a tangible 
ispect to-day a* the result of the an­
nouncement o f  the resumption o f nego­
tiations for a Russian loan.

Postponm ent o f the loan occured 
through the stand taken, by the finan­
cial element ngalnst proceeding while 
uncertainties o f war continued while 
* willingness to resume negotiations 
was construed as meaning that their 
strong influence for  peace finally had 
prevailed with the authortlee at St. 
Petersburg. The announcement o f the 
resumption o f negotiations took defi­
nite form  In a communication to  the 
syndicate o f agents De Change, who 
form an Influential element on the 
bourse, holding government crdentials.

The effect o f  the first announcement 
was to stimulate the market nnd par­
ticularly Russian securities. A re­
action occured on fears as to the effect 
that, the heavy demands o f the lean 
would have on  the market and doubt 
concerning the uses to  which the loan 
will he put. However. Is seems to 
be the accepted view of financiers that 
the proceeds o f the loan will not be ap­
plied to the further continuance of the 
war.

It Is understood that ove o f the In­
ducements to a resumption of the ne­
gotiation was th a t '*  considerable por­
tion o f the proceeds shail remain in 
Prance to  meet the Interest coupons o f 
other loans an d .th a i the placing of 
contracts for go\8jgiAment supplied will 
be required even- after the conclusion 
o f  hostilities. Ooupled with th* an­
nouncement o f  the resumption o f  the 
loan negotiations earn* a strong intl- 
malon from  official and diplomatic j 
quarters that, steps looking toward ( 
peace had been deflnitsly taken by 
Russia. Th* forslgn office d*olined 
to confirm a report that France was 
ltkaly to  be tbs Intermediary; but dl- 1 
plomats, who are actively Interested 
for the firtt time, gave credit to  tb« 
statement that Russia had decided to 
seek peace.

Russia's chief preoccupation is said 
to be avoidance o f having peace 
plans arouse the animosity o f the 
powerful war element at home. The re­
ceipt o f the official dispatch at Sr 
Petersburg on March 20. saying that 
the Japanese were approaching Via- j 
vostok promises to  be a chief ob- I 
determination to seek a pacific solu­
tion. On the other hand It Is Insist­
ed that Japanese proximity to Vladt- j 
vostok promises to be acblef ob- | 
stacle In the way o f peace, as diplomats 
conversant with the situation say that 
Japan will seek to avert peace until 
she possesses Russia's only outlet to 
the Pacific ocean.
