W hen a herder 
is sober and mdustrioua he *onn lays by 
enough money to g *t a ranch, a band ol 
sheep on share# and becom es a producer.
Men to do ranch w srk are paid from 330 
to 335 a month and board. T h is work 
consists of such farm ing as is necessary 
fc. ra ising  hay, irrigating th *  Acids, 
team ing end the like, but, as a rule, 
little  real farm ing, as that term  ia 
understood east, is dons on sheep 
ranches of the great w est. Men are not 
tho only helpers on these great stretches 
of prairie however, for sheep dogs play 
a most im portant part the business.

In fact w ithout the aid of a dog it 
would be im possible to handle sheep in 
large bands. W hen very young a pup is 
put with a trained  dog and in a surpris­
ingly shorLtian* learns ths work which 
con sists  In going around the sheep as 
asthe herder may wave hi* hard , stepping 
when given tbe signal and narking when 
told to speak, so that the sheep may be 
driven. T hese three th ings are abso­
lutely necessary fer a dog to know.
Many herders go much further. In fact 
there is hardly a lim it to th * th ings that 
can be tan g h t to a collie. T h s  dog elten 
goes hungry, but ts alw ays faithful, 
w onting in storm y w eather as well as in
