Receipts ol cattle at the five point* 

today aggregated 19,000, against 21,300 
for last Thursday, but the total for 
the week reaches 186,300 as agr.inst 116,- 
800 lor the firat four days of last week. 
The exceptionally heavy marketing 
early In the week not only enabled 
buyers to break value* sharply but af­
forded them an dpportunity to load up 
with eheap rattle which curtailed the 
demand the latter part ol the week. 
This Influence, however, was not mani­
fest to the extent here as at other points, 
lor today with moderate marketing, 
buyer* were disposed to purchase the 
ntrictlyjlry lot offerings around steady 
with yesterday, and some lota showed 
a little strength, It anything. The trade 
on lair to pretty good lots in grassy con­
dition waa somewhat uneven, some lote 
selling around eteady, while others 
were weak ta a dime lower. Common 
light grassy stuff was more or less neg­
lected. The trade was in a little bet­
ter condition than sellers generally an­
ticipated, hence there was a compara­
tively active trade and a good early 
olcaramceVH all kinds except the com- 
monish grassy offerings.

The general situation, however, la 
very untavorable to the country Inters 
pats, aa the eastern exporters are not 
tree buyers and the hot weathor Is inter­
fering to S great extent with the east­
ern trash meat demand. The lone ol 
the local market la better than reports 
from other points Indicate, and sales 
hers this week- Indicate that shippers to 
this market have lared exceedingly well 
as oompared tfitta thos* Sgho had stock 
bn other m arkets.. •

Local receipts ol hoge were not quite 

up to the volume ol one week ago .but 
the total reported in eight at the five 
leading markets, 75,000, indicates an in­
crease ol 10,000 over the number at seine 
points last Thursday. Opel 1 ig m u m s  
were reported lower at all outside points. 
In the local yards the early market was 
at a basis ol prices mostly 6c lower than 
the general trade ol yesterday and a 
large proportion ol the hogs on offer 
went over the seals* at tbs early stan­
dard ol prices but later In the day there 
was a slight Arming up and sales weie 
at a 9%fc5c decline. Trade bad good 
healthy volume at the decline and the 
supply was well out ol first hands7>rfore 
noon with a good clearance being made 
at the close. There la no apparent 
widening out in the range of prices, 
aside from some little underweight light, 
10c covered the spread today, prime 
butcher quality ol strong medium weight 
going at 46.32% while very ordinary light 
mixed went at 43.23%. Quality of hogs 
generally good.

COMMERCIAL EXCURSIONS.
H elp to Engender a Friendly Feel­

ing Aii.on;- Nations in Com­
petition.

Commercial excursions from one 
country to another have become popu­
lar in Europe. Last year a large party 
of English merebanta and ma'nufac- 
ftirera rnaoe a tour of France to In­
spect Industrial establishments, trade 
schools, etc. i he visitors ware cordial­
ly received and entertained by the 
French authorities and business men. 
many o f the latter of whom subse­
quently made a similar visit to Eng­
land. /  A fiout 200 British merchants 
contemplate a similar excursion to Ger­
many next May ar.it-Aune, and the visit 
is viewed with lively satisfaction by 
the G.’ rman merchants, who are plan:

The explanation Is given as follows 
From May to October (here Is a dry sea 
son. with hot days and fnirly cool nights 
(often BO degrees Fahrenheit). The 
evaporation of the daytime is followed , 
by condensation Into fog at night. This ‘ 
ft>* n,oisier.s the country adjacent to the 
water surfaces and causes a luxuriant 
growth of vegetation. The morning 
winds bldw the fog against the exposed 
sides of hills and mountains and up the 
valleys of tributary streams. Wher­
ever toe fog is not carried the country 
U dry.

The natives reflect this characteristic 
of their bills by shaving off the hair 
from one aide of their heads Deuse 
forests are found where the fogs pre­
vail, while out of range of this moisture 
there is only. a sparse vegetation.

BALE THEIR COTTON WELL
Bombay Shipper* Bundle It Bo Com­

pactly They Are Not Afraid 
o f Fire.

“The Bombay tale." he writes, “ is ro 
convenient In size that one strong man 
can easily pkk It up and slow it. Due 
hundred ludlau baits ran be manipu­
lated In as llttie time as Hi American 
bales and with the same labor. The cot­
ton is so compactly pressed that a sharp 
blow from a hammer will cause the iron 
hoop to burst esundcr, whereas the 
American hinder must be pried open 
with a special tool. The destiny of the 
bale minimix** the danger o f fire.

Any 
doctor may make the test with ease The 
xi?n itself grows out of a well-known 
reel, which is tbe change that occurs in i 
the liver and spleen from the alkaline ! 
state of life to the add state in death. 
It may be said without paradox that life 
Is alkaline, death is acid.

Experiments made show that this 
change occurs with great rapidity. In 
animals it is noticeable within a quarter 
hour after the last breath. But two 
houra after death the process has mark­
edly proceeded and 24 hours afterward 
the acidification has advanced to ex­
treme Intensity. It would seem, there- 
fore, as Brlssemoret and Am bard point 
out. that there Is afforded a sure C'sews 
of ascertaining the presence of deafn 
ind even of fixing the time at which it 
occurred.

-paths; It Is broadly canipunulated and 
.eautifully undulated a|t the margin.

Like other members of tne singular 
tribe to which it belongs, it has a 
strong, disagreeable odor. It is one of 
be carrion plants which attract Insects 
n the manner of the gopse plant and 
>ther plants of that nature. It is fer- 
tlized by insects. It remains in flower 
rom three to four days.

Tbe foliage is large .pnd umbrella- 
lke, the stem is snake-11 kc. The plant 
crows from two to thfec feet high.

The root is tuberous, spherical and 
velghs from six to eight pounds, and is 
>sed as a food, after careful cooking to 
dtmlnate the poisonous properties.

The feeling against Bo ret ary Hitch­
cock In all towns In ths Creek nation 
is especially bluer and the iuen who 
have been sent to Washington to pro­
test against the recent ruling will sea 
not only the secretary, hut will seek 
an audience with President Roosevelt. 
They do not ask that the collect ion of 
the tribal tsx be withheld altogether, 
but that It be withheld until the su­
preme court of the 1 tutted States, be­
fore which body the question has been 
taken, can have time to act on It.
