Dlacovrrrd in Washington Orchard— 
Hurtlculluriils lulerestcd.

Spukana, Wash., Jan. 4.— Pomolog- 
ical axperts and nurserymen In vari­
ous parts of the ITnited Ststes and 
Canada ara interestad in the history 
of a seedloM and coreless pear recent­
ly discovered by Albert I. Mason, an 
orchardiat. among the treea. The tree 
yielded 100 pounds of fruit and it 
looked upon as a horticultural wonder 
In this part of the northwest. The 
pears are of the else of the Bartlett, 
of deep yellow and delicate flavor 
The Aesh is Anely grained and la solid. 
Tha tree Is In Its sixth year. Its yield 
until this year being so small that Mr 
Mason intended to destroy It. The 
tree aras labeled aa “Clapp's Favorite,'' 
but experts who havs rxamtnsd It de­
clare tha variety so far Is not known. 
It bears later than the earlier trees 
and earlier than the late varietlee 
They eay also that the discovery is of 
value to horticulture if the tree con- 
Unuea to bear oeadless and coreless 
pears. Ramples have been sent to 
Luther Burbank, the fruit aliard.

5'ear's Value o f Crop Mtlpiatl from 
Kalainas4Mi. .Mk-li.. fMOO.ttUO.

Kalamaxoo, Mich., Jan. 4— Right 
hundrad thousand boxes of celery, 
each containing six doaen stalks. Is 
the total yearly crop of the succulent 
vegetable which has made Kalamaxoo 
famoua. The value of this crop is 
1808,08k. This compares wlh an aver­
age valuation of 51.000,000 and up­
ward for past seasons.

The cold, wet months o f spring 
made the Aret crop late and unsatis­
factory. Many growers set out their 
plants too early and they had to be 
reset. The second crop showed Im­
provement. while the third and Anal 
crop was o f Ane quality.

Aa a whole the growers have mads 
a fair proAt and are not grumbling 
Hhippers are not quite so well aatbi- 
Aed. They havs been obtaining good 
prices, but the cost of shipment has 
been materially added to by the sub­
stitution of hardwood fur pine boxes 
for shipping at an increased cost of 
three-fourths of a cent a box.

Omaha, Jan 4.— Much of the time 
of the Yeast and Sutton land trial be­
fore Judge Munger In the United 
Slates district court was taken up 
Thursday afternoon with the argu­
ments of counsel upon the question 
of sutMirnalton of |>erjury In the mat­
ter of homestead proofs. The ques­
tion was Anally taken under advise­
ment by Judge Munger and his deci­
sion will be based upon the admiwi- 
blllty of certain evidenc^e yet to come 
during the trial.

Mr. Woodrough of counsel for the 
defense entered Into an extends*! 
argument upon the question of de­
claratory statements, which he held 
were merely declarations of intention 
to do a certain thing, and were not of 
themselves criminal transactions and 
could not be construed as a port of an 
entry of a homestead. He held that 
the declaratory statement «'aa simply 
a caveat, an intimation nr a notii'e 
that the tiler of it Intended to do a 
certain thing. He further held that 
there te no la*' on the statute books 
that prohibits a soldier from selling 
hi* declaratory stafi ment to any per­
son. and that there la no crime In his 
doing so

Attorney Rush for the government, 
held that every pers*m must be held 
resp»)nsible for his own acts as well 
as what he conspires for others to do. 
He said. “There ts not a case where 
these defendants entered into a con­
spiracy to secure and buy soldiers' de­
claratory statements, but the defend­
ants did these things in pursuance of 
a conspiracy to defraud the govern­
ment by means of false, fraudulent 
and Actitlous entries of public lands. 
These declaratory statements are 
simply the foundations of the con­
spiracy. The evidence the govern­
ment ts introducing here Is to sustain 
the allegations of the Indictment"

The juG’ had been excused during 
the arguments, which w’ere based up­
on an objection to the admissibility of 
the declaratoG’ statement* as a part 
of the overt act on the ground that 
no crime had been committed.

Judge Munger held that the objec­
tion lay only as to part of the third 
count of the indictment and that the 
evidence of Mrs. Wheeler and Mrs 
Hodge, soldiers’ widows, showed that 
they had completed their entries and 
that the evident intention of the de­
fendants was to take up all the land 
for ten miles around them. The court 
thereupon overruled the objection on 
the ground that the evidence has 
shown the existence of some sort of 
an agreement between Yeast, Mrs. 
Bellmyer and Garner, who severally 
negotiated must of tho entries.

Chicago, Jan. 4.— I am always glad 

to see farmers and live stock pro­
ducers prosper, because without proo- 
perlty among these prosperity 
fur other classes would be as 
unstable as a sky-scraper buiided up­
on a wooden foundation, says Edward 
Morris In Live Stock W*>rld.

Present prices for live stock, while 
showing a big decrease from the high 
point of the year, are low only In com­
parison with abnormal values, and 1̂  
relation to the cost of grain and other 
feed. The packer d*vesn’t like to see 
four-cent hogs any better than 7-cent 
hogs. There Is a happy medium that 
would be fairer to all and more en­
during. Extremes naturally beget ex­
tremes.

The Interests o f packers, producers 
and consumers are naturally and In- 
dlsolubly bound together and corre­
lated; whatever disturbs the affaire of 
one must be more or less refiseted 
upon the others.

Perhaps the greatest need o f Ilv* 
stock prtKiucers at present Is a better 
understanding between *>ur own and 
foreign governments. So long as w# 
produce only enough for our horns 
consumption we are all right, but 
when production develops to the point 
of our being able, as we should, to 
feed the world, then we should b* 
prepared In such a way that the doora 
of the markets of the old world eould 
not l>e closed ngaln:st us. as they now 
so largely are.

"The quality ot London-grown to­
bacco depends entirely on th* success 
of the drying or curing process.

“Th* Isavss will b* dried In one of 
tb* hothouces of the Botanic gardens, 
and if the drying turns out s success, 
pip* and c i^ rett* tobacco, besides 
c l^rs, will be manufactured.”

The total amount ot tobacco grown 
at tb* Botanic garden* is roughly 50 
pounds.

In 
order to balance the books, he said 
that a like sum bad been charged 
against depositors in tbs bank.

That ie the Amount Required to Stamp

Albany, X. Y., Jan. 4.— Representa­
tives of the State Cattle Breeders’ 
association, the state department of 
agricultural and Speaker Wadsworth 
of the assembly conferred with Gov.

building and contents, loss $15,000; 
American Snuff company, factory and 
contents, loss $15,000; Roberts and 
Brown Planing Mill, loss $12,000; Al­
fred Uhderwood, grocery, loss $2,000; 
King snd Proctor, stable; Joshua 
Knowles, cotage..

This la the third raid which has 
been made In western Kentucky and 
comes in the face of the announce­
ment by the governor that disorder 
must cease. At this time a conn is 
in progress at Hopkinsville, Investi­
gating a similar raid which was mads 
on that city several weeks ago. 
Troops are now on guard at Hopkins­
ville.

The night-riders are attempting to 
Influence or intimidate certain tobac­
co growers into holding their crops 
tor higher prices. The situation Is 
paniculsrly acute at this time as 
many of the growers have two years 
crop on band Warehousemen have 
been notified from time to time to re­
frain from buying any tobacco, and 
many of them who defied the notice 
have had their bouses destroyed by 
Sre.
