seems to be method in the matter. e» 
It Isn't frensy. The truth hovers 
elusively somewhere between these 
points. In H'latun there Is a certain 
play house, lying a IrlAe out of the 
Itealen path, whb h advertises "some 
thing doing e\,er\ mlnqte.”  That 
pretty descflb*-* thoj^.-sent :*tale
o l^ M tlo  In the jyjHrle West There 
la ixwonttousus paatorniancs 
tenatpp twdLiisirlal .. dsan kg in many 
rinse at once eo that the onlooker Is 
made disxy aitd confused tr.ving to 
keep track of It ail. A m a whole, the. 
West Is making money In plenty, 
spending It freel.v. living lavishly live 
prices of labor and of Isletr's product* 
ars snaring, and (the final and |>er- 
haps the must signitlcanl fact t land 
values are rising at a rate which 
promises entirely to nuhmerge itll 
earlier high-w-ater marks

The press of the East, beholding 
these signs from afar, has been say­
ing of late that the West is on the 
ragged edge «>f another "boom " 
Whereat the West is exceedingly In­
dignant. Twenty year* ago almost 
any prairie community wouM have 
arched Its neck and pranced under 
the word; today any one of them will 
lay back Us ears und kkk. For the 
West has found out that a ’ boom" Is 
to a community what a bust" I* to 
one of Its private cltisen* Both are 
things of disrepute, of painful mem­
ories and remorse, not to mention the 
penalties and costs in dnIlar-< and 
cents. In the lime of Ion-spirited 
rc|>entanrc that foHow«*d the ’ ’boom" 
of the eighties, the prairie country 
todk a solemn vow. ’ ’Nevermore." 
And these folks don’t like to have the 
Eastern gonsiiis recalling that early 
misdoing, wagging their heads and 
hinting at l•ack)lll<IIng.

But names aren't facts. Aside frt>m 
Western word-sensitiveness what is 
the fact? Is the West really working 
up a "boom." while hiding the reality 
under an alios?

To answer "5'es" or "No,'' point- 
Mank, with whatever emphasis one 
might be able to give, wouldn't settle 
the point. That would t>e too much 
like forcing an unruly ledger Imlanoe. 
Once, whsii a certain notorious 
trouble-hunU'C y»id lie could lick a 
certain sturd.v Irishman, he got the 
retort, "5'our thoughts on the subject, 
me friend, is Interestin', but not con­
clusive.' An offhand opinion U|>on 
this proposition must be quite as ob­
viously o()en to debate. ,S<v. come, 
let us reason together.

But there's no really good reason 
why we shouldn't start with an 
opinion. Here it Is: The prairie coun- 
trt’ Is not 'booming," nor trying to 
"boom." nor willliig to "boom" If It 
had the chance. The "boom" of 
twenty’ years ago came st a time when 
the prairie land, young and full of 
'ginger," lacked anything like the 

discipline whk'h experience gives. To­
day It has gathered the experience, 
and It has better things to think about 
than the mad excesses of a hot-blood­
ed youth. That’s no mere Hgure of 
speech. A »-ommunlty. no less than a 
man. may get and protIt by wisdom 

Not to be too extreme. I venture the 
proposition that western indutrlal 
affairs are today on a sounder basis 
than the affairs of the east. There is 
In them less of the artlAclal. Their 
successful losue depends less upon the 
contrivances of a protective tariff, less

of things. An analysis of the matter 
of land values will sutnie Th* prob­
lem has few and simple terms;

I f  the land and Its prtKlucta do In- 
ded form the i-hief stock-in-trade of 
this region, then a botwilng of land 
values would naturally be one of the 
Arst and surest signs of a dispoaition 
to "boom."

Well, these Und values have been 
and still are going up Now. hew far 
may they go before they get to the 
point of Af lltioiia inflation? The oa* 
sw«-r to that seems plain enough

Valuatons must bear a rational re­
lation to priMlucing eafiactty. Aoaum- 
Ing that agricultural use Is the only 
dependable measure of value, then. If 
these valuations mount to a point so 
high that crop returns <annot show a 
reasonable iiercentage of proAt on the 
Investment, there’s something wrong 
— that Is to say, valustkitia have been 
for<ed to a aperuUllve pitch. But If 
the known capacity for net earnings 
show a fair percentage reUtion to 
values, then there must be a verdict 
of Not Guilty" under this "boom’’ ac­
cusation ‘Tile case of the west stands 
or falls on that proposlLkm.

Tulsa, 1. T.—Indian Territory cele­
brated statehood with all sorts of 
Boisa, but tba serious minded part of 
the community Is wondering how the 
away problems will be met.

On the Oklahoma side everything Is 
smooth and easy, becausa they hav* 
had county govamment over there for 
ten years, and it simply meant a trans- 
for of the accounts from the territory 
to the state. But on tke Indiaa Terri­
tory side, where tbero has been not a 
single organised county, It means be­
ginning at the beginning and startiag 
things oS. Forty-live counties went 
Into buslneas on November 16, and 
not a one ot them has a rent in the 
treasury, not one of them has a court- 
house or a Jail, not one of them has as 
much as a sheet of oflciat paper on 
which to record the minutes ot the 
flrst meeting of tke county commis­
sioner’s court.

The Juiisdlctlon of tha United 
States ended the minute the procla­
mation of the preeldent went Into ef­
fect, and from that time forward the 
new state has bad to ahift for Itself. 
It must take care of the prisoArs and 
be responsible for all debts and ao 
on. It must provide an organisad gov­
ernment for the people according to 
tha systems which obtain elsewhara.

Money ie the great aad iM-essIng 
question to start with. None ot the 
Indian Territory counties has any 
and there le no way provided in the 
constitution by which money for press­
ing necessities can be obtained. The 
cjqstltuUon covers everything else 
from the* iin^lr.^lve and referendum to 
the regulation o^ m  piocue»is- zi-iLe. 
seasons, but the statesmen who 
framed the document overlooked the 
fa c t. that until the legislature could 
provide some way to keep the county 
governments going the county govern­
ments will be In trouble.

The most generally accepted theory 
Is that the commlssionera of the la- 
dlaa Territory counties can Issue 
scrip til] the legislature gives them 
some authority for an orderly systaas 
of flnanca.

Washington, Jan. (.—Thirteen pho­
tographs from life. Illustrative of hair 
raleliig eyilotta In horaemensbip, fona 
the uniqm ezhlbit sent to congress 
by dirsetion of the prasldsnt to ne- 
oompany recommsadations from him* 
self and the chief of staff tor the bet- 
terroeat of army rUIng. These pic­
tures are Intended to show how far 
ahead of American military men are 
European officers In the art of equlta 
tion. They certainly constitute a re­
markable eerlee.

The official correapondence with 
these pictures consists of a letter 
from the president to tho’ secretary 
■of nai, December 8, last, requesting 
him to secure legislation to make In­
fantry captains mounted officers snd 
establish re-mount depoU, saying 
“both of these measures are essen­
tial to the Improyeroent of horienian- 
ship in the army.”

General Bell prefaces his own re­
port by quoting a note from the presi­
dent referring to “ a number of preea 
comments, apparently inspired by the 
Impression that such a test (riding 
ability) was something extraordinary 
and unheard of,”  and requesting him 
to state the requirements In foreign 
armies In thia respset. Speaking gen­
erally the report shows that the rule 
In Europe Is that all mounted officers 
of every grade shall keep themselves 
and their mounts in fit coudition for 
Instant war, and moat of them main­
tain schools where student officers are 
constantly under Instruction tn horse­
manship. Moreover, the conditions of 
European service are eo different from 
onr own that the dally work of nearly 
all mounted officers Is performed un­
der the eye of their superior officers, 
affording ample opportunity to Judge 
of the quatlflcatlone in horsemanship, 
so that special tests are superfluous. 
The great annual maneuvers also af­
ford practical testing fields of all of­
ficers and any officer deficient in 
horsemanship at any time is either ae- 
stgned to eome kind of duty not ra* 
qiiiring physical activity—practically 
shelved—or becomes subject to retire­
ment without farther examination.
