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NOT OVERPRODUCTION.

Merely a Period of Overmarketing of
Hogs.

Chicago, Jan. 10.—Traders say there
is not an overproduction of hogs, but
merely a period of overmarketing. A
total of 516.000 hogs have been re-
ceived at eleven markets in the first
three days this week, which stands as
a record for three succeeding days’
combined receips, says the Drovers
Journal.

Thus is the continuation of
prices in the trade accounted for

“What is going on at the present
time in the hog trade is overmarket-
ing, not overproduction,” sald a close
observer of gonditions. “There is no
overproduction; the large proportion
of light-weights proves that and
means a comparative shortage later
on. It takes cheap corn to make an
oversupply of live stock, and that we
have not had for a number of years
The demand for pork and pork prod-
ucts is strong and will undoubtedly
continue so. Nothing but temporary
overmarketing is keeping prices
down.”

The excessive marketing is reducing
average weights considerably at all
points. Light hogs are coming in
larger proportion than in months and
at numerous points the average
weight of marketings has fallen under
200 1bs,

The country has the marketing
fever badly, In the opinion of most
traders, and this rush to unload hogs
is causing jubllation in the packers’
camp. They like big runs just now
mainly because they are getting cheap
hogs. Evidence of their agreeableness
to the situation is plainly indicated by
the hungriness they display in taking
the crop

Schwarzschild & Sulzberger bought
7.000 hogs Tuesday, a record one day's
purchase for that concern. Evidently
there must be a handsome profit in
cutting up hogs just now, or record
buying would not be the rule

Packers are getting a big volume of
hogs at outside points which are bheing
slaughtered here.

TO RECLAIM KANSAS LAND.

Washington, Kan., Jan.10 —Congress-
man Madison has got the reclamation
service interested in another proposed
irrigation project for Southwestern
Kansas. There is a great natural
basin near the Finney-Haskell county
line just south of the Arkansas river,
which at a comparatively small cost
can be transferred into a lake to irri-
gate thousands of acres of fertile land
east of the basin.

Madison has called the attention of
the reclamation officers to it and they
have promised to send an expert out
to make a technical investigation. If
the expert finds it a feasible scheme
the government will likely take hold
of the matter.

DOGS KILL SHEEP.

Alpena, Mich., Jan. 11.—The dam-
age caused by sheep-killing dogs in
Alpena county during the last year
will amount to $2,000.

New York, Jan. 11.—For the first

.nd forcible replies and occasional wit-
iy sallies evoked the same demonstra-
ion of applause as greeted the salient
wints of his address proper.

Not less than two thousand per-
wns, its capacity had crowded into
Jopper Unlon when police reserves |
vere summoned to clear the walks in
‘ront of the building where a thou-
sand or more, disappointed in not |
iaving gained entrance, had congre-
sated.

In his prepared address the secre-
ary pointed out the dependence, one
ipon the other, of capital and labor.

was to be condemned.

“Labor needs capital to secure the
best production,” said Mr. Taft,
‘while capital needs labor in produe-
ng anything. The share of each
aborer In the joint product is affect-
ad not exactly, but in a general way
by the amount of capital in use as
compared with the number of those
who labor. The more capital in use, |
the more work there is to do, and the
more there is to do, the more laborers
are need. Manifestly, it is In the di-
rect interest of the laborer that capl
increase faster than the
number of those who work. Nothing
Is so likely to make wealth idle as
insecurity of invested capital and
property. It follows, as a necessary
conclusion that to destroy the guar-
anties of property is a direct blow at
the interest of the working man.

“The capitalist, however wealthy,
who is willing to devote his nights
and days to the investment of his
capital in profitable lawful business or
manufacture, and who studies methods
of reducing the cost of production and
economizing expenses therein, should
be regarded with favor by the working
man, because while his motive is
merely one of accumulation, he is
working not only for himself but for
labor and for society at large. The
inventors on the one hand, and the
men of judgment, courage and execu-
tive ability, who have conceived and
executed the great lawful enterprises,
on the other, have reaped princely
profits which the world may well ac-
cord ‘them for the general good they
have doune. The wealth they accumu-
lated is not wrested from labor, but
it is only a part of that which has
been added to the general stock by
the ingenuity, industry, judgment and
ability of those who enjoy it. If, with
the growth in the population the con-
dition of man is to improve, new plans
for the use of capital to better ad-
vantage must be devised, which shall
at the same time increase capital
more rapidly than the population and
reduce the cost of living. :

“What has been said should not be
misunderstood. The men who have by |
economie organization of capital at
the same time increased the amount
of the counfiry’s capital, Increased
the demand and price for labor and re-
duced the cost of necessities are not
philanthropists.
