In traveling through that region
now it is frequently possible to note
the successive stages of the forest's
advance into the cleared land In
one place a body of timber may con-
sist of trees a foot in diameter and
probably seventy feet high. Their
even tops and uniform size show that
they occupy the =ite of a former field
where seedlings took possession after
the plow left off its annual tillage.
Adjoining such a wood lot another
often be seen with smaller and
yvounger (rees, suggesting that they
occupy the site of a field abandoned
at a later date. Near by may be seen
a s=till younger stand. In some locali-
ties the even tops of one wood lot are
seen beyvond another, each succeeding
one a littie Jater and the trees a littie
smaller. The descending series fre-
quently ends with a field where young
trees are just starting from seeds
from neighboring woods. It may mark
the site of the last ramnant of a
former plantation which was allowed
to relapse into woods because the s=oil
was worn out.

Few if any of the primeval forests
remain in tidewater Virginia, but
large trees of second growth exist. A
gycamore more than 200 years old,
and known to be of second growth,
was cut this year on the site of a
buillding burned during Bacon's Re-
bellion in 1676, and many other trees
as large are growing where tobacco
was cultivated two ceénturies ago.

SHEEP.

Sharp Advances in Prices This Week
~—Gain Is 25@40 Cents.

Two decks of lambs comprised the
Saturday offerings in the sheep house,
They were only fair in gquality, but

were taken without protest at steady
prices in a range of @ 6.65.
Business was hardly sufficient
volume to constitute a“'market and
quotably it was a nomi deal.

The live mutton market throughout
the week has had a buoyant tendency.
This, too, In the face of increased mar-
keting. Local receipts for the week
will otal out 15,800, the heaviest run
since the week ending October 26.
Supplies at five points will aggregate
159,200 asagainst 129,500 the previous
week, but indicated a decrease com-
pared with corresponding week a year
ago. Demand has been keen all week
and sellers have scored repeatedly.
Current prices stand 25@ 40¢ higher
than a week ago on both sheep and
lambs. Best lambs haVe sold at $7.00
with bulk at $6.60@6.90. Yearlings
sold up to $5.75; good wethers sold at
$5.26@5.35 and ewes reached $4.85.

The market appears to hold a
healthy undertone, and prospects for
an active market next week are good,
although the Chicago trade closed
with a qull edge. Supplies have been
insufficient to meet the demands of
packers this week, and larger supplies
would have found ready outlet, The
outlet for live mutton at this point
has recently been broadened and this
market is now prepared to use larger
receipts than ever before. f

COWS., BULLS AND MIXED,

While general cattle receipts were
fairly lMberal for opening day of the
week steers made up bulk of the run,
there were comparatively few cows and
heifers on offer. This was a sustain-
ing factor in the trade and the moder-
ate supplies moved out of first hands
with a fair degree of activity at gen-
erally steady prices, exceptional sales
indicating a little weakness. It was
on this basis that offerings of cows
and heifers were disposed of and
when the noon whistle blew there was
little she stock unsold. Some Iim-
provement in quality was noted and
this had a good effect npon the mar-
ket. Demand for dressed beef cows
was active and the call for desirable
heifers was strong, outsiders enlering
the competition. Quite a few sales of
good heavy cows were noted in a
range of $3.85@4.50. In the heifer
line a range of $4.00@ 4.20 took most
of the desirable straight and mixed
lots. A three car string of light pulp-
fed heifers from Colorado sold at
$3.60. Canners sold largely at $2.10

Bulls were scarce and the market
ruled active and firm.

TO PROVE HIM MAD

Opening Statement of Harry Thaw's
- Couosel Shows Determination
~to Ehow Insanity.

STARTLING STATEMENTS

Purpose of Defense Evidently to Save
Prisoner From Electric Chair
_ First and From Asy-
lum Later.

New York, Jan. 14.—The Thaw
trial moved with a rush Monday. Af
ter the state had presented its direct
case and Assistant Attorney Garvan
had characterized the killing of Stan-
ford White as “a premeditated, delib
erate and cowardly murder,” Martin
W. Littleton, for the defense, made
the opening plea for the prisoner. His
promise of new evidence was sensa
tional and held the supreme atten
tion of all in the court room.

Mr. Littleton's speech fairly bristled
with surprises. He startied the court
room by declaring that after Evelyn
Nesbit had told him her story in Paris
in 1903, Thaw “drenched himself witl
4 poison” and would have died but
for the heroic work of three physi
clans, who labored over him all of on«
night, Mr. Jerome had his surprisc

tween starship and madness, between
brillilance and darkness, fought un-
availingly against the fever of insan-
ity which coursed in his blood at
birth.

“I make no claims for this defendant
above those of the average man as to
morals or virtues,” declared Mr. Lit
tleton. “But I say his life history
Is enough to free him from the charge
that he was responsible for his act
Add to his history the heart-breaking
episode of his love for the young wom
an who became his wife and of ner
recital to him of story which,
flashed to the four quarters of the
globe, made all the worlds that reads
stand still and wonder, and 1 shall
have no hesitancy In asking you if
you have not a reasonable doubt as
to whether he was sane the night of
this deplorable tragedy. And upon
that doubt I shall ask you for a ver-
dict of not guilty.”

Mr. Littleton told of a trip abroad
taken by Thaw in 1899 when he was
ill and insane at Rome, Monte Carlo
and London, being under the care of
physicians and nurses at each place
and declared he would produce these
physicians and nurses as far as pos-
sible to tell, their stories. Teachers
who kept -diaries about the strange
child who sat in their classes also
will come, he said, to tell the jury
about the early life and tendencies
of the defendant. Describing the kill-
ing of White, Mr. Littleton said:

“Thaw's madness, born and bred in
him, had been set on fire by the
stories he had heard. He had gone
to the district attorney with them and
to Mr. stock. They ran in his
staggering among the
chalrs of Madison Square Garden—
yet not @drunk—his eyes burning like
two great coals of fire, unable intel-
ligently to answer gquestions put to
him, maniacal in the last degree, lost
~lost as he was in Rome, in Monte
