region and with great success, 
greater returns. however, could l>e 
reached by devoting the same amount 
o f energy, lime and money to the 
growing o f small fruits.

The southwestern iiart of Ihe state 
has long been known as the th ief 
strawberry center o f the mlildle west. 
If not o f the entire esiuniry. In one 
season a few years ago the Frisco 
railroad shipped out over 1.2U0 tars—  
more than Hfteen million quarts— of 
strawberries from this region.

The best land for strawberries in 
this region la that that has recently 
been cleared o f the native tlm lsT 
growth. Ail o f the soils o f this re­
gion. however, are splendidly adapted 
to strawberry growing, even though 
they have produced several grain 
crops without the addition of any 
fertilising materials. It would be 
necessary, however, under surh con­
ditions for hest results to Improve the 
soil by the addition of barnyard 
manure or by growing some legum­
inous crop, such as oowpeas, and 
turning It under. Either of these 
treatments would put the soli In 
splendid condition for growing straw­
berries. Much o f the land Is quite 
stony, but In such soils are found the 
best strawberry plantations.

Another Industry that is success­
fully carried on throughout the Oiark 
region Is the growing o f tomatoes 
Canning factories have sprung up In 
many o f the counties, and the money 
distributed to the small farmers in 
this way has brought a considerable 
degree o f prosperity in the respective 
localities.

Tomatoes are best grown on newly- 
cleared land. The farmer usually ex­
pects to grow from three to five acres, 
and Inasmuch as the cultivation of 
the crop does not require very much 
o f his time, and as the harvesting of 
It comes at a time when he has much 
leisure, the money that he gets for the 
product Is counted as clear gain. 
Even wiUt quite careless methods of 
cultivating and handling the crop, 
very large prollts have been secured.

The canning factories are nearly 
always located In the small towns and 
they are often organised on the 
operatlve plan. These factories not 
only can from one to three hundred 
acres of tomatoi s annually, but the 
surplus straw Itcrry crop ts oft* n 
saved In this way. The possiblHtio: 
o f these canning factorlrs are very 
great. In that corn, Iveana and other 
vegetables might be grown for can­
ning purposes.

Small fruits. like blackberries, rasp­
berries and dewberries, ar* s iic c c - j - 
fully grown In the Os-irk soils.

IN M I» *O U « l  TO W N*.

W ill Ba Hsid In Connactlon with *tats 
Normals— Two Waoko ta Bo Oo- 

votod to DiaeuoaloMa with Stats 
Aiding to Fulloat KxtanL

Columbia, Mo.— Missouri unIvarsIty 
is trying to bring Inat ruction in agrl- 
cnitura dlract to tha farmara o f tha 
stats. W ith this end la vtaw, tha agri­
cultural coHega haa saat Ita profes- 
aora oo lactura toara ovar the state, 
vUltiag tha rarloua orgaalsatloaa of 
farmara and delivering lecturaa. Tha 
collage thia yaar is working In con­
junction with Lba state board of 
agricultural, the olllces of which are 
In tha agricultnral gullding on the 
campus hern. With this and in riaw, 
that o f greater beuagto to tha praaant 
farmers, 8. M. Jordan, of Stanberry, 
baa bean selocted sad made the di­
rector of farmora' Institutes.

Tha plan heretoforo haa been to 
hold a day's or two gays' aesslon in 
somo tows or schoolbouaa, sad tboa 
do nothing to follow up aftor the poo- 
plo becamo wall aroused and en­
thusiastic.

This year arrangemeata will be 
made to hold a two weeks' Institute 
in conjunction with the yarioua state 
normals. Tha arrangements have not 
been deflnltely concluded at all, but 
at the new normal at Maryville the 
plans are practically parfacted.

Tha'normal towns were selected In 
order to insure an audienoo even If 
the farmers fall to show the Interest 
expected. The studeats preparing In 
the various normals to teach w ill be 
called upon to give tnatructloo la 
sclentlflc agriculture more and more 
as the study of It spreads through tha 
public schools of the state. The lec­
ture will be given In the courthouse 
or in the school bulldiaga as may be 
thought moat practicable in attracting 
the men interested in tllltng the soil 
and the raising qf stock.

Flva o f tha laadiag professora, all 
heads of departments la the Missouri 
school o f agricultura. w ill give the 
lectures at Maryville, which la a type 
of what others will ba. The courae 
thsra will begin on December >. One 
man will leave -Columbia (or that 
place and give three lectures a day 
for two or throe days. Than he will 
be superseded by another one, who 
will lecture on a different field of 
work. Thia will continue until tbe 
cloee of the two weeks, when 28 or 40 
lectures will have been given.

Mr. Jordan, the director o f the 
work. Is aa authority on seed com  and 
will discuas eora breeding. He will 
show how com may be eo cered (Or 
end cultiveted end croeeed ee to pro­
duce a grata o ( vary fine quality aa 
wall aa quantity.

Government Takes Anothar Stap ta
Combat Ravolutlonary Factions.

Peking.— The government paper ea- 
labllahed by Tuan Shi Kai, tbe new 
grand councillor, to aupeniede the 
old Peking Oaaetle, announced tbe 
other day that the govemment had 
planned, on account of the IneuIBclan- 
ey of tbe Peking Oaaette and Inaccur­
acy o f the provincial papers, to ee- 
tabllah a goverameat press organ In 
each province.

The native press of Peking, for tha 
last month, baa been in fear of 
stringent regulations following Yuan 
8bi Kal'a arrival here, end kas pe­
titioned the government to grant It 
the same statna as that which la en­
joyed by newspapers In weatem conn- 
tries, asking for special preae, tele­
graph and postal mtes, free access to 
government Information, access to 
trials, and tha right o f (air trial for 
offending newapapers.

Chang Chi-Tung. tha other new 
grand councillor, (avora granting 
press privlieges. Immunities and 
protection to that portion of the 
■press operating from the extm  ter­
ritorial districts under foreign 
ownership, by which tbe govern­
ment loses all control of the papers.

The eatebllabment of the new gov-

Jan. 16.— Nearly 1,300 
polltiral friends and personal admir­
ers o f W. J. Bryas attended in the 
rapacity of dineia and speakers at tha 
dollar deniocralic dinner at the Lin­
coln Auditorium Wednesday night. 
Half as many more occupied seats as 
spectators and heartily applauded the 
good things said about democracy and 
Mr. Bryan himself. It was the largest 
and one o f the moat aucceasful func­
tions of tbe kind held in Lincoln since 
Mr. Bryan became an influential fac­
tor In (he politics o f Nebraska and 
was intended as an endorsement of 
hia candidacy for tha preaidential 
Domination and a declaration that he 
was In the minds of those present, the 
logical choice o f tbe party.

Of those present probably 1,00<I 
were Nebrasita men, but there was a 
sprinkling front nearby atates, and a 
considerable delegation from Missouri 
and Oklahoma The si>earhes without 
exception were aggresMvely demo­
cratic, but some good words were said 
for President Roosevelt and kindly 
expressions for radical leudera In tbe 
republican camp. The dinner began 
shortly before 8 o'clock and the 
speaking programme an kour and a 
half later. Aston C. Shallasiberaer of 
Alma. Neb . former congreaaman from 
the Hixth district was toastmaster. 
The speeches with the exneptlon of 
Oov. Broward o f Florida ware extend­
ed. carrying the dinner until long 
past midnight, but with Mr Bryan 
last on the programme the urowd re­
mained throughout.

It was explained tor Mr. Bryan that 
such reraarka as he made were ex­
temporaneous. and that he did not 
feel it necetiary to designain kia sub­
ject He felt that with so many dis­
tinguished gentlemen of the party 
from abroad to entertain the ban­
queters be should be allawed to en­
joy tbe feast as a liatenar and play 
a minor part as a s|>eetator.
