Cleveland, O.. Jsa. 30.—McKlaley, 
(he martyred praaldaat. was the key­
note of several addresfiOS daHVered at 
the Tippoi'anoe club's annual McKin­
ley day banquet here Wednesday night 
at which Secretary o f War William H. 
Taft waa the guest of honor. The sec­
retary aiMke on "The Republic." All 
of the apeakera confined their remarks 
to the Me a ^  deeds of McKlaley, whe 
was eulogixad as an Illustrious son of 
Ohio, and a dlscussTon' o f the problems 
engendered B>y ttie Bpantsh-Anierican 
war aad the aeqalsiiiun of the Philip­
pines and The Islands o l the C'arribeaa.

Beermary Taft said In i>art:
"I shall venture to speak to you on 

that which I think will ever be remem­
bered as the great and distinguishing 
cbaracteriatlcs of McKinley's adminis­
tration—the expansion of the United 
States into a world power.

"A nation like that o f the United 
States, with kd,00<),(>00 of people, with 
resources unexampled in the hlatary 
of the world, wich Ideals as high as 
those of any aatiea. with the aaraaat 
desire to sprwid the principles af lib­
erty and of poiwlar government, qgn- 
not maintain a position of Isolation 
with respect to the peoples of the 
world w hen fate shall hare thrust 
some of those peoplea under our con­
trol. We must assume responsibility 
with respect to their deretopmeat. Wa 
must exercise the power that the Isxrd 
has given us for the purpose of asslat- 
Ing our neighbors. The policy o f Iso­
lation, which would prevent us from 
exercising our Inftience or direct con­
trol In matters where we are capable 
of doing good aad advancing In the 
world's progress Is a narrow, selOsh 
and altogether unjustifiable policy.

"What has been the result to the 
United States of this socalled coloalal

think that la Important except as a 
beginning. If the government coa 
tinuea Its friendly policy toward Porto 
KIco and the I*hillppines and o|>eas her 
markets as wall to the Pblllpplnes as 
to Porto Rico, this trade wrHI treble 
and quadruple la a marvelously short 
time, so that amrely from iba staad- 
polnt of materlsl progreaa, the mutual 
benefits for tba people we are taelpir 
aad ourselres wtll be so mean Jnsttf 
cation far the paUcy.

Again, our aelloo ia aaaumlng our 
part of the reapoaaibillty of tba world 
powers fur the developmeut af the 
warld, has added to our influence the 
warld round and bas made oar voice 
Influeatiat In all International councils. 
So great has been this growth that the 
immediate successor of William Mc­
Kinley, Theodore Roosevelt, has been 
able to accomplish more In the preser­
vation af tbc pence of the world than 
any prssident that ever administered 
or any monarch that ever reigned.

New York, Jan. SO.— Martin \V Lit 
tieiun, chief eeuesel in the defense o f 
Harry K. Thee’ NVedneaday naked for 
the acquittal o f his client upon the 
(round o f Insanity, declaring he could 
not see how. In the face o f the erl 
denee. the Jury could render any other 
verdict. The serious and sincere evi­
dence of the defense, tending to es­
tablish the Insaoity o f  the defendant 
Mr. Littleton declared, has been an- 
aa'ered only by the aueera and insinu 
at ions of District Attorney Jeroine. 
These sneers and Insinuations, the 
young t*ittsburger's advocate asserted. 
Were not the coiupetent proof that the 
law required the prusecutlng autbori- 
tles to pro<luc«, once the Insanity of 
the accused person was made the is­
sue lie  repeatedly urged upon the 
Jury to remember that in a case o f this 
kind the burden of proof rests wholly 
u|ioa the state to prove the sanity of 
:be defendant beyond all reasonable 
doubt.

Mr. Littleton warmly defended 
Kvelyn Nesblt Thaw against the at- 
ta> ka o f District Attorney Jerome He 
said be could not understand what she 
had done, what great crime the had 
committed, considered In the light of 
all she had confessed herself to be. 
that the prosecutor should transcend 
all the rules o f propriety and decency 
and attempt to destroy her when In 
the next breath be was ready to "cod- 
fllc and hug and vouch for the teati- 
luony of such a acoundrel as Abraham 
Hummel—the very vermin of the New 
Y iek bar "

The address o f the defending attor 
ney took up all o f the day a aesslona 
and District Attorney Jerome is ex 
pected to reply Thursday If be should 
flulab at the moruing sesnion Justice 
liow ling will charge the Jury during 
the afternoon If Mr Jerome's address 
should extend well Into the afternoon, 
however, the case will not go to the 
Jury until Friday

Mr IJttleton's argument was force­
ful and Impressive. He refrained 
from  appealing to the passiona of the 
Jurymen and devoted himself to a log­
ical consideration o f the facta as ad­
duced In arldence. He made no at 
tempt to eulogize Harry Thaw and he 
Bald that he asked for him no more 
ronaideration than the average Amerl 
ran boy had a right to demand of the 
average American Jury The speech 
was crisp with epigrams and the abort 
sentences were filled with the pith of 
logic and the quality of appeal The 
Jurymen followed It with intense In 
terest and it was generally conceded 
that Mr. Littleton bad left District At 
torney Jerome a difllcult task.

‘ I confess to you. gentlemen.”  he 
said. ' that I do not know what the 
district attorney has meant in this 
rase I cannot fathom how be feels 
be has discharged bis burden 
under the law and I am waiting with 
much Impatience to hear what farts, 
what evidence what circumstances he 
will suggest to you as having been 
presented by him to ahow you that 
this defendant Is sane beyond all rea 
aonable doubt.

■ Where la the district attorney's 
proof* Where are the scientists, the 
hooks on Insanity with which he has 
shown such thorough familiarity In 
the past, where is the gallant band 
o f alienists— nine o f them— who ap 
peared at bis behest at the last trial 
and are still available, where are 
they; why are they not here to answer 
our c a s e r ’

Mr. Littleton, in speaking o f Evelyn 
Kc-iblt Thaw, saiil:

"W hat was there about this young 
woman or against her that Mr. Jerome ' 
should paca up and down before you ' 
like a caged lion, when he was ques- I 
tioning her and glare and glare at her ! 
and clench his teeth at her— not even | 
sitting down when T was conducting i 
the examination— what was there | 
about hef that called for such treat ! 
ment from a man who could coddle  ̂
and hug and vouch for this loathsome 
little Hummel?

W ashington.— The largest concrete 
bridge In the world has Just received 
the finishing touches at W ashington 
The ConnectlcNt avenue bridge, as It 
la known, spans the deep gorge of 
Rock creek, not 18 minntee by trolley 
from the center of the city.

The structure Is remarkable for sev 
era! reasons. In the first place It Is 
built entirely of concrete without be­
ing re-enforced with steel.

It Is 1,481 feet long, with a 63-foot 
roadway and a walk on either aide. 
The floor o f the bridge is 116 feet 
above the ground. There are several 
l80-foot arches and two narrow ones 
o f  82 fe e t

W ork was begun about seven years 
ago on the foundations, though the 
plans had already taken about two 
years to complete. The work halted 
ow ing to the failure o f  congress to ap­
propriate enough money to com ­
plete It.

But about three years ago the nec- 
eesary bills went through and a really 
beautiful bridge la now the rMult. 
The coat was 81,000,000.
