Agricultural Schools a Remedy.
Washington. Feb. 18.—Seth T.

Farnsworth o f Chicago, advocate of 
the Wea of self-aiitmrting agricultural 
schools as a remedy for enforced un- 
eniploynieot and John Fills of Boston, 
secretary o f the national convention 
of the unemployed recently held at 
St. Louis, Mo., had a conference with 
Secretary of Agriculture Wilson Mon­
day for the purpose of ascertaining to 
what extent the Idea of self-supporting 
suburban achools uff;vrnilng might Ix' 
encouraged by the federal government. 
They explained that. the.object wa.* to 
furnish wofk for the victims of en­
forced Idleness In congested Industrial 
centers. Secretary Wilson said, in re­
ply. that. It was the nnqiiasUonable 
duty of state and municipal govern 
ments to establlsb such enterprise* 
and that If they wogld provide lan«'. 
within the range of a flve-cent fare 
from towns, thus letting Ihe iinem 
ployed have access to such farms, he 
would send experts free o f charge to 
demonstrate the work and also would 
send the naresaary sends.

St. Peteraburg, Feb. 18.— The alarm- 
iat repona of the puaaibillttes of boas 
tllltiea between Kitasla and Turkey, 
which have permeated all strata of 
Kussian society, have assumed the 
prutiortlons of a veritable war scare, 
to which the sensational press is de­
voting its biggest headlines.

The situation la taken seriously not 
only In military circles but also by 
••ouscivatlve politicians. M. Guch- 
kiiff, the leader o f the majority In the 
douma. announced his intention Mon­
day night of raising at the next meet­
ing of the commission of national de­
fense the question o f the nation's 
readiness for war. This, he believes, 
Is of the most vital importance. In 
view of the news from the t'aucasua, 
and all parts of Kuroi>e. He also pro- 
jioses to intert>ellate the minister of 
comruunirations on the ability uf the 
railroads, particularly in the I'aucasus 
and traus.t'aurasla. to trans|iort troops 
quickly to the southern and southwest­
ern frontiers.

The douma. according to .M. Guch- 
koff will be guilty of criminal negli- 
genre If it permits the country again 
to be drawn Into war for which It Is 
wholly unprepared. The surest 
means to avoid a rupture, he said. Is 
serlou.- preparation for any eventuality.

M Khvustrhinsky, the vice-president 
of thy commission, also thinks that 
the si'nation Is grave and takes Issue 
•harply with a number o f generala, 
who appeared before the commission 
.and “ id that the poHsibllity of ho»-
illtles this year was excluded.

The general staff continues to give 
the Mil nation the most serious consid-
ratiuii. although as yet no reports 

have been received here regarding 
■•ov -meats of troops In the Interior. 
Hut itersons arriving from Siberia say 
:hat for .several months there has been 
4n unbroken movement of .Siberian 
troops to the Southwest In the direc­
tion of the trans-4'asplan district, and 
Turkestan, from which they could be 
njiiut easily concentrated on the Turk­
ish frontier

Tillis advices to the Associated 
Pr.-~s indicate that preparations are 
■■teadllv making for any eventuality. 
A competent diplomatic opinion, how­
ever, takes a more optlniistlc view.

The ambassadors of five of the lead­
ing iHiwers. when Interviewed Monday 
considered hostilities as being almost 
out of the question Their opinion Is 
that the Turkish mobilization in Asia 
Minor and the war-like preparations In 
Russia are |>arts In the ''gigantic game 
of bluff." which neither side will be 
able to carry to a finish on account of 
the lack of sinews of war Hut they 
cherish no ilhi.slons over the speedy 
termination of the Aiistro-Uusalan dif­
ficulties In the Malkan.s and look for­
ward to a long period of friction before 
the powers again unite to exert the 
nece-vity pressure on the sultan.

PottavIllB, Hx, Feb. 18.— Twenty- 
eight mlnera veara imprisoned in the 
Mldvalley colllary near .Mount Carmel

The heavy rains and thaw of the last 
few days had causeil a great deal of 
water to accumulate in the drift and 
the pressure became so havy that It 
finally gave way and a sea o f mud 
flowed Into the gangway where the 
men were at work. It filled the gang 
way for a distance of about 330 feet 
and It will be necessary to dig through 
this barrier to get to the workmen 
from this particnlar direction. Three 
different rescuing parties have been 
put to work. It is hoped to be able to 
get the men out or give them foo<l 
and drink by Tuesday morning.

Great crowds o f people have gath 
ered around the mouth of the slope.
