In the half-week totai at five
points the increase over same time
Jast week 1s 39,000 and nearly half
of this increase is shown at this mar-
ket, the local fAgures standing at
36,000 for first half of the week
against 20,000 for the like period last
week.

Outside markets were all reported
as opening lower and with a liberal
run here the market was slow in
opening Buyers went In to fill
orders on a 6@10 cent decline, but
sellers would not meet these demands
and noon found very little business
done. Later In the day the trade be-
came fairly active at prices around
5 cents under the averageol yester-

day.

the “co-operation of the police and de
tective forces in an effort to rid the
country of allen anmarchists and crimi- 1
sals falling within the law relating Lui
igportation.”

The order of Secretary Straus says: l

“To all commissioners of lmmlgm
tlon and inspectors
eharge:

“It I8 hereby directed that, with a
view to promptly obtaining definite |
information with regard to alien an-
archists and criminals located in the
United States, you shall confer fully
with the chief of police or the chief
of the secret service of the city in|
which you are located, furnishing such
sfficial with detailed information \\'lbl
egard to the meaning of the term |
Anarchist,” as used in the Immigration |
et of February 20, 1907, and with re- |
gard to the inhibition of that statute |
azainst allens of the criminal
expinining the powers and limitations |
lmposed by sald statute upon the im
migration officials with respeect to such
persons.

“You should call to the attention of
the chief of police or chief of the se-
sret service, the definition of “anar
thisgt” contained in Sections 2 and 38
of the act of February 20, 1907, and !
the provisions of Section 2 placing
within the excluded ecla ‘persons
who have been convicted of or admit
having committed a felony or other
erime or misdemeanor involving moral
turpitude,” pointing out that if aay
such person Is found within the United
Btates within three years after land
Ing on entry therein he is amenable
0 deportation under the provisions of
Bection 21 of the act

“It Is desired that the above indi
eated steps shall be taken at once and
that no proper effort shall be spared
lo secure and retain the co-operation
of the local police and detective forces
in an éffort to rid the country of alien
anarchists and criminals falling within
the provisions of the statute relating
to deportation.”
