Leo Heigrichs at the altar In St
Elisabeth’'s Catholle church on Sunday
morning, February 23, when he was
giving the sacrament aronsed think-
ing people throughout the conntry and
caused themr 10 speculate as to the
origin and purpose of ‘the plot, if any
eysted, that made Father Leo a
Alia's conflicting state-
ments regarding the shooting have led
many people to belleve he must be in-
sane. However, four of the most ex-
pert brain specialists in this eity have
given it as"theiropinion that Alia is
perfectly sane and this after observ-
fug him since his return to this city
from Colorador§prings, whither he was
taken to avold - possible mob violence.

Alia had pPrafficdlly TYecovered from
the fear of summary vengeance and
was in falr condition.to be studied

by men skilled in detettion of mental
faults, Notwithstanding public an-
nouncement through the press of the
resuits of the observations of the spe-
cialists appointed by the district at-
torney, the defense has engaged three
alienists o be present doring the
trial. They will sit in the court room
and observe the defendant for the pur-
pose of detecting any sign of insanity
Should they be successful, no doubt
the defense will be quick to grasp that
@s A means of saving the life of Alla
On the other hand the prosecution
has summoned eight alienists to be
present, whose expert knowledge will
be used to offset any claim of insanity
that might be raised by lHa's attor-

ney With the question of insanity
aside, people wonder what excuse or
reason Alla could have had for want
ing the life of the priest.

The balloon, mauned by a young
[talian named Vincent Lunardl, as-
cended from Moorflélds, then an open
space of ground, on September 15,
1784, In the presefice of mwore than
100,000 spectators.

ANl business was guspended, the
king himself sewing ithe oxample by
adjourning a ceabinet coupcil that hap-
pened to be -nuu.‘ Vagt crowds fol
lowed the balloon’s course, some on
horseback, In carts, in chalses, but
mostly on foot.

Many were hurt In the ermsh but
the only fatality recorded was the
death from fright of an old ecountry
woman, who, coming out of her cot
tage 1o see what the excitement was
about, heheld the balloon just above
her head

On the other hand Lunardi undoubt
fdly saved one man's life a jury bring-
ing In a verdict of “not guilty” on a
notorious highwayman in order that
they, the prisoner and the judge who
was trying, might rush out of eourt to
see the ballcon

The aeronaut descended eventually
near Ware, in  Hertfordshire, where
his sudden drop from the clouds was
the cause of more astonishment and
sxcitement
