NEW RATE RULING

COMMERCE COMMISSION REN-
DERS A DECISION OF VITAL
INTEREST TO SHIPPERS.

ELIMINATES CCNTROVERSY

The Decision is Expected to Make
More Uniform the Practice of
Railroads in the Charg-
ing of Rates,
Washington, June 4.—It is expected
that a deciglon rendered Wednesday
by the Interstate Commerce commis-
sfon In the matter of released rates
will tend to eliminate much trouble
some coniroversy and make for unk
formity in raliroad practice, The

opinion handed down by Commission-
{ er Lane states these conclusions:

“If a rate Is conditioned upon a
shipper assuming the risk of loss due
to causes beyond the carriers’ control,
the condition is wvalid. If a rate is
conditioned upon the shipper agsuming
the entire risk of loss, the condition
is void as agalnst loss due to the car-
riers’ negligence or other misconduct.

“If a rate is conditioned upon the
shipper agreeing that the carriers’
liability shall not exceed a certain
specified’ value the stipulation {s
valid when loss occurs through
causes beyond the ecarriers’ control;
even when loss i8 due to the carriers
negligence if the shipper has himself
declared the value, expressly or by
implication, the carrier accepting it in
good faith as the real value and the
rate of frelght being fixed in accord-
ance therewith. The stipulation Is
void as agalnst loss due to the car-
riers negligence or other misconduet
if the speetfied amount does not pur-
port’ to be. an agreed valuation, but
has been fixed arbitrarily by the car-
rier without reference to the real
value; or, if the purported agreed
valuation is in fact purely fictitious
and represents an attempt to limit the
carriers’ THability to an arbitrary
amonnt,

“A scale of charges applicable to a
specific cormmodity and graduated rea-
conably according to value, must be in
good faith, regard being had to the
actual value of the property offered
for--shipment. A carrier must not
make use of its released rates as a
means of escaping liability for the con-
sequences of its negligence.

“It is a mischievous practice for
carriers to publish in their tariffs' and

on their bills of lading rules and regu-

lations which are misleading, unrea-

sonable or Incapable of legal inforce
ment fn a court of law; and a stipu-
lation that an additional charge of 20
per cent shall be collegted p= nuane
